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ABSTRACT

THE DESIGN, IMPLEMENTATION AND EVALUATION

OF LEISURE COUNSELING PROGRAM MATERIALS

FOR USE WITH MENTALLY IMPAIRED ADULTS

IN A GROUP HOME SETTING

The purpose of the study was to design. pilot test

and evaluate leisure counseling program materials for use

with mentally impaired adults in a group home setting.

The materials were designed using the system's accounta-

bility approach. Specific objectives were identified and

the content of the leisure counseling sessions was designed

for the attainment of those objectives. Prior to pilot

testing, the materials were submitted to a panel of experts

for review. This process resulted in various revisions.

The materials were then pilot tested. Evaluation of the

pilot test provided the basis for further revisions. Eval-

uation also revealed that the materials were apprOpriate for

use with certain trainable and educable mentally impaired; and,

that the materials can deve10p, to some extent, an awareness

of the meaning of play and leisure. an awareness of leisure

resources in the home and community. and. the beginning of

leisure behaviors which utilize those resources learned

in the program.
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CHAPTER I

INTRODUCTION

Over the course of modern times. a variety of services

have been provided for the mentally impaired. In recent

years. accompanying a growing concern for their needs,

these services have been expanding in quantity and impro-

ving in quality. Educational facilities have been erected

and, vocational training and sheltered workshops have been

improved. many for this specific group. In addition to

educational programs, the status of numerous living facilities

has also been improved. A large number of individuals have

been relocated from the deprived environment of the large

state institutions to the more humane settings of community

group homes. Between the years 1971 and 1975. the number

of mentally impaired individuals living in community faci-

lities under control of the Michigan Department of Mental

Health increased 122%. In the same time span. the total

papulation of large state institutions for the mentally

impaired in Michigan decreased 36% (Michigan Department

of Mental Health. 1971. 1975).

Need for the Study

Due to this relocation, the mentally impaired find

themselves in an entirely new and different atmosphere.

Often the setting is not as structured as the institution.

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Staff does not regiment the daily activities of clients

as much. The clients are often free to do as they please.

At the same time. it is necessary for them to socially

adjust to the new situation. Inability or unwillingness

to do so may cause stress to build. and aberrant behaviors

may develop or reoccur. Such behaviors are generally not

acceptable in these settings and the person may have to

return to an institution. The constructive use of leisure

can act as a means of expediting social adjustment and

dealing with stress.

Viewing the group home situation from another perspec—

tive reveals a different problem. Quite often, individuals

may be involved in school. sheltered workshops or actual

employment. but participation may be limited to ’only

part of the day. Others do not engage in such programs

at all and are faced with an "enforced leisure” situation

all day long. "Something” is needed during this time that

will facilitate the individual's growth and development.

For these reasons. proper education concerning the meaning-

ful use of leisure is more important for the mentally im-

paired than it is for the normal pOpulation (Gillis, 1975).

Within programs designed to educate the ”whole” per-

son. instruction concerning the constructive useof free

time should be an integral component. Through the process

13f normalization, the clients must learn that in addition

'to the responsibilities of personal hygiene. grooming,

proper diet. and attendance at school or work, everyone must

assume the responsibility for their own leisure (Gillis. 1975).
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Above all these very worthy reasons for recreation

is another basic consideration. The mentally impaired,

as people, have a right to self-actualization through

leisure involvement.

The purpose of recreation...(for the) mentally

retarded... (is) to enable each individual to be-

come better prepared physically, mentally. emo-

tionally. and socially to take his place in so-

ciety as a self sustaining adult who is capable

of living the fullest...most worthwhile life pos-

sible (Hayes. 1973b. p.92).

However. a need exists to facilitate instruction concerning

the meaningful use of leisure fly the mentally impaired

living in group homes.

The field of therapeutic recreation has developed a

new philOSOphical concept and program content area called

leisure counseling. The purpose of leisure counseling is

to educate the individual concerning the beneficial effects

of leisure activities, to assist in the identification

and location of leisure resources, and to encourage meaning-

ful participation in leisure activity. Leisure counseling

has been implemented in various settings. However. it

has seldom been employed with the mentally impaired in

general and in group homes specifically. In order to estab-

lish and maintain balance in the lives of the mentally

impaired, training in the proper use of leisure is as im-

portant as educational. pre-vocational or vocational training.

An important key to the '"proper use" of free time is an

awareness of leisure.
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Statement 9; the Problem

The purpose of the study was to design. implement.

and evaluate leisure counseling program materials for men-

tally impaired adults in a group home setting. The pro-

gram focused on developing a greater awareness of leisure.

A subproblem existed pertaining to the development of in-

snrumentswhich would assess the clients' awareness of leisure

and actual free time behaviors. Further elaboration of

the problem and subproblem are provided in Chapter III.

Methods

The procedures followed in the study were comprised

of a preliminary stage. design stage. implementation stage

and evaluation stage. The preliminary stage consisted of

a review of the literature. formulation of the problem and

purpose. deve10pment of preliminary goals. conceptualization

of the program, and selection of a population and setting.

The design stage was concerned with development of the

materials. review of the materials by a panel of experts

and subsequent revisions. and. deveIOpment of the evaluation

plan. The implementation stage dealt with administrative

preparations for pilot testing and. the actual pilot testing

of the materials. The basic design of the pilot test con-

sisted of a pre-assessment of the leisure awareness and

leisure behaviors of each client. implementatbn.of the

program. and a post-assessment of awareness and behaviors.

The evaluation stage was composed of evaluation of the

pilot test. development of recommendations concerning on-

going program activities of the clients and continued
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leisure counseling techniques. recommendations concerning

revisions of the materials. and. completion of this final

report. A rationale for the selection of the leisure

counseling process in this setting follows.

Rationale

It is generally agreed among those who work with the

mentally impaired that they quite often require special con-

sideration in the instruction of many behaviors which are

readily learned by the "normal” individual. Constructive

leisure behaviors are among these. The mentally impaired

do not play spontaneously. they have to be taught how to

play (Carlson and Gindlend. 1968). Through the process

of teaching this population how to play. various benefits

can occur. Leisure activities can develop physical fit-

ness and health. allow social interaction. result in a

release of tension. permit Opportunities for self-expression

and. facilitate a better feeling about one's self through

achievement of skills (Navar. 1973a). The way an individual

plays effects the manner in which one feels. physically.

mentally. and emotionally. Awareness of this phenomena

and apprOpriate selection of play activities can result

in the constructive use of free time.

However. recreation and the mentally impaired in

group homes has entailed one aspect of programing. direct

participation in leisure activities. Quite often. activi-

ties such as swimming. bowling. arts and crafts. horticulture.

music and community events. to name a few. are employed

in these programs. Although Opportunities may be provided.

quite often clients are many times dependent on staff mem-

bers for motivation and suggestions to initiate these acti-

'vities. Little has been done with the mentallyimpaired

in the area of developing attitudes and knowledge which

will encourage their independent use of leisure. In addi-

tion to being taught how to play. the mentally impaired

need to be taught ghy and yhggg one should play. Since

this population often needs training in the constructive

use of leisure (Heimark and McKinnon. 1969; Bridges. 1970:

Kraus. 1973; Fine and Dawson. 1964). and because instruction

needs to be specific due to the fact that very little trans-

fer occurs (Denny. 196“). one cannot assume that knowledge

of "why" and "where” one uses leisure constructively will

result from activity involvement alone.

Cousins (1965) emphasized the point that if expansion

of hobbies was all that was required. virtually no problem

would exist. He goes on to say that in reality what is

needed is a person who is unintimidated by the prospect

of an open hour. His statements were in reference to the

”normal” individual. But considering the learning deficits

of the mentally impaired. those comments support an even

stronger rationale for a leisure counseling program for

this population.

The mentally impaired residing in group homes have

participated in a variety of recreative experiences. either

formally or informally. The purpose. function and location

of these and other leisure activities needs to be correlated

so the individuals can understand their importance. identify
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the resources. and begin to independently (or as indepen-

dently as possible) make meaningful use of their free time.

An integral component to this process is the develOpment

of a greater awareness of leisure. which is the fundamental

purpose of the leisure counseling program. These programs

have been cited as effective in reinforcing and increasing

an individual's capacity to use free time constructively

(Olson and McCormack. 1957: Arje. 1960).

Although many leisure counseling programs have been

implemented in the past twenty years. at present there are

few models dealing with the mentally impaired. Integration

of present programs with special adaptations for this group

was necessary. The result was a program with a great deal

of relevancy for the mentally impaired. The leisure coun-

seling program forthcoming from this study provides a model

for instruction in this area.

Scope

The program was designed with a specific population

in mind. The designated pOpulation consisted of mentally

impaired adults in the educable and trainable ranges of

impairment. The subjects for the pilot test were the re-

sidents of the Moore Living Center3a residential facility

in Lansing, Michigan for mentally impaired adults. The

facility consisted of two adjacent group homes. A total

of 26 residents were included as subjects in the pilot

test. The entire leisure counseling program was designed.

implemented and evaluated by the author. Due to time con-

straints. the study ran for ten weeks. including pre-assessment.
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implementation of the program and post-assessment. The

major focus concentrated on leisure counseling through group

discussions. The members of each home met as separate

groups. two sessions a week per group.

Limitations

As in most studies. a variety of constraints were

present. The following limitations were identified.

1. The subjects consisted of a very select group. The

facility was chosen due to its availability and willingness

of the administration to OOOperate in the study. Thus they

may not be completely representative of other populations.

2. Due to conflicting time schedules. some of the clients

were absent from several of the sessions.

3. A small number of the clients either possessed very

little expressive language or quite often spoke unintel-

ligibly. They were excluded from any verbal assessments

and. in effect excluded as members of the pilot test.

However they did participate in the program and the other

behavioral assessments were performed on them. The actual

number of clients that were included as subjects in the

pilot test was 26 (out of a total of 31 residents).

4. No long range measure or evaluation was undertaken to

assess long term retention.

5. No control group was utilized in this situation. The

residents in the two homes at the center were subject to

separate similar treatments.

6. Deviances from the structured format occurred in order

to accommodateaclient requiring special attention. This
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took the form of individual counseling.

7. Due to time constraints and the number of clients. no

provision for systematic instruction of new leisure skills

was included. However if a client expressed an interest

in learning a skill. efforts were made to provide instruction.

8. As determined in the available records. the subjects

of the study were classified as trainable mentally impaired

and educable mentally impaired. However these classifica-

tions were for the most part. not recent. Most of those

classed as trainable years ago. would be described as edu-

cable using present criteria. Thus. although the materials

were intended for clients in the trainable and educable

ranges according to previous standards. these same indi-

viduals. quite possibly. would be categorized as educable

using present standards.

9. Other variables were left unregulated. Among these

included: procurement of additional leisure resources for

the residents of oneof the homes during the program (aprox-

imately ten new table games). client involvement in the

start of community parks and recreation programs shortly

after initiation of the leisure counseling program; the

occurrence of a seasonal change during the course of the

program: and. diet. sleep and emotional states of the clients.

These variables. to some extent. served as intervening

factors in the clients' awareness of leisure resources.
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Definition gf‘iggmg

The author wishes to clarify some words and expressions

that have been used and others which will be referred to

in the course of the study.

mental impairment-~"subaverage general intellectual

functioning which originates during the developmental period

and is associated with impairment in adaptive behavior."

(Heber. 1961. p. 3)

group home-~a supervised. residential facility for the

mentally impaired. situated in a community environment which

houses a small number of clients (usually 10-20. always

under he). and allows freedoms and rights for clients which

are characteristically not found in large state institutions.

leisure--unobligated time i.e. time in which a person

is free from work or duties in any form: also referred

to as ”free time."

reorgation--any voluntary activity. occurring during

free time which elicits feelings of enjoyment. contentment

or satisfaction; also referred to as "play."

const;uctizg_u§§ g: leisure--the utilization of free

time in a responsible manner. within norms of society. which

results in enjoyment. contentment or satisfaction for the

individual.

significance g; leisure--the relationship of the use

of free time to an individual's mental. physical and emotional

well-being: also referred to as ”relevance" or "importance

of leisure.”
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leisure counseling--a process which focuses on deve-

loping within the client an awareness of leisure. Feelings.

attitudes. interests and skills concerning leisure are ex-

plored and shared in order to develOp an awareness of the

meaning of leisure and play. their significance in the life

of the individual. leisure resources in the home andcom-

munity. and the process of identifying them. For the pur-

poses of this study. the term leisure counseling is synon-

ymous with leisure education.

systems accountability approach-~a means of organizing

an instructional process. Specific outcomes (terminal per-

formance objectives--TPOs)were determined and then analyzed

to ascertain essential stages (enabling objectives-~EOs)

for their attainment. Criterion measures (performance mea-

sures-~PMs)were established to measure attainment of the

enabling objectives. Corresponding instructional activities

(leisure counseling activities-~LCAs)were then devised.

This approachwas employed to allow replicability of a pro-

gram and to assist the program developer in accounting

for specific effects of a learning process.

program materials--the total program plan. including

all terminal performance objectives. enabling objectives.

performance measures and leisure counseling activities;

also referred to as ”instructional materials." ”system,”

or ”program.”



CHAPTER II

REVIEW OF THE LITERATURE

In order to best facilitate the development of the

project. the review of the literature attended to five

areas of concern. either directly or indirectly related to

leisure counseling and the mentally impaired. They were:

leisure counseling. recreative needs of the mentally impaired.

general counseling techniques. counseling techniques with

the mentally impaired.and learning characteristics of the

retarded. A review of pertinent literature relevant to

each topic is provided.

Leisure Counseling

The concept of leisure counseling is a quite recent

innovation in the field of therapeutic recreation. So re-

cent that it has not been applied to some types of handi-

caps as readily as others. The majority of programs dealt

with in the literature concern psychiatric patients. A

scarcity of information exists in the area of leisure counseling

with the mentally impaired.

The first time the term ”leisure (or recreational)

counseling” appeared in print was in 1957. At that time.

Olson and McCormack reported a new program which they had

designed and implemented in the Psychiatric Unit at the

V.A. Hospital in Kansas City. It was termed ”recreational

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counseling." They had perceived a need on the part of the

patients for guidance in the area of living through the non-

working hours. Following discharge. patients would often

be prone to solitary social patterns during free time.

This led to old pathological patterns of behavior. Thus.

obtaining and holding a vocation was quite often not suf-

ficient for successful rehabilitation. An interdisciplinary

approach was employed. A psychologist. a hospital recrea-

tion worker and a city recreation worker teamed together.

Patients went to activities as a group. Later. in group

discussion they related reactions and feelings regarding

the activities. Individual sessions with the psychologist

were arranged if deemed necessary. In either the group

or individual setting. the counselor and patient explored

the patient's needs in the leisure area and worked toward

its resolution. Among the results of the program were:

the strengthening of existing leisure affiliations e.g.

churches. lodges. etc.. formation of new ties. and. height-

ened knowledge of recreational facilities and how they

could be used (Olson and McCormack. 1957).

In another writing. Arje (1960). who also worked in

the Kansas City program. reporten the results of attitudi-

nal studies of the recreational counseling participants.

Those patients differed from other patients in a variety

of critical areas: (1) plans for social and recreational

as well as vocational activities were made prior to dis-

charge. (2) there existed a greater awareness of the impor-

tance of the constructive use of leisure. (3) recreation
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was viewed as therapeutic and not just entertainment. and

(b) they also possessed a wider circle of freinds. Up

to that date. of the 346 patients who had gone through

the recreational counseling program. ”comparatively few”

had been readmitted into the psychiatric unit. The advent

of leisure counseling had occurred.

Since it was quite recent. the concept was not strict-

ly defined (at least not in the literature) until 1968

when O'Morrow offered this definition of recreational coun-

seling applied to a psychiatric setting:

...a technique in the rehabilitation process where-

by a professional person uses all the information

gathered about a person prior to release or dis-

charge to further explore interest and attitudes

with respect to leisure. recreation and social

relationships to enable him to identify. locate

and use resources in the community and thereby

become an active community participant (O'Morrow.

1968. p. 14)

In a later writing ('Morrow, 1972). he referred to it as

a helping process that was designed to enhance the social

functioning of the individual. McDowell (197k) termed leisure

counseling as a method of therapy that can contribute to-

ward an individual's realization of their ”whole person"

through helping them to learn how to utilize leisure intel-

ligently and enjoyable. Campbell gt. gl. (1973b) cited the

major objective of leisure counseling as to produce behavioral.

affective or cognitive changes in the individual. It attempts

to aid those with difficulties in their orientation to life

e.g. abundance of free time. difficulty in socializing or

attitudinal barriers. Generally. in reference to the counseling

process. the term ”leisure” has been used interchangably'with
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"recreational.” However Fain (1973) stated that "recreational"

was often misunderstood to be extremely limited. possibly

construed in a negative context and that "leisure” encom-

pased a much broader horizon.

As this new dimension of leisure service emerged. so

did rationales for its existence. "Quite often clients need

counseling in resolving conflicts and anxieties which pre-

vent them from identifying and selecting the avocational

activity which would be most meaningful to them.” (Overs.

1970. p.36) "When a person is legally involved or hurt physi-

cally. counseling will be sought. but few recognize the need

for counsel when they are bored." (Ball. 1970. p. 18)

Throughout the literature. it is stressed that leisure coun-

seling can facilitate remedial action with the handicapped.

be they psychiatric patients. alcoholic. geriatric. physi-

cally disabled or mentally impaired (Olson and McCormack.

1957: O'Morrow. 1972; Witt and Witt. 1973; Campbell gt. gl..

1973b: Hayes. 1973a and 1975).

Questions may arise as to the appropriateness of recre-

ators conducting a counseling process. Fresn (1969) addres-

sed this issue when he made reference to counseling's over-

all aim as being to help the individual enhance their capa-

city for social functioning. He states that.within this

context. the recreator can contribute. IMcDowell (1974)

acknowledges. quite frankly. the fact that recreation thera-

pists are not professional counselors or psychologists and

recommends that they become aware of counseling techniques.

Within this leisure counseling realm. professional recreators
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can provide a significant contribution to the develOpment

of the individual client.

The primary concern in the process is the develOpment

of the client's attitude rather than skill (Dickason. 1973:

Hitzhusen. 1973: Campbell g3. gl.. 1973b: Corbin. 1973:

Pain. 1973). That attitude is best exemplified by the in-

dividual's understanding and acceptance of personal re8pon-

sibility for the constructive utilization of leisure (Navar.

1973b). Self-direction in making decisions about leisure

activities is indicative of thatdesired attitude (Dickason.

1972: Witt and Witt. 1973). Leisure counseling also seeks

to assist clients in a greater.awareness of their individual

attitudes and values whichinfluence the particular activities

that they choose. If they know the "why" as well as the

”what" a great amount of insight will be afforded into their

leisure world (Campbell g3. gl.. 1973a: Fain. 1973).

The two approaches to leisure counseling which have

been used are group and individual sessions. Although the

literature does not deal with individual counseling as much

as group counseling the phiIOSOphies behind both have been

presented on occasion. Acuff (1960) reported that in work

with psychiatric patients. two types benefit more from group

counseling than the average person: the socially inept.

withdrawn young person and the older person who is about to

retire or has recently retired. Individual counseling ap-

ImarS‘to work best with persons whose primary factors in their

illness is a trouble in making social contacts and using

leisure meaningfully. O'Morrow (1968) conducted a study
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of 150 institutions which offered recreational counseling.

Of that group 13% used the individual method. 11% used the

group method. and 73% incorporated both.

Other techniques and approaches incorporated into leisure

counseling programs vary. but many are similar. O'Morrow

(1969) reported the following areas dealt with during coun-

seling sessions: an exploration of the patient's recreational

needs as they relate to their particular situation. visi-

tations to recreational resources in the community. explora-

tion and discussion of procedures for locating resources in

the community.' Surveying the literature revealed the fol-

lowing devices used in leisure counseling programs: a com-

munity resource file (Thompson. 1972: Dickason. 1972: Navar.

1973a): initial activity inventory (Humphrey. 1964: Fresn.

1967: Thompson. 1972: Navar. 1973a: Hitzhusen 1973): group

discussions concerning concepts of free time and leisure

(Hitzhusen. 1973). reasons why leisure is not used well.

leisure events currently happening. feelings and reactions

to activities. and ways to change moods (Navar. 1973a).

Virtually all of the programs reviewed included skill in-

struction or activity participation as a program component

(Olson and McCormack. 19573 Acuff. 1966: Navar. 1973a:

Hitzhusen. 1973: Campbell g3.igl.. 1973b: Bushell. 1973:

McDowell. 1974: Hayes. 1973a and 1975). McKechnie’(1974)

advocated the use of his Leisure Activities glank which

matches past and possible future interest with viable leisure

activities. McDowell (1974) categorized the person with

leisure gOals within their reach as generally Operating
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in a"healthy” leisure mode." Correspondingly. the person

in the "unhealthy leisure mode" has leisure goals obstruc-

ted by barriers. frustrations and anxieties. Partridge

(1963) indicated that the well-rounded adult should have

interests in actitivites to do alone. activities to do with

otheres and something active. He stated that the client

should be counseled to have a leisure repertoire which en-

compasses all three categories. Fain (1973) suggested fin-

ding out what a client does in their free time and then in-

quiring as to what they would like to do given all the ne-

cessary resources. If a significant discrepancy exists

between the two. he suggests that the individual needs as-

sistance in managing or restructuring free time. Gunn (1975)

states that people should be cognizant of the ”natural child”

within them that needs and wants to play. In addition they

need to be aware of the inhibitions and frustrations that

keep them from playing.

The only report of a leisure counseling program with

the mentally impaired was presented by Hayes (1973a).

He directed a pre-discharge program designed to ready the

institutionalized mentally impaired for community leisure

living. Some of the program areas included emphasis on

activities with high carryover value and low cost. and in-

struction in related activities such as methods of locating

resources. means of getting to resources. appropriate dress

and behavior. and budgeting of time and money for leisure.

In another publication (Hayes. 1975). he stated that the

counselor of the retarded must work with greater patience.
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in smaller steps. and with greater number of patient contacts

than with other pOpulations. Counseling techniques recom-

mended for the mentally impaired were advisory. instructive.

emotional appeals (appeal to emotions more so than intel-

lectual elements) and suggestion-motivation techniques--since

the mentally impaired have only a limited amount of inhibi-

tion or self-direction. He does caution that the client

may at times claim to understand what is being said when

this is actually not the case.

Nesbitt (1970) sums up the aim of leisure counseling

quite well. he Spoke of the goals of the processas being

that of the enhancement of the individual's satisfaction

in leisure through appropriate knowledge. skills. attitudes

and habits. and. develOpment of the ability of the handi-

capped to direct their own leisure. With a better understan-

ding of the concept of leisure counseling. focus can turn

to other areas pertinent to the project.

Recreative Needs 2i the MentalLy Impaired

The basic premise of recreation for this pOpulation is

that they possess the same needs as others (Kraus. 1973)

and among these is the need to make constructive use of leisure.

Many authors have identified benefits of recreation which

can serve to meet needs in such areas as socialization.

release of tension. self-concept. and cognitive develop-

ment. Hayes (1973b) cited the greatestcontribution of thera-

peutic recreation to the mentally impaired as being growth

in.the area of social adjustment. He also regarded it as
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a necessity to acquaint them with methods i.e. leisure ac-

tivities. to alleviate pent-up emotions. Other benefits

of recreation for the mentally impaired which were identified

in the literature were improvement of self-concept through

development of physical capacities (Kraus. 1973). and men-

tal development if though processes are encouraged in ac-

tivities (Rarick and Broadhead. 1968).

Several authors also dealt with the socio-leisure needs

of the mentally impaired. Gillis (1975) refers to the

"enforced leisure" situation that many of the mentally im-

paired find themselves in and argues that leisure skills

are more.important for them than the "normal" pOpulation.

Hayes (1973b) speaks of an abundance of passive leisure

activities. such as watching TV. which dominate the free

time of the retarded. He urges more emphasis on socio-

recreative programing to prevent social isolation. A study

by Heimark and MacKinnon (1969) of mentally impaired indi-

viduals residing in group homes revealed that watching te-

levision was the leisure activity engaged in most often.

Their conclusions pointed to a need for more training in

the independent use of leisure. Bridges (1970). referring

to a group home for mentally impaired adults. listed the

ability to make proper use of leisure time as a criteria

to be met prior to discharge. Others have also referred

to the constructive use of leisure as essential if the men-

tally impaired individual is to adequately function outside

of the institution (Kraus. 1973: Fine and Dawson. 1964).

With adequate guidance towards the independent use of leisure.
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the lives of the mentally impaired can be enriched immensely.

General Counseling Techniques

Certainly. within the realm of counseling. a variety

of techniques and approaches are practiced. These range

from sOphisticated psychoanalysis to counseling of an edu-

cational nature as in vocational counseling. A review of

general counseling techniques. as applicable to an educa-

tional approach employed in this leisure counseling pro-

gram. will be presented.

Shertzer and Stone (1968) describe counseling as an

interaction process which facilitatesunderstanding of self

and environment. and results in establishment and/Or clari-

fication of values and goals for future behavior. Moving

on to discuss the counseling relationship. they speak of

the necessity of structuring it by defining the nature. limits.

roles and goals within it to the counselee.

Group counseling is quite often an integral aSpect of

the counseling process. Several authors comment on it.

Kasius (1963) cited its aim to be develOpment of the coun-

selee's capacity for social functioning. Spotneitz (1963)

stated that a group is ideal if some of its members possess

the ability to instigate verbalization. others can help

to maintain a stable climate. and still others are able to

act as pacifiers and prevent the group from becoming over-

exited. Shertzer and Stone (1968) recommended several cri-

teria for group members. The counselee must want help. be

willing to talk about specific concerns and appear to fit
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into a group. They asserted that the size of the group

could be up to twelve and the the appropriate length as an

hour to an hour and a half for adolescents. Two sessions

per week were recommended.

Specific techniques were suggested (Shertzer and Stone.

1968) which could assist in eliciting feeling on the part

of the counselee: (1) restatement of content. (2) silence.

(3) questioning. (4) reflection of the counselee's feelings.

(5) reassurance. and. (6) interpretation. Other techniques

for communicating the counselor's acceptance of the coun-

selee were also enumerated: (1) clarification of the coun-

selee's feelings or attitudes. (2) general leads to encourage

the individual to talk more. (3) encouragement (related to

reassurance). (4) information giving. (5) advice giving.

and (6) silence. Ideally the questions the counselor asks

should be open-ended and requiremore than a "yes” or ”no”

answer. Otherwise discussion may be stifled.

A counselee resistance pattern helps to maintain the

equilibrium of the person who is resorting to it. Others

in the group should attempt to persuade the counselee that

such behavior is unnecessary. Resolution of a resistance

pattern should begin with a careful investigation of its

current and historical meaning for the counselor (Spotneitz.

1963). Except where indicated otherwise. the techniques

mentionedcan be employed in both group and individual coun-

seling. Provided a brief insight into general counseling

techniques. observations of applications to the mentally

impaired will be reviewed.
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Counseling Techniques with the Mentally Impaired

A limited amount of research exists dealing with coun-

seling and the mentally impaired. Some suggest that the

poor language and communication skills hamper the ability

to verbalize conflicts and interact on an affective level

(Gardner and Stamm. 1971). On the other hand. others state

that counseling and psychotherapy can be of value to some

mentally impaired individuals (Woody and Billy. 1966).

Ayers (1969) credits counseling as one of the most important

services to the retarded. Thorns (1948) strongly believes

in counseling with this pOpulation and endorses the use of

suggestion. persuasion. advice and reassurance techniques.

Robinson and Robinson (1965) also were in support of this

process. In discussing psychotherapy techniques. they con-

tend that.in the beginning of therapy.the counselor may do

things for a client which later will be done alone e.g. ar-

bitrating a disagreement with a peer. Regarding the giving

of advice. they feel that the mentally impaired will need

it all their lives and it is important for them to learn to

ask for it. Directed. structured. discussions are critical

for the effectiveness of sessions. Reflection. clarifica-

tion of feelings and interpretation should be done with con-

crete examples and can be used to good advantage. Role-playing

‘tended to improve the ability of the counselees to predict

how they themselves were seen by peers.

Woody and Billy (1966)oonducted a survey of attitudes

concerning counseling with the mentally impaired. The re-

Spondents were doctoral level personnel in the Psychology
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section of the American Association of Mental Deficiency.

A majority felt that the mentally impaired benefitted most

from individual counseling andpsychotherapy as opposed to

group counseling. Most felt that the higher level of intel-

ligence. the greater the value of counseling. However.

the evidence supporting these opinions was not conclusive.

Several writers have identifiedcharacteristic problems

of the mentally impaired pertaining to the counseling process.

DiMichael and Terwillinger (1953) identified undesirable and

exaggerated opinions of abilities or wages as the most common

problems. Sears (1940) concluded that the mentally impaired

possessed an unrealistic picture of themselves. Levels of

aSpiration were either too high or too low. Ayers and Duguay

(1969) maintain that an important area of concern is whether

counselees are aware of their own assets and limitations.

They also state that the mentally impaired forget quickly

and may require large amounts of overlearning to insure

retention. Several counseling sessions may be necessary

to fulfill the desired goals. Another point they make is

to determine the extent to which the individual is able to

transfer what has been learned from the therapeutic process

to-a real world situation. Similar to this concept are the

comments of Gardner and Stamm (1971). The individual may

say "I will (or won't) do that." but may often not reflect

those verbally expressed intentions in overt behaviors.

They state that the reasons the mentally impaired are unable

to direct apprOpriate behaviors or to make a rational deci-

sion in a choice or conflict situation is because they do not
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have apprOpriate mediational responses which have strong

or sufficent stimulus control over their behavior. They

espouse a behavioral approach to counseling. The therapist

should study what the individual can be brought to dorather

than what the individual can be brought to say. They state

that behavior modification has proven effective with the

mentally impaired and can produce more effective behavioral

change beyond just the therapy hour.

Bialer (1967) refers to the technique of remotivation

which places the resident into a stimulating group interaction

environment and develops their basic techniques of social

adjustment. The leader guides the group through a specific

format in which each member is individually greeted. Encour-

agement and stimulation are provided to facilitate the group

process. Various modalities are employed i.e. questions.

reading of poetry. pictures and other visual aids. At the

conclusion. each member is individually thanked for partici-

pating.

These represented some of the counseling concepts and

techniques which have been used with the mentally impaired.

An overview of the final area of concern will be presented.

Learning ngractepistics pf the Mentally_lmpaired

In order to best integrate the concepts of the previous

areas discussed into the study. it is necessary to consider

specific learning characteristics of the mentally impaired.

Robinson and Robinson (1965) regard slowness and inefficien-

cy in acquiring knowledge and skill as the basic difference
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between the retarded and “normal” individuals. Evidence

indicates that the mentally impaired suffer deficiencies

in the early stages of learning. One problem appears to be

an inability to pay attention to relevant cues. The brighter

individual learns to ignore irrelevant dimensions. Accor-

dingly. learning proceeds relatively normally in the mentally

impaired once they have learned to ignore irrelevant dimen-

sions (Zeaman and House. 1963: Reiss. 1974). Robinson and

Robinson (1965) believe an implication of this theory is

that the most valuable contribution a teacher can make is

to "engineer the student's attention.” They term it the

"key to successful training.” In the same vein. Knowles

(1963) stated that inattentiveness to relevant stimuli re-

sults in an inability of the individual to evaluate the

consequences of a particular response properly and renders

that person incapable of adjusting subsequent behavior. She

concluded that if that theory was correct. any method faci-

litating knowledge of results would be advantageous to the

performance of the mentally impaired. Hence it is the short

term memory processes which are deficient in the mentally

impaired. Once a response is learned. long term retention

is comparable to that of ”normal" individuals (Robinson and

Robinson. 1965: Reiss. 1974: Baumeister. 1967).

Some additional learning deficiencies of the mentally

impaired were noted in the literature. Verbal deficits

(difficulty in following verbal commands in addition to a

lack of verbalization). inhibition deficits (inability to

inhibit responses or irrelevant stimuli). and delayed response
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time are characteristic of the retarded (Knowles. 1973:

Denny. 1964). Wirschner and O'Donnell (1961) reported a

deficiency in the ability of the mentally impaired to for?

mulate learning sets or ”learning to learn.” Also these

individuals do not readily transfer their reaponses. The

instructor must help them transfer what they know to new

situations (Denny. 1964).

Various strategies for educating this population have

been investigated. Baumeister (1967) considers Operant

conditioning as offering greater possibilities for controling

the behavior of the mentally impaired than any other system

available. In regards to the scheduling of learning sessions.

Madsen (1963) and. Dent and Johnson (1964) concluded that

distributed practices areof greater benefit to the mentally

impaired than the "normal" individual.

General principles in training the mentally impaired

have been offered by several individuals. Reiss (1974) sug-

gested cue novelty to increaseduration of attention. visual

presentation of stimuli. apprOpriateness of task and aware-

ness of student's reinforcement needs as necessary consider-

’ations. Knowles (1973) recommends feedback in the form of

encouragement. goal striving and competition. Utilization

ofcunxrete objects and experiences. attempts to broaden the

vocabulary of students and encouragement of the use of ver-

bal labels are cited as critical by Denny (1964). Benoit

(1957) and Gallagher (1960) stress management of the stimulus

field so that the individual's attention is riveted to the

material. emphasis on perceptual and conceptual experiences.
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control of cue novelty to avoid boredom but also not to

overwhelm the student and. structuring ofthe early stages

of learning to be slower than the later stages. Baumeister

(1967) regards the presentation of meaningful material and

multi-dimensional. as Opposed to uni-dimensional.stimuli

as most important for successful learning. Obtaining a

greater awareness of learning characteristics and principles

concerning the education of the mentally impaired permits

a much more informed data base.

Summagy

Upon reviewing information from all areas of concern:

leisure counseling. recreative needs of the mentally impaired.

general counseling techniques. counseling techniques with

the mentally impaired and learning characteristics of the

retarded. several concluding remarks can be made. Construc-

tive use of leisure can be very beneficial for the mentally

handicapped. stimulating physical. mental and emotional

development. At the same time many of them need guidance.

at least initially. in the meaningful use of free time.

Leisure counseling is a method whichhas been employed in

facilitating the appropriate use of free time. but very rarely

with the mentally impaired. A problem exists in that learning

deficits of the mentally retarded demand different strate-

gies and techniques than used in present leisure counseling

models. Hence this synthesis of the literature was carried

out with the purpose of the design of a program entailing

those needed specifications.



CHAPTER III

PROCEDURES

The mentally impaired living in group homes are faced

with several needs pertaining to leisure. These individuals

often have more free time than most peOple. Some require

help in making social adjustments to the new environment

and others. in dealing with stress. All must learn. to some

degree. the responsibilities that every adult must accept.

among them the appropriate use of free time. Most important-

ly. they have a right and need to experience the enrichment.

satisfaction and contentment which is realized through the

constructive use of free time. A leisure counseling program

can be effective in developing a greater awareness of leisure.

This awareness.in turn. can begin to elicit constructive

free time behaviors. Thus. the purpose of the study was to

design. implement and evaluate leisure counseling program

materials for mentally impaired adults in a group home setting.

A step-bysmep description of the procedures used in the study

is presented.

Overview pf Procedures

In order to provide a clear conceptualization of the

program plan. a model of the procedures for the study is

;provided on the following pages (Figure 1). It is divided

into four stages: the preliminary stage. the design stage.

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the implementation stage and the evaluation stage. Making

reference to the model while reading the text will allow

a better understanding of the procedures.

Preliminary Stage

At the outset of the preliminary stage a general prob-

lem was perceived. This problem related to management of

free time by mentally impaired adults residing in group

homes. A leisure counselingprogram was believed to be help-

ful in resolution of this situation. A review of the litera-

ture uncovered much information from areas related to leisure

counseling with the mentally impaired. Upon completing this

investigation. a knowledge base was formed upon which an

understanding of the problem and formulation of the purpose

of the study was reached. Drawing from this body of know-

ledge and with an awareness of the purpose for the study.

the author developed a preliminary statement of goals.

Theyserved to direct the focus of the leisure counseling program.

Preliminary Program Goals

1. To educate the clients as to the significance of the

leisure phenomena. its relevance and importance in their

overall well-being.

2. To explore.with the clients. their attitudes and feelings

concerning leisure activities.

3. To direct and/or assist the clients in the appropriate

expansion of their leisure repertoire.

4. To encourage continued participation in apprOpriate.

existing and new.leisure skills and interests.
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5. To educate the clients concerning leisure resources in

the home and community.

With the preliminary goals of the program established.

a conceptualization of the leisure counseling program model

was constructed. This model appears on the following page

(Figure 2). Specific aspects of it will be explained as

the procedures are delineated.

Selection of a Population and Setting

At this time a population was obtained which would

participate in the study. The population for the pilot

testing of the materials included the residents of the

Moore Living Center. The facility was comprised of two

adjacent buildings with a total population of 31. The

number of residents in each building was approximately one-

half female and one-half male. Eighteencfthe clients were

classified as trainable mentally impaired. Thirteen were

classified as educable mentally impaired. In addition.

five were physically handicapped (two being in wheelchairs).

Availability and willingness of the administration to parti-

cipate in the study were the primary reasons for the selec-

tion of this center.

Desigp Stage

In relation to the design of the program materials.

the decision was made to use the system's accountability

approach because it offers an excellent means of structuring

the program and measuring client change. The materials

appear in Appendix P.
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Development of the System

The preliminary goals of the program served as the

reference point for the development of the system. Taking

them into account. the desired outcomes (terminal performance

objectives) for the clients were determined and written.

They were then task analyzed. Enabling objectives,which

are essential facilitators to the terminal performance ob-

jectives.and performance measures of those enabling objec-

tives were also determined and written. CorreSponding im-

plementation strategies for each enabling objective were

developed. These included outlines of the leisure counseling

activities and procedures for presenting them. Included

was information regarding organization of the counseling

environment. presentation media utilized. delination of

critical points to stress during the session and specific

counseling and teaching techniques to use. While surveying

the literature. the writer gleaned several techniques. ac-

tivities and ideas for leisure counseling sessions. Some.

of these were adapted for the mentally impaired and incor-

porated into the program as leisure counseling activities.

The remainder of the leisure counseling activities origina-

ted from the writer's experience and creativity. Techniques

for instruction of the mentally impaired were derived from

evidence in the literature. They acted as guidelines in

planning and presenting leisure counseling sessions:

1. Proceed in small steps. especially in the early stages of

new activities (Benoit. 1957: Gallagher. 1960: Hayes. 1975).
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2. In order to maintain attention and reinforce learning.

interact with each client as many times as possible during the

leisure counseling sessions.

3. Identify what reinforces the clients and use it to

shape desired behaviirs (Reiss. 1974).

4. Provide feedback as reinforcement (Knowles. 1973).

Utilize it to draw the client's attention to appropriate

leisure behaviors.

5. Provide large amounts of overlearning (Ayers and Duguay.

1969). Review what has previously been discussed and learned.

both at the conclusion of the session and at later sessions.

6. Arrange the environment to demand the attention of the

clients. Remove any potential distractors e.g. radio.

TV. etc.-

7. Provide multi-dimensional instructional cues to attract

and hold attention (Baumeister. 1967).

8. Facilitate transfer whereever possible. Do not assume

transfer but rather conduct sessions with an assumption

that it has not occurred.

9. In discussion. relate to concrete experiences rather

than abstract ideas (Robinson and Robinson. 1965).

10. Use advisory. instructive and suggestion-motivation

techniques in counseling (Hayes. 1975).

11. If necessary. appeal to emotions rather than intellect

(HayeS. 1975)-

The following conditions were predetermined relative

‘to implementation and thus gave further direction to design

of the materials:
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1. The leisure counseling activities were to be implemen-

ted in group discussions relating to the preliminary goals

of the leisure counseling program as illustrated in Figure 2.

a. Education concerning significance of leisure.

b. Sharing of attitudes and feelings concerning leisure.

0. Discussion concerning expansion of leisure repertoire.

d. Knowledge of leisure resources.

2. The possibility existed of a need for individualization

for specific clients. If deemed appropriate by the author.

"one to one" counseling sessions were to be arranged be-

tween the writer and client.

3. The materials were to be designed to include a total

of sixteen group sessions. two per week for eight weeks.

System Subject to Review

To assist in refinement of the system. a review and

evaluation of the program materials was conducted prior

to implementation. Evaluation instruments were designed

for this review. They appear in Appendices B. C and D.

Questions were concerned with the technical quality.i.e. se-

quencing and clarity. and appropriateness of the program

materials to the clients.

When both the system and its evaluation forms were

completed they were submitted to a panel of experts. The

panel consisted of the members of the author's guidance

committee. the resident counselors of the Moore Living Center.

and experts in the therapeutic recreation field. Members

(of the panel are identified in the "Acknowledgements" pre-

czeding the materials in Appendix P. Each person reviewed
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the program and judged each component as requested in the

”Review of the System" (Appendix B). Suggestions for mo-

difications were requested on the form. The opinions of

all reviewers was equally regarded. The author reviewed

all judgements of the reviewers. The materials were re-

vised with respect to those judgements.

Development of the Evaluation Plan

Upon revision of the program materials. the finalized

evaluation plan was designed. The purposeof’the evalua-

tion was as follows: (1) to describe and judge the effective-

ness of the leisure counseling program materials in deve-

loping an awareness of leisure in the clients: (2) to for-

mulate recommendations concerning revision of the program

materials: (3) to identify the types of clients for which

the leisure counseling materials are most appropriatezand.

(4) to generate recommendations to the Moore Living Center

concerning methods facilitating ongoing activity involve-

ment and appropriate leisure counseling techniques to main-

tain the leisure awareness of the clients.

Seven questions constituted the focus of the evaluation

plan:

1. Are the leisure counseling program materials technically accep-

table and appropriate to the leisure education of the men-

tally impaired?

2. Were the observed client characteristics congruent with

the client characteristics for which the program was intended?

3. Was the program implemented as intended?

4. What were the effects of the program?
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5. Why did the effects of the program (either beneficial.

detrimental. or no effect at all) occur?

6. Are the leisure counseling activities feasible as a

means of effecting desirable client change?

7. Did any unanticipated outcomes occur as a result of

the leisure counseling program?

Information relative to each question was identified

and dealt with in the following categories: the variables

Operating which affected answers to each question. the

sources of information from which the data pertinent to

the question was obtained. the instrument used in collecting

the data. the form and level of the data. the data collec-

tion scheme--the manner in which the information was col-

lected. the treatment plan for the data once it was obtained.

the decision criteria. upon which the author took action

or made judgements concerning program effectiveness. and

recommendations which were expected as a result of answering

the evaluative Question. The complete evaluation plan

is presented in Appendix A. The evaluative instruments

employed are presented below with a short description for

eaCho

Enabling Objective Assessment Sheet

This was simply a score sheet with the enabling objec-

tives identified along with a place to mark whether or not

a client had attained it. The client was assessed relative

to each enabling objective prior to implementation of the

‘program. During the program. if a client demonstrated a

jperformance measure. the corresponding enabling objective
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was checked on the assessment sheet. Upon conclusion of

the program. a post-interview with the client was conducted

to assess achievement of the remaining enabling objectives.

It appears in Appendix J.

Expressive Language Checklist and Receptive Language Checklist

Both of these instruments were designed to assess the

verbal abilities of each client. Prior to implementation.

the resident counselor of each home assessed each client.

The checklists appear in Appendices G and H.

Leisure Behavior Assessment Form

This form was used to assist in determining the effects

of the program. Prior to initiation ofthe program. each

client was observed during six separate blocks of free time.

two occurring on the weekend. two during free time during

the week in the evenings. and two occurring during the

week during the afternoon or morning. A narrative descrip-

tion of the client's activities was recorded. Two weeks

following completion of the program, the observations were

made again and compared to the initial observations.

The form appears in Appendix K.

Leisure Counseling Session Evaluation Form

A monitor checklist was used to help judge the effec-

tiveness of the leisure counseling sessions. Important

aspects of the leisure counseling sessions e.g. appropriate-

ness. sequencing. etc. were determined. All participating

staff. and visitors completed the form following each ses-

sion. The form is provided in Appendix N.
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Leisure Counseling Activity Evaluation Form

The author completed one of these forms for each leisure

counseling activity. The content of this form was very

similar to the ”Leisure Counseling Session Evaluation Form."

Quite often there was more than one leisure counseling

activity in each session. In order to eliminate confusion.

staff and visitors were asked to complete only one form

per session. that being the "Leisure Counseling Session

Evaluation Form.” The Leisure Counseling Activity Evaluation

Form is in Appendix N.

Participation in Leisure Activity Assessment Form

This instrument was designed to subjectively assess

each client's participation in leisure activities. Both

the author and the resident counselor of each home con-

ducted pre- and post-assessments on each client. The in—

strument appears in Appendix F.

Post-Interviews with Resident Counselors

Questions concerning the effectiveness of the program

were determined and posed to the resident counselors.

The post-interview occurred following the pilot test.

The appropriate form appears in Appendix L.

Pre-Interview with Clients

Appropriate questions relative to assessment of each

enabling objective were designed. A pilot test of this

instrument was conducted on one resident. Necessary revisions

()f the instrument were made. The actual questions appear

in the performance measures of the materials (AppendixP ).
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Post-Interview with Clients

The clients opinion of the program and its effects

were solicited. Determination of unanticipated outcomes

resulted from this process. This instrument appears in

Appendix M.

Review of the Materials. Evaluation of the Enabling Objectives

as a Whole. and Evaluation of the Terminal Performance

Objectives as a Whole

These instruments were utilized by the panel of experts

in reviewing the materials prior to pilot testing. They

provided criteria for which to review the materials. The

forms are in Appendices B. C. and D.

Implgmentgtion Stage

Following the model for the study (Figure 1). the next

step was preparation for ‘implemmtatation This occurred

one week prior to initiation of the program. Final admini-

strative concerns were handled.' These included: specific

sequencing of prepared sessions: orientation and training

of staff: acquisition and preparation of equipment: and.

pilot testing of theWPre-Interview with Clients" on one

of the clients representative of the population. The staff

orientation and training dealt with their participation

and roles in the leisure counseling program along with

presentation of goals. activities and expected outcomes

of the program. The pilot test of the Pre-Interview with

Clients resulted in minor revisions in techniques for

interviewing.
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During the week of the inservice. the author assessed

each client in relation to the enabling objectives. This

wasdone in the pre-interview. The Leisure Behavior Assess-

ment was also conducted. The resident counselors and the

author assessed each client's participation in leisure

activities and transcribed it onto the Participation in

Leisure Activity Assessment Form. Having completed all

of the necessary preparations. the leisure counseling

program was implemented.

Implementation of the Pilot Program

The leisure counseling sessions were conducted by the

writer. Specific content of the sessions was specified by

the materials (The revised version of those materials

appears in Appendix P.). Sessions occurred in the living

room of the home of the residents participating that parti-

cular night.. The length of the sessions was one hour to

two hours and fifteen minutes (including breaks for activi-

ties). Two sessions were conducted in each home per week.

The program ran for eight weeks. As a client attained a

performance measure. it was recorded on the Enabling Objec-

tive Assessment Sheet.(Appendis J). After each session.

all participating staff and visitors completed an evaluation

of the session (Leisure Counseling Session Evaluation Form.

Appendix N). The author completed the Leisure Counseling

Activity Evaluation Form (Appendix N).
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Evaluation.§pggg

Upon completion of the pilot test. the study entered

the evaluation stage. A post-interview was conducted with

each client to resolve any question concerning achievement

of enabling objectives and to determine the clients' Opinions

of the program and its effects. A post-interview with the

resident counselors then occurred to record their obser-

vations of client change and additional effects of the pro-

gram. The resident counselors and the author also post-

assessed each client's participation in leisure activities.

Two weeks following the pilot test. the Leisure Behavior

Assessment was conducted.

After compiling all of the data. it was analyzed ac-

cording to the evaluation plan developed prior to imple-

mentation of the program. This plan was described previously

under ”DevelOpment of Evaluation Plan" and appears in Appendix

A. The data analysis resulted in judgements relative to

the program's effectiveness. recommendations for revision of

program materials. identification of the client types for

which the leisure counseling materials are most apprOpriate.

and recommendations to the staff of the Moore Living Center

concerning follow-up to the program relative-upactivity

involvement of the clients and applications of leisure

counseling techniques.

Summagy

These. in essence. were the procedures that were followed

throughout the study. Within this general framework. the

design. implementation and evaluation of the leisure coun-

seling program materials occurred.



CHAPTER IV

RESULTS

Analysis and determination of the effects of pilot

testing of the materials occurred as specified by the eval-

uative plan (Appendix A). The following report of those results

is structured to answer the questions which make up that plan.

Review gf_ppg Materials

As mentioned in Chapter III. the materials were reviewed

by a panel of experts prior to implementation. The pur-

pose of this process was to answer the first evaluative ques-

tion. ”Are the leisure counseling program materials technical-

ly acceptable and appropriate to the leisure education of

the mentally impaired?" The consensus of the panel was that

the materials were technically acceptable and appropriate to

the leisure education of the mentally impaired. Suggestions

for improvement were provided and the materials were revised

with due consideration. One member of the panel did express

concern that the high dependence on verbal interaction ex-

cluded those clients with lesser language abilities. This

is an acknowledgedlimitation of the program. Although the

clients with lesser verbal skills participated in the pro-

gram. no verbal assessments were performed on them. They

were. in fact. included in the leisure counseling program

but excluded as subjects in the pilot test. An addi-

tional exception was one client who refused to submit to

45
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verbal assessment. Regrettably. although he was included

in the leisure counseling sessions. he too.was actually

excluded as a subject in the pilot test. The total number

of clients that were excluded in this manner was five.

Congpuence 2: Client Characteristics

Prior to pilot testing. the author had deemed several

client characteristics to be important variables which

could exert influence on the effectiveness of the program.

They were: level of mental impairment. ability to read.

primary mode of transportation. expressive language. re-

ceptive language and amount of current participation inleisure

activities. Before implementation. each client's charac-

teristics relative to these variables were determined.

This was done by reviewing client files. questioning the

clients themselves. or by the resident counselor assessing

specific characteristics of the client. This data was

transcribed onto the Client Information Sheet (Appendix E).

the Expressive Language Checklist and Receptive Language

Checklist (Appendices G and H). and the Participation in

Leisure Activities Assessment Form (Appendix F).

Upon completion of the program. the instruments were

carefully reviewed by the author to determine if the charac-

teristics of each client were the same as originally observed.

The characteristics of the participants were found to be

almost entirely congruent with the client characteristics

as originally determined. and thus. the characteristics

for which the program was intended. The exception to this
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was the four clients mentioned earlier. Their verbal abil-

ities did not permit Optimal involvement in the program.

However. as previously discussed. the author was aware of

these clients prior to implementation.

Implementgtion 2: Egg Program

The second evaluative question was concerned with

whether the program was implemented as Specified by the

materials. There was one major area in which implementa-

tion did not occur as intended. Between the sessions the

clients were asked “to do something fun”. The materials

Specified that. when necessary. the leisure counselor

follow-up. assist and prompt the clients. This was not done

in approximately one-half of the "assignmentsJ' The primary

reason that it was not done was that the author did not

want to'pressure" the clients excessively. Other means

of follow-up were deemed necessary. They will be discussed

in regards to revision of the materials. In other respects.

the materials were basically implemented according to the

program plan. OccasiOnally some points were not stressed

by the leisure counselor exactly as specified. Also the

time of the sessions varied from specifications. However.

there were no other major deviances from the format provided.

Effects g; the Program
 

The outcomes of the leisure counseling program are

categorized into three areas. They include: (1) attain-

ment of objectives. (2) observed behavioral effects. and

(3) overall behavioral effects upon the clients' leisure

behaviors.
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Attainment of Objectives

The primary means of evaluation was concerned with

achievement of enabling objectives. Client attainment

of objectives. as a result of the program. ranged from

0 enabling objectives to 11. The mean gain of enabling

objectives was 4.8 (H54.8). The total number of objectives

at the time of pilot testing was 22. Table 1. on the fol-

lowing page. lists the enabling objectives gained by each

subject during the program and the total number of enabling

objectives attained by each subject. This attainment of

objectives manifested itself in a greater awareness of

play and leisure. and of leisure resources in the home

and in the community.

Nearly one-half of the clients (46%) developed an aware-

ness of leisure resources that they could borrow from others

in the house. In one instance. during the pre-assessment.

when a client was asked to identify some things she could

borrow from friends in the house to help her have fun.

she replied. "I don't know." In the post-assessment. in

answer to the same question. she readily identified four

such resources.

A small portion of the clients develOped a greater

awareness of the meaning of play and leisure. Eight per-

cent learned of the concept of "free time". Thirty-one

percent learned of the potential relationship between leisure

activities and mood alteration. Many of the clients also

develOped a greater awareness of leisure resources. both

in the home and community. During the course of the program.

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from 23% to 46% of the clients attained the objectives dea-

ling with awareness of various leisure resources. Table 2.

on the following page. identifies the number and percent

of subjects attaining individual enabling objectives.

Observed Behavioral Effects

Additional positive effects of the program were de-

termined through observations by the writer and staff of

the home. Although overall leisure behaviors did not change.

instances of behavioral change did occur. One client had

listened to talking books in previous residences but had

never done so at the Moore Center. This was despite the

fact that the necessary equipment was readily available.

At a session. he expressed a desire to use the machine and

the talking books but was unsure as to the apprOpriate pro-

cedure. That procedure was discussed by the group. Since

then. the client has listened to the talking books several

times.

In another instance. two roommates began to exchange

magazines with each other. Prior to the leisure counseling

session dealing with borrowing. both were unaware of the

type of magazines owned by the other roommate. AS a re-

sult of that meeting. they began to share magazines.

On another occasion. a resident began to occasionally

play an organ that he had not played before. This was des-

pite the fact that he had previous musical experience.

This phenomena occurred after the resident had seen. on

the bulletin board. a picture of another client playing

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the organ. He remarked that he. "...loved to play the

organ." and immediately went over to the organ. sat down.

and began to play. As far as could be determined, this was

the first time that the client had played the organ in the

home!

Other observed effects of the program were noted.

A client began to go to an arts and crafts program regu-

larly because in a session she had seen a drawing that

someone else had made in the program. The resident stated

that she did not know what they did at arts and crafts.

Several clients began to use community leisure resources

more often. These resources included the library and the

local grocery store. Clients also began to request to

visit these and other resources. One resident counselor

commented that all the requests. "...almost got to be a

problem".

Interviews with staff.following the program.revealed

comments that the residents were becoming more aware of

options available to them during free time. that there

was "...a feeling of more activity" and.that the clients

seemed to be talking more about going places.

Overall Behavioral Effects

Upon the Clients Leisure Behaviors

The evaluative process indicated that changes in the

leisure behaviors of most clients did not drastically occur.

The Leisure Behavior Assessment constituted six. separate

observations of each client during free time. In comparing

these pre-and post-observations. the clients did seem to
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to be engaging in activities "traditionally considered to

be recreational" slightly more often following the program.

The mean gain was 0.5 of a leisure activity per person (Yéo.5).

But the validity of this measure is questioned.

Several factors contribute to skepticism concerning

the validity of the instrument. A seasonal change occurred

between the two observations. The pre-observations occurred

in late summer. Some of the clients were suffering from

hay fever or emphysema attacks. The post-observations were

done at the beginning of the Christmas season. This in-

cluded numerous related activities such as making decora-

tions. building fires in the fireplace and throwing snow-

balls. The increase of participation in leisure activities

was more a result of involvement in Christmas-oriented

activities. Also.the small number of observations (six)

is seen as not large enough to represent a valid measure of

change in leisure behaviors. For thesereasons and for

those substantiated by another instrument to be described.

there does not appear to be significant. overall behavioral

change within the subjects.

As another component of the evaluation. the leisure

counselor and resident counselors of the home conducted a

pre- and post-subjective assessment of the clients partici-

pation in leisure activities (Participation in Leisure

.Activity Assessment Form. Appendix F). Due to the subjec—

‘tivity of the instrument and the confounding variables men-

tioned in the previous paragraph. this instrument was not

ithended to be a rigid means of evaluation. Rather it was
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employed as an adjunctive means of measuring effects of the

program. Over one-half of the clients (58%) either registered

no change in participation in leisure activities or their

improvement was felt not to be as a result of the program.

Some examples of the latter are. improvement being part of

a growth process which was ongoing prior to inception of the

program. or a client starting an arts and crafts program

which had just begun at the initiation of the leisure counse-

ling program. Fifteen percent of the clients were judged

to have increased their participation in leisure activities

minimally. improving slightly in only one category. Twenty-

seven percent of the clients (8 of 26) registered a higher

assessment in at least two categories of leisure partici-

pation following the program. Table 3. on the following

page. indicates the amount of client change in participation

in leisure activities.

In summary. the effects of the program were: a greater

awareness of leisure resources. a greater awareness of the

meaning of play and leisure. and the beginning of leisure

behaviors which utilized those resources learned in the program.

Having identified the effects of the program. the

‘underlying reasons for causes of those effects were investi-

gated o

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The Relationship Between the Leisure Counseling

Activities and the Client Characteristics

A thorough examination of the relationship between

the leisure counseling activities and the client character-

istics was undertaken to determine the appropriateness of

the materials for the clients. This process revealed sever-

al reasons for positive effects of the program. The use

of concrete examples(i.e. actual objects or role playing)

at some sessions appeared to be very apprOpriate for the

«clients. Bringing leisure resources to sessions as examples

was very helpful. Role playing also seemed expedient as

a means of providing examples and for practicing pertinent

behaviors e.g. borrowing.

Conversely. the same process identified reasons for

ineffectiveness of several leisure counseling activities.

Some of the sessions were not "concrete enough". They

included a lack of direct exposure to a resource or. a

lack of follow-up to assist clients in experiencing a re-

source between sessions. It was judged that the session

dealing with community leisure resources needed to be split

into more than one session. Some of the sessions were

generally too long for the attention spans of the clients.

In some instances. the vocabulary used.i.e.'leisuré'and

'leisure resource". was felt to be inappropriate for the

majority‘ of the clients. Use of the terms "free time"

and "things that help us have fun" were more apprOpriate.

The size of the groups (16 members) was too large to allow

optimal participation by each group member. The groups
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were also integrated regarding level of functioning. Se-

parating them according to level of functioning may have

been more appropriate. It was judged that the leisure counsel-

ing activity concernmg awareness of information sources

stressed theuse of reading materials too much. Almost

two-thirds of the clients could not read. On other occa-

sions. some of the "assignments" may have been too complex

for the clients. The two instances where this occurred

were in the leisure counselingactivitksconcerned with the ability

to participate in a leisure activity for the purpose of mood

alteration. and. the ability to utilize a leisure resource

accessible primarily by car or bus. Completion of assign-

ments of both sessions may have been too difficult for the

clients to do without assistance.

Characteristics Related To Successful

And Unsuccessful Leisure Counseling Activities.

A look at the relationships between the outcomes of

the program and the transactions (the Leisure counseling

activities ) uncovered some additional reasons for program

effects. As specified by the evaluative plan. the tOp

25% of the enabling objectives and their corresponding

leisure counseling activities were compared to the bottom

25% of the enabling Objectives and their corresponding

activities.

The top and bottom enabling objectives were determined

in two different manners. The first ranking ordered the

objectives strictly by total number of clients that attained

it in the course of the program. The second ranking ordered
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the objectives by the percent of the clients which had

the potential for change in the course of the program.

(A client was described as having a ”potential for change"

if they had not attained the objective in the pre-assess-

ment.) Examining the two different rankings allowed a better

perspective of successful and unsuccessful leisure coun-

seling activities.

This process revealed a pattern of characteristics of

both successful and unsuccessful leisure counseling activi-

ties. and enabling objectives. These characteristics con-

firmed general educational principles. The enabling objec-

tives and leisure counseling activities which were most

successful in effecting change tended to deal with tangible

objects. These primarily included sessions which focused

on leisure resources e.g. table games. library. arboretum

etc. These resources were either actually shown to the

clients during the session. were utilized during a session

and/or afterwards. or slides of the resources were shown.

The content of these successful enabling objectives was

generally covered several times in various sessions e.g leisure

resources within walking distance were discussed not only

at both sessions dealing with the two related objectives

but also in some other sessions. The clients were also

somewhat familiar with the content of the most successful

leisure counseling activities e.g. community leisure resources.

Opportunities for ”practicing" criterion behavior were

provided in these sessions. One such session allowed the

clients to borrow leisure resources from each other.
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Although it was not used enough to emerge as a charac-

teristic of successful sessions. role playing did appear

to be effective. In some sessions. the clients role played

asking a resident counselor to take them somewhere. Shortly

after the session a resident counselor reported that some clients

were. in fact. requesting to visit some resources mentioned

in the session. They were doing this in the manner that

was role played.

The enabling objectives and leisure counseling acti-

vities that were the least successful had several common

characteristics. They tended to deal with more abstract

concepts such as "personal responsibility for one's leisure".

"awareness of the concept of free time". or "awareness of

the beneficial effects of play." Other characteristics

of the less successful leisure counseling activities were

identified. They included: (1) a smaller amount of over-

learning was provided. the content being covered at only

one or two sessions: (2) follow-up of assignments between

sessions was not provided by the leisure counselor as speci-

fied in the materials (This substantiated the previous

report that more follow-up was needed.): (3) examples used

in the activities were verbally discussed rather than pre-

sented in a tangible manner: (4) the substance of the session

or assignment tended to be of a slightly more foreign nature

to the clients. that is at times.they were asked to complete

tasks with which they were not familiar: (5) the criterion

behavior was not practiced in the sessions as in other

sessions: (6) and opportunities for role playing were not
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provided at times when they would have been appropriate.

Those identified characteristics of successful leisure

counseling activities were strengthened and. whenever pos-

sible. were employed in the revision of less successful leisure

counseling activities.

Characteristics Related to

Successful and Unsuccessful Clients

Analysis of characteristics of the most successful

and least successful clients provided further insight into

the answer of "Why did the effects of the program occur?"

Those clients that were most successful in attainment of

objectives tended to be either: (1) more intelligent-~the

very best clients of the "most successful" group were in

the educable range. the rest of that group were classified

as trainable: (2) older-~the average age of the most success-

ful clients was 26.1 years versus 23.2 years for the least

successful clients: (3) more interested in the tOpic of

leisure: or (4) already tended to use their free time in

a constructive manner.

In addition. some of the most successful clients had

either been institutionalized part of their lives or had

lived in a very sheltered home environment. PrOportionately.

the number of most successful clients that were institition

alized was over twice as many as the number of least success-

ful clients that were institutionalized. However. generally.

the same clients that had been exposed to a sheltered. deprived

environment were also the most intelligent clients. The com-

bination of these two variables makes absolute determination
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of causes for effects difficult.

Those clients that were least successful also possessed

some common characteristics. They either possessed lower

cognitive and/or verbal abilities (being in the lower train-

able range) or they were very much Opposed to the program

and the meetings. They tended to be younger than the most

successful clients. Also. a general characteristic was that

a larger prOportion of the least successful group had lived

with their parents for a major portion Of lives (rather

than in institutions). However. this group possessed con-

founding variables of either lesser intelligence or Opposi-

tion to the program. Again. a combination of variables

complicates absolute determination of reasons for results

obtained.

Comment is taken on the characteristic concerning pre-

vious residences of the clients. A possible explanation

is that those having lived with their parents had been ex-

posed to many of the resources with which the program deals.

Thus they drinot feel a need for the program. They were

Opposed to it. and this negative attitude prevented them

from benefiting. In reality. they may not have had as great

a need for the program as others. But whatever benefit

they could have derived from it was diminished by their attitude.

0n the other hand. those who had been institutionalized

may have done well in the program because. to some extent

they were deprived of the Opportunity to experience the

resources dealt with in the program. But at the same time.

many of these individuals tended to be more intelligent
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than less successful clients. Exact identification of

causes is difficult. However a history of institutionaliza-

tion or homelife withaaparent does appear to have some

possible effect on the success an individual has in the

program.

Although they did not attain a high number of objec-

tives. several other clients appeared to benefit a great

deal from the program. They began to use resources that

they had not used before or those that they hadn't used

in a long time. Characteristics of this group included:

interest in the program. classification of mental impair-

ment in the trainable range. and possession of the pertinent

leisure skill (but transference of the skill from another

environment to the home had not occurred).

The Relationship Between the

Client Characterististics and the Objectives

A review of the enabling objectives and their per-

formance measures was undertaken with the client character-

istics in mind. This procedure produced some decisions

concerning their appropriateness to the clients. Since

some objectives dealt with more abstract concepts. it was

decided that the criteria was set too high. Two such Objec-

tives were those dealing with the beneficial effects of play

and the definition of free time. Also. as mentioned pre-

viously. some of the vocabulary was identified as inapprop-

riate for most of the clients i.e. use of the terms leisure

and leisure resource. Revision of the materials took this

into consideration.
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Reactions of Staff and Clients

Examination of the Post-Interview with Staff Forms

(Appendix L) helped to identify some additional reasons for

effects and emphasized some that had already been deter-

mined. Several strong points of the program were identified.

One such point was the process of the group learning to-

gether. That process is best exemplified in the use of

the guided discovery technique and by encouragement of the

group members to work together to identify answers. This

is contrasted to the group. "...sitting down and being

taught something." Another strong point identified by the

staff was the use of visual cues in the form of slides

in sessions and pictures on the bulletin board. The com-

ment was made that the pictures and slides were more rele-

vant because they depicted the clients themselves. The

fact that the author was familiar with the clients when

the program began was also considered to be beneficial.

One deficiency mentioned was that the program was primarily

structured for motivated people and that many of the clients

were not motivated. Revisions of the materials hopefully

will strive to alleviate this weakness.

The post interviews with the clients (Appendix M)

presented an Opportunity for them to express their thoughts

concerning the program. One complaint that several (six)

of the clients had was that the meetings were too boring

or too long. One individual grew tired of the same question.

"What did you do for fun?" all the time. Several clients

voiced approval of the slides. the transactional analysis
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role playing and refreshments at the meetings.

All of the clients were asked what they had learned.

Several stated that they had learned about borrowing from

each other. Characteristics of that leisure counseling acti-

vity were examined to determine why it had such an impact

on the clients. Two of the three enabling objectives that

dealtwith borrowing from others were among the most success-

ful objectives. During the sessions for those objectives.

the clients had related well to the content and had expressed

their feelings openly concerning borrowing and lending.

Also. limited role playing was done in one of the sessions

and in another the clients actually practiced the behaviors

of borrowing. These reasons may have been the causes for

the impact upon the clients.

Feasibility g; Egg Leisure Counseling Activities

f.

S‘g Leans pf Effecting Client Change
  

The criterion set in the evaluation plan was that

60% of the clients should realize 90% of the enabling objec-

tives. It was decided that failure to attain this criterion

would deem the leisure counseling activities as inadequate.

In the pilot test. approximately 4% (1 out of 26) of the

clients achieved 90% of the enabling objectives (See Table 4,

on the following page.).

Analysis of the number and percent of clients attain-

ing each objective (Table 2. pageéfl) revealaithat some

of the lasure counseling activities are effective. Those

are primarily the activities previously mentioned as "most

successful.” Their general characteristics were provisions
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for more overlearning were afforded and emphasis was placed

on concrete concepts. Most of the less successful leisure

counseling activities were maintained in the materials

and strengthened where possible. It is felt by the author

that such concepts as "beneficial effects of play" and

”knowledge of the concept of free time“ are important to

the leisure education of the mentally impaired. These objec-

tives may not be achieved by all. but they can still be of

worth to some of the clients. Possible experimentation

with longer periods of time. or use of varied presentation

media and techniques may improve the effectiveness of these

particular activities. Although the leisure counseling

materials are not as effective as intended. they are of

benefit to the leisure education of the mentally impaired.

Unanticipated Outcomes

Evaluation did uncover several unanticipated outcomes

of the program. Interviews with staff and clients revealed

them. One such outcome was the development of a greater

awareness of leisure by the staff. This includes awareness

of the leisure activities in which the clients engage.

awareness of leisure resources and providing them for the

residents. and awareness of the need for reinforcing the

residents engagement in free time activities.

Another effect identified by one of the staff and

several of the residents was increased socialization.

thus expanding opportunities for greater interaction between

the clients. It was felt that the program helped develOp both

the clients' abilities to interact with peers and their
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familiarity with peers. Several clients made comments

to the effect that they had gotten to know other residents

in the program. One person said that. "...otherwise I

wouldn't have put myself out to get to know the people

better." In addition. a staff person expressed the opinion

that at least in one instance. a resident's confidence con-

cerning use of community resources was raised.

Revision g; Materials

The process of evaluation produced several recommen-

dations for revision of the materials. These recommenda-

tions are presented along with a description of the actions

taken.

Shorten the Time Length of the Sessions

A need was identified to shorten the length of some

of the leisure counseling sessions. In some cases. any

verboseness by the leisure counselor or unnecessary re-

petition was eliminated. The content Of one of the longer

sessions (the sessiOn dealing with community leisure re-

sources accessible primarily by car or bus) was revised

to encompass two sessions instead of one. .As a result of

this and other revisions. the total length of the program

was expanded from 16 to 18 sessions.

In pilot testing. 16 clients were in each group.

This large number caused the sessions to be longer than

was appropriate for the clients. In the revised materials.

it is recommended that the maximum number of members in

a group be ten. The smaller number will result in shorter

meetings.
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Provide More Variety in the Sessions

The complaint that the sessions were "boring" was

registered by several of the clients. Several steps were

taken to prevent the possibility of boredom occurring.

This complaint appeared to be related to the length of some

sessions. Shortening the sessions will definitely assist

in remediating this concern.

The author also interpreted the complaints of boredom

as being primarily directed at one component of the sessions.

That component was the introductory phase. Usually in the

beginning of each session. the group talked about what they

had done for fun since the last meeting. To modify this

technique.two different approaches were introduced in the

revised materials. Different clients are asked to lead

the beginning of some sessions and ask members of the group.

“What did you do for fun?" This approach was used to a

limited extent in the pilot test with great success. In

the revisions.it is introduced earlier in the program and,i¢ is

suggested to be continued periodically.

Another technique was introduced in the materials in order to

provide variety. All the clients are instructed to get a

partner (the leisure counselor assisting if necessary).

They talk to their partner about what they did for fun.

Then everyone tells the group what their partner did for

fun. This activity can also be repeated at other times

if desired. In addition. within the materials. more options

for questions to ask the clients in the introductory phase

of the sessions were provided. In this mannen,the clients
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would not have to reSpond to the same questions all the

time.

It was also recommended that the clients make and

provide refreshments (e.g. popcorn. cookies. punch etc.) at

the meetings. This can serve two purposes. It can make

the sessions more of an enjoyable. pleasant. experience.

It can also reinforce awareness of leisure resources.

An Optional alternative given was to deal with several

enabling objectives very briefly in a session for a sequence

of sessions. e.g. For three sequential sessions. deal with

leisure resources within walking distance and those accessible

primarily by car or bus in gggp session. This is opposed

to presenting each type of resource in a separate session.

All of these approaches aim at providing variety and

cue novelty within sessions. The anticipated result is to

stimulate more motivation for clients to participate in

the learning experience.

Provide More Follow-Up Between Sessions

Another need identified in the evaluative process was

to provide more follow-up between sessions. At times the

clients would not do assignments as specified. 0n occassion.

this was due to an inability to perform the assignments as

requested e.g. using a community leisure resource accessible

primarily by bus. or because they "forgot" to do something

fun. However at the same time. the author did not want

to "harass” the clients. Several alternative approaches

were introduced to ameliorate this situation. Earlier in

the program. clients are encouraged to ask each other outside
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outside of the session what they have done for fun. This

can actually provide a follow-up and reminder to the clients

between sessions to do something that is fun. Also. if

learned and practiced independently;it can assist in long

term benefits for clients. The lengthening of the program

also assists in providing more time for group members to

experience a resource. In the pilot test. new assignments

were given out at every session. With more sessions for

the same number of assignments.the clients have more time

to experience a resource and the leisure counselor has more

time to assist,if necessary. The use of volunteers is

suggested as an Option for the leisure counseling activities

dealing with community leisure resources. The volunteers

can assist clients in the use of public tranSportation or

walking to the resource.

Provide Tangible Examples More Often

Another recommendation of the evaluation was to expand

the use of tangible. concrete examples. More role playing

was built into the system. This dealt primarily with

identifying procedures for seeking assistance from resident

counselors to use resources. Where possible. modifications

were made to include more active utilization of resources

i.e. In the session dealing with "the ability to utilize

an information source" the clients are asked to do so within

the session.
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Other Revisions

Some of the terminology specified in the materials

was judged inappropriate for use with the mentally impaired.

Emphasis of the terms leisure and leisure resource was

deleted from the program materials. In their place were

used "free time" and "things that help us have fun (or

to play)."

More opportunities for overlearning were added where

appropriate. An example of this is periodic review of the

beneficial effects of play. The criteria for some of the

enabling objectives was lowered e.g. An acceptable definition

of "free time" would include one of three alternatives

rather than two of two alternatives as in the pilot test.

Three enabling objectives were also deleted as recom-

mended by the results of the evaluation. An objective

dealing with knowledge of the concept of a leisure resource

was eliminated. As mentioned. use of this term was inapprop-

riate. The Leisure Behavior Assessment was also eliminated.

This assessment was incorporated into the program as an

objective. It was felt that its inclusion in the program

was too impractical. The time factor for assessment was

prohibitive. The last objective which was deleted dealt

with the ability to utilize a leisure resource identified

through an information source. Because it occurred at the

end of the program, accurate assessment was difficult. In

an effort to concentrate on other areas of the program. this

objective was eliminated.

These made up the major revisions produced by the
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evaluation of the pilot test. The result is the leisure

counseling program materials which appear in Appendix P.

Implications for their use and general conclusions follow

in Chapter V.



CHAPTER V

CONCLUSIONS

This study has produced several implications for leisure

counseling programs for the mentally impaired. The results

of pilot testing indicate that the leisure counseling pro-

gram materials are viable as a means of developing an

awareness of leisure. The evaluation process has revealed

that the materials can. to some extent. develop: an aware-

ness of the meaning of play and leisure. an awareness of

leisure resources in the home and community. and. the be-

ginning of leisure behaviors which utilize those resources

learned in the program. Leisure counseling. as implemented

with these materials. is seen as an initial thrust in the

long term process of effecting overall behavioral change

concerning the use of leisure.

To facilitate understanding of the implications of this

study. and the leisure counseling materials designed. this

chapter will focus on three areas: client types for which

the program is appropriate. recommendations for follow-up

to the program. and apprOpriate settings for implementation

of the program. Each area will be discussed.

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Q;ient Types for Which the Materials Are Appropriate

The leisure counseling materials are appropriate for

use with trainable and educable mentally impaired. A

basic requirement ofcflients is adequate verbal abilities

which permit functional interaction within the group dis-

cussions and in assessment. (The term "trainable” is used

to describe those classified as such in previous years.

It is acknowledged that current standards might not describe

the trainable mentally impaired as having "...adequate

verbal abilities which permit functional interaction....")

High success in attainment of objectives is most likely

to appear in clients that are either: (1) in the educable

mentally impaired range. (2) are interested in the tOpic

of leisure. (3) already tend to use their free time in a

constructive manner or. (4) possibly. have been exposed to

a sheltered. deprived environment.as in an institution.

Age also appears to possibly be a factor. Those over 25

tended to be more succesSful.

The materials are not as effective with those clients

that either: (1) possess lower cognitive and/Or verbal

abilities (the lower trainable range). (2) are very much

Opposed to the program and its meetings or. (3)Possibly.

have been eXposed to a more enriched homelife as provided

by living with natural parents. Those in the least successful

group also tended to be younger.

Although some of the other clients did not benefit

as much concerning attainment of enabling objectives..

their use of leisure resources increased. Characteristics
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of this group included: interest in the leisure counseling

program. a classification of mental impairment in the trainable

range. and possession of the pertinent leisure skill but.

transference of the skill from another environment had

not occurred. The program was definitely of benefit to

them too.

Recommendations for Follow-Up pg the Program

In the course of the program. many of the clients

became more aware of leisure resources and of procedures

for requesting help to use a resource. They expressed in-

terest in some leisure activities and several began to

experience various different resources. However. folow-up

to the program is necessary to maintain and develOp that

awareness. and to encourage the individual's greater accep-

tance of responsibility for leisure. Recommendations for

hfollow-up to the program are provided in the explanation

of materials under. "Recommendations for Follow-Up to the

Program" (Appendix P). They are predominantly a carryover

of techniques and devices used within the leisure counseling

program. Implementation should be done by the staff of

the home. Some of the general recommendations for follow-up

include: providing encouragement and assistance regarding

those activities in which clients have expressed an inter-

est during the program: utilizing techniques and devices

introduced in the course of the leisure counseling program

e.g. guided discovery. suggestion and shaping: continuing

communication with other programs in which the clients are
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involved. concerning leisure activities or skills experienced:

and continuing short. periodic leisure counseling meetings

which aim to maintain a focus on leisure and resources.

All of these recommendations are described in greater de-

tail in the materials. Their use can facilitate the con-

tinuation and expansion of beneficial effects of the program.

Appropriate Settings for Use g; the Materials

The content and format of the materials has been de-

signed for implementation in a group home or residential

setting with adults. However. with adaptation they could

be utilized in day programs such as day training centers

(e.g. trainable centers. schools etc). in conjunction

with work activity centers. within community mental health

programs for the retarded and. within municipal parks and

recreation programs for the handicapped. They could also

be used with individuals as young aa approximately the age

of 12.

Various options for modifications of the materials are

specified in the introduction to the materials under ”Adapta-

tions for Day Programs." Some of the possible modifica-

tions include:

1. Establishment of close contact with the homes

of the individual clients to explain the program

and to identify leisure resources within the home

and within walking distance.

2. If contact with the home is not feasible. the

objectives dealing with resources in the home and

within walking distance can still be implemented.
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However. valid assessment is more difficult when

relying solely on information from the clients.

3. Another alternative is to delete the objectives

dealing with leisure resources in the home and

concentrate on Terminal Performance Objective 1:

Awareness of the meaning of play and leisure.

and Terminal Performance Objective 3: Awareness

of leisure resources in the community.

Throughout the leisure counseling program. emphasis should

be made on the carryover of leisure activities from the

day program to the home environment.

Concluding Remarks

These leisure counseling materials can serve to provide

the structure for a systemmatic effort to assist the men-

tally impaired in the management of their own free time.

That effort is begun by the development of both an aware-

ness of leisure and initial steps in eliciting behaviors

which begin to assume reSponsibility for it. Follow-up and

continuation of techniques employed in the program focuses

on maintaining that awareness and continuing the develop-

ment of behaviors which accept responsibility for leisure.

The overall goal of this long term process being the develOp-

ment of independent, or as independent as possible,1eisure

behaviors.

manner in which the information was collected. the treat-

ment plan for the data once it was obtained. the decision

criteria upon which the author took action or made judge-

ments concerning program effectiveness. and the recommendations
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which were expected as a result of answering the evaluative

question. The questions which constituted the focus of

the evaluation plan follow:

1. Are the leisure counseling program materials technically accep-

table and appropriate to the leisure education of the men-

tally impaired?

2. Were the observed client characteristics congruent

with the client characteristics for which the program was

intended?

3. Was the program implemented as intended?

4. What were the effects of the program?

5. Why did the effects of the program (either beneficial

detrimental. or not effect at all) occur?

6. Are the leisure counseling activities feasible as a

means of effecting desirable client change?

7. Did any unanticipated outcomes occur as a result of

the leisure counseling program?

Each question is.presented individually along with a des-

cription of procedures for it.

These questionsprimarily dealt with: the

congruence between the observed client characteristics and

those characteristics for which the program was intended

(Question no. 2). the congruence between the specified

leisure counseling activities and the observed leisure

counseling activities (Question no. 3). and the congruence

between the intended attainment of enabling Objectives and

the observed attainment of the enabling objectives (Ques-

tion no.4).

The contingencies between the client characteristics.

the leisure counseling activities.and the outcomes were then

reviewed. The Leisure Counseling Monitor Form. the Leisure

Counseling Session and Activity Forms. and the leisure

counseling activities themselves were related to the Client

Information Sheets to judge the relationship between the

transactions and the client antecedents. This process

helped to determine if the leisure counseling activities

were apprOpriate to the client characteristics.

Proceeding from there. the relationship between the

outcomes and the transactions were examined. The top 25%

Of the enabling objectives and their corresponding leisure

(counseling activities were compared to the bottom 25% Of

the enabling objectives and their corresponding leisure

counseling activities.
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The ranking of enabling Objectives was determined in

two different manners. The first ranking ordered the Objec-

tives strictly by total number of clients which attained

it in the course of the program. The second ranking ordered

the objectives by the percent of the clients which had the

potential for change in the course Of the program. The

number of clients which attained an enabling Objective

were set as a percentage Of the total number of possible

clients that could have attained the Objective e.g. If an

objective was achieved in pre-assessment by one-half of the

subjects (13). then 13(the remaining one-half) would be

the maximum number of clients which could attain that Ob-

jective in the course of the program. This 13 would be

more significant (and get a higher percent ranking) than if

13 clients attained an Objective which could have possibly

been achieved by 25 individuals in the course of the program.

Defining ”successful” and "unsuccessful” in these two man-

ners allowed a better perspective. Attempts to identify

characteristics of successful leisure counseling activities

and enabling objectives and thus. reasons for program effects.

were made.

Then. the contingencies between the outcomes and ante-

cedents were examined. The top 25% of the clients and

their antecedents (as represented on the Client Information

Sheet. the Expressive Language Checklist. Receptive Language

Checklist. and Participation in Leisure Activity Form)

were compared to the bottom 25% of the clients and their

antecedents.
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The procedure for ranking was done in the same two

fashions as with the enabling objectives. The first ranking

of the cliens was strictly by the total number of enabling

objectives each client attained in the course of the program.

The second ranking ordered the clients by the percent Of

enabling objectives which they had an opportunity to attain

in the course Of the program e.g. A client achieving’IO

of 22 objectives in the pre-assessment had an "opportunity

to attain" 12 Objectives. The 12 objectives this client

attained would be more significant(and get a higher per-

cent ranking) than 12 Objectives attained by a person who

had achieved 7 objectives in the pre-assessment. This

process facilitated the identification of antecedent charac-

teristics of successful and unsuccessful clients.

The enabling objectives were then reviewed with the

client antecedents in mind to judge their appropriateness

to the clients. The Post-Interview with Staff (and Client)

Forms were examined to asisstin detecting the ”why” of

the outcomes. As a last option. unanticipated outcomes

were examined for possible clues.

Decision Criteria

Strong. sufficient relationships were studied to de-

termine their underlying reasons and directed program revisions.

Recommendations

Guidelines for modifications or reinforcement of pro-

gram components as well as identification of reasons for

program effects resulted.
