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ABSTRACT

THE HISTORICITY OF BEOWULF:

AN ONOMASTIC AND COMPARATIVE STUDY

The thesis of this work is that the epic poem Beowulf

is not to be read as history. In presenting the issue,

the writer first reviews statements from R. W. Chambers,

Fr. Klaeber, w. W. Lawrence, F. York Powell, Axel Olrik,

W. P. Ker, G. Turville—Petre, Viggo Starcke, Richie Girvan,

and others to demonstrate the historical mind-set current

in Beowulf criticism. A critical look is then focused on

the actual evidence—-Gregory of Tours' history, the gibgg

Historigg Francorum, the Libgr Monstrorum. From there,

the study proceeds to an examination of the different

tribal groups-—the Danes, the Geats, the Swedes, the

Heabo-Bards, the Wagmundings, the Angles, and the Half—

Danes--in the light of Northern traditions and the name-

occurrences of the various individual members of the tribes.

Chapter II contains a listing of nearly 10,000 name-

occurrences of some 75 personal names from Beowulf, where

they are found in Anglo—Saxon, Northern,and continental

sources before the year 1100 A.D. A summary of results

closes the chapter.

Chapter III deals first with the historicity of the
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6’ digressions, then with historical analyses of The §gflg of

Roland, Egg Iliad, and the VolSunga gaga and Nibelungenlied.

A short conclusion follows.

The basic findings of this study are: that the identi-

fication of Gregory's Chlochilaicus, Chrochilaicho,

Clodilaichum with the Beowulf poets Hygelac is not as certain

as some scholars would conclude; that the Northern sources

contradict much of what the Beowulf poet relates; that the

heroic stories in general comprise a collection of shifting,

changing, conflicting traditions; that many of the names

even within a single tribe were drawn from widely diverse

geographical areas; that the digressions were primarily

dramatic, rather than historical; that epic poems in general

are composed of a pastiche of heroic legends, non-contempo-

raneous heroes, anachronisms, borrowed stories, myths,

details drawn from other historical events, fictional

characters, exaggeration, and poetic invention. As such,

they provide an extremely shaky basis for reading them as

the record of actual events and people. Though they are

often based on historical happenings, the events themselves

become lost under the mass of legend, myth, anachronism, and

poetical exaggeration.
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Chapter I

The whole case for the historicity of Beowulf rests

upon Grundtvig's (and others') identification of Chlochilaico,

Chlochilaichum, Chrochilaicho, Clodilaichum, Hrodolaicum of

Gregory of Tours with the Hygelac of Beowulf. As Chambers

puts it:

The identification of Chochilaicus with Hygelac

is the most important discovery ever made in the

study of Beowulf, and the foundation of our belief

in the histor1c character of its episodes. (Beowulf,

An Introduction...p. un.)

Starcke states it in this fashion:

The Danish poet Grundtvig laid the foundation

for the historical study of Beowulf. He was the

first to discover the definite period during which

the events of the tale must have taken place. He

pointed out that King Hygelac (Hugleik or Hugleth)

who, in Beowulf's youth was King of the Geatas,

and is also mentioned by Saxo, is identical with

Chlochialaicus, King of the Danes. The latter is

referred to by Gregory of Tours who wrote his

famous Historia Francorum about 577. Gregory

relates that around 516 A.D. the Danes moved across

the sea under their King Chlochilaicus and ravaged

the Frisian coast near the Rhine, but the Danes

suffered defeat and their king was killed. A later

Frankish book Liber Historia Francorum from around

727 says that the tribe attacked was the Attuarii

(Beowulfs Hetware) and spells the king3 name:

Chochilaicus. The Liber Monstrorum from the

eighth century (p0531b1y wr1tten in England) calls

the king Huiglacus or Huglacus, and reports that

his gigantic bones for a long time afterward could

be seen on an island in the mouth of the Rhine.

He is called Rex Hugilaicus qui imperavit Getis.

The story fits in well with that which is related

in Beowulf, and all agree that Hygelac and

Chochilaicus are one and the same person.

(Denmark in World History, p. 101)
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Klaber, in his edition of Beowulf, supports this position.

He contends:

But early Frankish chronicles... have preserved

a most valuable record of Hygelac;s daring expedi—

tion against the Franks, thereby confirming com—

pletely the account of the Beowulf.

(Introduction p. xli. )

If one looks over much commentary on Beowulf by historians

and literary critics alike, he soon finds many to join the

ranks of the historicists, along with Chambers, Starcke,

and Klaeber. Consider the following statements. Irving,

in his Introduction :2 Beowulf, states:

In 521...., we are told by the Frankish historian

Gregory of Tours, there was an unsuccessful piratical

raid on Frankish territory near the mouth of the

Rhine, led by a Scandinavian (Danish) king whom

Gregory calls Chochilaicus. This is beyond doubt

the Hygelac who plays a prominent role in Beowulf

as the heros liege lord and uncle, and the

disastrous raid itself in which Hygelac was killed

is often mentioned in the poem. Insofar as the

events recounted in Beowulf are actually historical,

they must have taken place at about this time, in

the early sixth century. (p. 5)

Kemp Malone may also be added to this illustrious company

of historicists. In an article found in English Studies

entitled "Hygelac," Malone postulates:

We may conclude that Hygelac is properly

identified ... with Chlocilaicus of Gregory...

and the Huiglauc ... of the Liber Monstrorum

with the Hugleikr of Snorri and the Huglec of

Saxos sixth book. (ES. 21: 108-119)

 

W. W. Lawrence follows the reasoning of Grundtvig and the

historicists, expressing an identical point of view in his

Beowulf and £25 £219 Tradition. He states on page 92:

The chief testimony is in the celebrated

History 2; the Franks, by Gregory, Bishop of Tours,

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He states further on p. 93 that the Liber Historiae

than Hygelac himself.

Francorgm a work of the eighth century added "Attoarios

Vel Alios." For Lawrence, "These are clearly the Hetware

of Beowulf." Lawrence admits, however:

The nationality of the invaders is here (in Liber

Historia; Francorum), as in Gregory, understood to

be Danish—-a mistake natural enough from the point of

view of Frankish historians, who would not distinguish

clearly between different tribes of Scandinavian

raiders. (p. 93)

 

That he holds the Beowulf to contain historical elements

may be seen in his statement on page 25 of that same work:

Thus the death of Hygelac, the sovereign of

Beowulf, at the hands of the Franks and their

allies, is confirmed by Frankish historians, and

the accession of Hygelac's son, Heardred, has

antecedent probability in its favor.

Another Anglo-Saxon scholar and the author of Beowulf and

the Seventh Century, Ritchie Girvan, points out:

There is no detail of this account and

certainly no vital detail which does not appear

in the poem either in direct statement or infer—

entially. The name Attoarii is identical with

Hetware and Chochilaicus is an earlier and

Frankish form of Hygelac. Theudoric and

Theudobert his son, who was in command of the

Franks, are named as such and as Hugas, and the

dynastic name Merovingian occurs. The peoples

involved determine the district as the Rhine.

(ppo 61‘2)

Again the Swedish historians Hallendorff and Schfick mention

that:

Also the Goths were now governed by kings,

one of them the renowned Hygilac, who, according

to Frankish chronicles, fell in a war against the

Frisians (about 516).

Nor does it take long for the historicists to reason

from the supposed historical fall of Hygelac to the position

Lain... A

 



that much of what the Beowulf poet writes is then histori-

cal. R. W. Chambers jumps right in, stating:

But if Beowulf is supported in this matter by

what is almost contemporary evidence.... we shall

probably be right in arguing that the other stories

from the history of the Geatas, their Danish friends,

and their Swedish foes, told with what seems to be

such historic sincerity in the other digressions

of our poem, are equally based on fact.

(Beowulf, Ag Introduction, p. n)

F. York Powell reveals a similar line of reasoning in his

introduction to Saxo. There he holds:

The Lay of Beowulf, which in its present shape

dates from the end of the ninth century (the MS is,

of course, later), mentions many of the Danish,

Gothic, and Swedish kings, and is indeed the best

authority with Ynglinga and Scioldunga (and earlier

than they) for earlier Scandinavian history.... Now

Hygelac is a real person of the fifth century, whose

death is fixed by the Frankish Chronicles; so that

here we have ninth-century evidence as to what was

believed to have taken place in Scandinavia in the

fifth century, and can form some idea of the early

form of some of Saxo‘s material.

(Introduction p. cvii)

Even so cautious a scholar as Axel Olrik falls prey to this

kind of reasoning. In his The Heroic Legends of Denmark,

he concludes :

Several of the persons mentioned in these

episodes of Beowulf are standing characters in

the Scylding tradition; thus Hrothgar (Hroarr),

Hrethric (Hroerekr), Hrothulf (Hrolfr). This

proves a common basis for Danish and Anglo-Saxon

tradition and would also seem to indicate a

foundation of fact. (p. 62)

Girvan states it more strongly:

... This one historical event which we can check

by authoritative testimony gives proof of the

high degree of accuracy we may fairly expect in

the history embedded in Beowulf.

(Beowulf Egg 523 Seventh Century, p. 63)

Another distingushed scholar, W. P. Ker, states it this way

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in his well-known Epic and Romance:

5

The fortunes of the Danish and Gautish kings,

the fall of Hygelac, the feuds with Sweden...are

not so much illustrations taken in from without,

as points of attachment between the history of

Beowulf and the untold history all round it, the

history of persons concerned, along with Beowulf

himself, in the vicissitudes of the Danish and

Gautish kingdoms. (pp. 162—3)

Moreover, Klaeber seems to agree with this kind of reasoning

in the introduction to his edition of Beowulf. There we

find him concluding:

0n the whole, the Beowulf account is to be

regarded as being not only in time but also in

historical fidelity nearest to the events

alluded to. (Introduction, p. xxxiii)

G. Turville—Petre in his The Heroic Age Q; Scandinavia comes

out bluntly on both arguments (i.e. the historicity of Hygelac's

fall and the historicity of other events alluded to by the

poet). He argues:

There is no room for doubt that these chroniclers

were recording the event to which the poet of the

Beowulf alluded, and it must have occurred between

515 and 530. Since the death of Hygelac is so well

attested it can hardly be doubted that others (sic)

incidents mentioned in the Beowulf also have a

foundation in history. (p. M1

Finally, we find Girvan again arguing:

It (Beowulf) is the oldest record and where

it can be tested against other evidence the best

informed, and in short there need be no hesitation

in accepting it as accurate on matters of Geatic

history. (Beowulf and the seventh Century, p. 71)

Against so great a parade of witnesses, what can

one say? Surely this illustrious and scholarly group must,

in their collective opinion, over-whelm the most skeptical

critic of the historical view of Beowulf. Yet, when one 1.1...» ..
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examines the evidence more closely, what is so apparent to

the historicists. becomes far less apparent, even to the

point where an historical view may be considered extremely

shaky, even doubtful. The whole structure of the histori-

cal view rests on rather fragile and contradictory evidence;

further, to insist that the poet is an historian is to mis—

understand how the poet works. When one marshalls all the

evidence, and considers all the arguments on both sides of

the issue (i.e. whether Beowulf is historical or not), the

overwhelming weight of argument lies on one side-—that the

poem Beowulf does not accurately reflect history, nor should

it be considered a reliable historical source, but must be

regarded as embodying traditional heroic stories about

people who may or may not have existed.

The historicists base their arguments on three

sources: Gregory of Tours' Historia Francorum, the Libgg

Historia Francorum, and the 22 Monstris gt Belluis £2223,

better known as £3233 Monstrorum. It is these works, then,

that we must examine if we are to question the view of

Beowulf as an historical document.

We can immediately dismiss 2g Monstris g; Belluis

Libgg as proving the continental raid of Hygelac as it more

recently has been identified as coming from an English

source. As such, it reflects English traditions about

Hygelac, possibly derived originally from the same group of

traditions that Beowulf poet himself drew from. The

 

Huiglaucus, Huncglaco, Huncglacus of this work could be a
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. Latinizing of either the AS Hyg(e)1ac or the ON Hugleikr,

but is highly unlikely as a Latinized Frankish form, where

~ we could expect something like Chugilaicus. The statement

that this "rex Huiglaucus" ruled the "Getis" also follows a

tradition not found outside of England. More recently,

Jane Leake in her well-researched book Th3 Eggtg 9: Beowulf

(pp. 123-125) has demonstrated convincingly that the author

of Libs; Monstrorum was drawing from patristic and classical

traditions in portraying Hygelac,a member of the "Getaef as

 being monstrously huge.

When we examine the forms of the name given in

Gregory of Tours' Historia Francorum (Chlochilaico,

Chlochilaicum, Chrochilaicho, Chlodilaichum, Hrodolaicum),

we find that they do not correspond to the AS Hygelac. Both

Hroclac and Hloolac are more likely forms, and even Hroolac

is possible. The earliest form which could possibly corre-

spond to Hygelac was written 200 years later in the Libgg

Historigg Francorum. There it appears as Chochilaico,

Chrochilaico, Chohilaico, Chochilago, etc. Forstemann,

however, places this along with Egg, Hggh, 5293 (col. 861).

Moreover, Forstemann concludes, "Dazu auch wol der Danen-

konig Chochilaicus Greg. Tur.; gest. reg. Franc."

(Altdeutsches Namenbuch, col. 861)

 

Another major detail which the historicist must

explain away is that both Gregory and the unknown author of

Liber Historiae Francorum identify Chlochilaico as a
 

Danish king. Axel Olrik in his Heroic Legends 9: Denmark

v
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accepts this identification. He states:

...we find that it is just in the beginning of

the sixth century that the first contact of Danes

and Franks took place. In the year 516 the King

of the Danes Hugleik undertook his viking expedi—

tion against the Hetvarii, who lived at the mouth

of the Scheldt, and suffered a reverse at the

hands of the Merovingians. There were some other

conflicts of this nature later in the same

century, but not after its end. (p. 275)

Starcke also points out that "the Eruli disappear from the

scene of European history and the Danes suddenly appear in

all their fame and glory around 500 A.D." (p. 72) In

addition, when we examine Danish kings‘ lists, we find

Huglekar, Hughlek, etc. frequently included (in thirteen

different lists). Certainly the Danish historians con—

sidered Hygelac a Danish king, whatever the traditions they

were drawing from. Though it is possible that they merely

added a famous heroic personage to their kings' lists, some—

thing early chroniclers were prone to do in their desire to

make the kingly lines more impressive, no memory of a

Geatish Hygelac remains outside of English sources. The

Hygelac of Beowulf, being a Geat, reflects the English

tradition. The great bulk of the evidence, however, would

seem to support Gregory's identification of Chlochilaico

as a Danish king, if we were to grant that Chlochilaico

was a misreading for the Frankish form of Hygelac. As it

is, both identifications must remain a matter of conjecture

rather than of history, while taking the Chlochilaico of

Gregory for the Hygelac of Beowulf must be regarded as

highly unlikely.

‘_
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Most critics who adopt the historical view of

Beowulf consider Gregory's identification of Chlochilaico

as a Dane a clear error on Gregory's part. They argue that

this is a natural enough mistake since the Danes are well-

known while the Geats are almost unheard of. Yet, as

Starcke points out, the Danes were almost unknown until the

sixth century. Not only that, but Ptolemy already in the

second century identifies the Geats as one of the great

nations of Scandinavia and Procopius in the sixth century

identifies the Gotar as an independent and numerous nation

(lel. E233: II. 15). It is not as if the Geats were an

. entirely unknown nation, never heard of before. Why then

should Gregory know the name and not the nationality of

Chlochilaico? Why should the Liber Historiae Francorum
 

also call its Chochilaico a Dane? Perhaps it was because

he was a Dane. We have no good reason to suppose Gregory

was wrong on this point unless we set out with a preconceived

idea of who Chlochilaico is and must make the facts bend to

fit our theory.

Another matter that the historicists emphasize is

that the name of the peoples involved in the raid overlap in

the accounts given by the Beowulf poet and the Frankish

historians. They point out that the Beowulf account

mentions the Frisians, (B 2912, 2915) the Hetware, (B 2363,

2915) the Hugas (B 2502, 291k), the Franks (B 1210, 2915),

The Merovingian (B 2921) and the Frisian king (B 2503).

E Gregory, on the other hand, initially mentions the death

 .Lannihnfig IIII_._
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of Clodovecho, the accession of his four sons Theudericus,

Chlocomeris, Childebertus and Chlothacarius, and the name

 

of Theudericus‘ son, Theudebertum (Lib. III, cap. I). He

goes on to discuss the raid on Frankish territory (cap. III),

giving only the names of those involved: Chlochilaicho,

Theuderici, and Theudebertum, and one tribal name Dggi. To

this the anonymous writer of the Liber Historiae Francorum 

adds the Attuarii. Neither Frankish source shows any know—

ledge of Frisian involvement in the battle.

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residents of Maine and, later, the U.S. Army. This is

true whether the raid in question occurred in 1870 or 1970.

Yet we would not identify a raid taking place in 1870 with

one which occurred in 1970. The point is this: the Beowulf

poet does not give the year of Hygelac's fatal raid. There-

fore it could conceivably have occurred (if indeed it did

occur) any time up to shortly before the poem was composed

(ca. 750). Over such a time span, there could have been

(and undoubtedly were) many raids into Frankish territory.

Why should we then identify Hygelac's raid with Gregory's

account, especially when they do not agree? Even in terms

of probability, the raiders mentioned in Gregory are more

likely to be, in fact, Danes, since the time coincides

with the rise of Danish prominence in northern Europe, while

the closer contiguity of the Danish kingdom to the Frankish

kingdom in an age of few navigational aids argues for a

Danish, rather than a Geatish, invasion.

Finally, even if we grant that the name Chlochilaico

were a misreading for the Frankish form of Hygelac, it still

would not positively identify him as the Hygelac of Beowulf.

7 There is no reason to suppose that there weren't many other

Hygelacs around. Not only do we find some form of the name

Hygelac in a number of chronicles as well as in almost all

    

   

 
ancient Danish kings' lists, but also for every one that is

mentioned by some chronicler, there may be fifty or a

hundred Hygelacs who lived but either were not mentioned

tip the chronicles or whose record has been lost through the
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ravages of time or the accidents of history.
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What, then, can we conclude about the Hygelac raid

on Frankish territory? First, we must be aware of the

contradictory nature of the evidence: too many details in

the accounts do not correspond. Secondly, the bulk of the

evidence supports Gregory's identification of Chlochilaico

as a Dane. We have no good reason to suppose he was not a

Dane. Thirdly, on the basis of linguistic and other grounds,

a positive identification of the Hygelac of Beowulf with the

Chlochilaico of Gregory cannot be made. Indeed, after close

examination of the evidence, such an identification becomes

somewhat doubtful. Only when one harbors preconceived ideas

on the historicity of Beowulf can one draw such a conclusion

from the conflicting accounts.

THE DANES

The first member of the Danish dynasty mentioned in

Beowulf is Scyld ScEfing (B n). This name presumably means

Scyld, son of Scéf or Scyld, descendant of Scéf. Now the

AS name Scéafa is extant, for the most part, only in very

old AS and 0N genealogies, where he is listed as the prede—

cessor to Bedwig (Asser, ASChr., Prose Edda, Langfeba-tal), '

or father of Scyld (Ethelweard, W. Malmsbury, and Beowulf).

In Widsith he appears in one of the catalogues as Scéafa,

the ruler of the Longbeardum (1.32). Klaeber (p. 123) points

out that Scéaf has no place in authentic Norse tradition,

While Chadwick notes that "We have no evidence whatever for  
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the use of Sc§af as a personal name in England, or, so far

as I am aware, in any Teutonic nation." (Origin 9: the

English Nation p. 26%). Lawrence, in discussing the

ancestry of Scyld, asserts:

In the Anglo—Saxon Chronicle, and in certain

of the Scandinavian royal genealogies, Heremod

immediately precedes Scyld as his father. But

in Beowulf Scyld is founder of the royal Scylding

dynasty. In Saxo's history the father of Scyld

is named Lotherus, and his career presents

striking similarities to that of Heremod.

(Beowulf and the Epic Tradition p. 83)

Here again we see that the traditions are conflicting and

contradictory. No sure conclusions can be drawn.

Scyld, the son of Scéf also shows up in both

Anglo—Saxon and Norse tradition. Again, however, his

ancestry is unsure. He appears as son of Lother (Thomas

Gheysmer, Saxo, and others), son of Coin (Langfeoga-tal,

Skéldskaparmal, Ynglinga Saga ch. 5 and others), son of

Bogi (Petrus Olavus Chron. Reg. Dan.), predecessor to

Heremod (Asser, ASChr.), and successor to Heremod (Hversu

Noregr bygbist ch. 6). Olrik (The Heroic Legends 9: Denmark

p. R29) states that "All Icelandic sources are agreed that

Scyld was 0thin‘s son," but concludes that Scyld is "the

eponymous founder of the race of the Scyldings," invented

by the poets to explain the name of the people (p. Hal).

He further asserts:

There is no reason to suppose Scyld to be an

historic personage, for he is not in any way

connected with any known figure. No real event

is associated with his name and the oldest

.legend about him only expresses the conception

that he is founder of the race. And not even

this legend is intimately identified with his
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existence but seems transferred to him from a still

older progenitor. (p. Hui)

Again no definite conclusions can be drawn in the face of

the conflicting evidence. However, the name does not seem

to be used by historical personages unless perchance one

of the place names is derived from such a person. And that

we have no way of finding out.

The next figure in the Scylding dynasty, Beowulf

the son of Scyld, appears in Northern genealogies as biaf

called biar (DI I. 505) and Beaf (Langfeoga-tal): in AS

genealogies as Beauu (Asser p. 3), Beau, Beowi (ASChr 855),

Beowius (W. Malm. p. 121), and Beo (Athelweard p. 33). The

full name Beowulf (0N Biuulf), however, is not to be found

in either ON or AS sources as the son of Scyld. Chadwick,

in commenting on this, states:

More important is the occurrence of the name

Beaw or Beo, the son of Scyld. This person...

clearly corresponds to the first Beowulf of the

poem, who, like both his father (Scyld) and his

son (Healfdene), is represented as king of the

'Danes. (Origin 9; Egg English Nation p. 273)

Klaeber (P. 125) agrees with Chadwick in stating, "That

this form of the name (Esowulf) is an error for Béow is

likely enough." Yet it is strange that there should be no

mention of this Danish King Beowulf in the surviving heroic

literature of Scandinavia when both his father Scyld and

his son Healfdene are well known. Curious also is the fact

that neither the name Scyld nor the name Beowulf alliterates

with those of the rest of the Danish dynasty. The name

Beowulf is borne both in AS and in ON by historical persons,
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but the poet seems rather to draw from ancient genealogies

and traditions in calling Béowulf the son of Scyld and King

of the Danes.

Healfdene, King of the Danes, bears an Anglo—Norse

name, well known in Danish sources and frequent in Norwe-

gian kings‘ lists, but extremely rare in CBS sources (only

two noted in F6rstemann). The Beowulf poet identifies him

as the successor to Beowulf, King of the Danes, in contrast

to the Northern sources, which variously name him as son of

Skjold (Sven Aggeson, Nornagests pattr), son of Frothi

(Langfebga-tal, Reges Danorum and other genealogies), or son

of R0 (Chronicon Lethrense et. al.). Because we have many

Norse sources which disagree, many critics assume that

Beowulf is correct, being earlier. Yet the Beowulf poet

does not mention Healfdene's slaying by Froda, nor can we

assume that all the ancient genealogies are more recent

historically than the epic poem Beowulf. Indeed, some may

predate the composition of Beowulf by many decades and thus

reflect more accurately the ancient traditions. Healfdene

himself should not be the son of Béowulf if Norse naming

practices are to be trusted. Certainly the names of all

Healfdene's immediate debendants alliterate with his name.

, O The sequence Scef - Scyld - Béowulf, then, appears to be

       

  

an interpolation, inserted into the Danish kingly line from an ancient genealogy, examples of such a sequence being

found.in both AS and Norse sources. Healfdene himself seems

to be a heroic figure, subject of many tales and legends,
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Hodbroddus (ng2. S353, II. 5), by Athisl (Saxo II. 6”),

and by Hrok (Sggg g: EEQl: Kggki, p. 19). He is identified

as the son of Halfdan in Saxo, but as the son of Frothi in

the Series Runica Altera, an ancient Danish genealogy.

Hrobgar in Beowulf is portrayed as "the central figure of

Danish tradition" (Klaeber, Introduction p. xxxi). He was

known for his success in war, his raising of the splendid

hall Heorot, and his long peaceful reign, according to the

poet. Why then is he not more famous in ON and ODan sources?

There Hrabgar is of little importance. Both Halga, who

rates only a single mention by the Beowulf poet, and Hrooulf,

mentioned twice, become much more prominent than Hroogar in

later Scandinavian tradition. Ker (Epig Eng Romance p. 166)

suggests that "Hrothgar is the generous king whose qualities

were in Northern history transferred to his nephew Hrothulf

(Hrolf Kraki), the type of peaceful strength, a man of war

living quietly in the intervals of war." Though we may

assume that the Beowulf poet is more accurate and truer to

history, being earlier, there is no reason to suppose that

much of what the Beowulf poet said about Hroogar was not

also poetic license. The poet could well have characterized

Hrabgar as the ideal king and thus have given him all the

ideal attributes--, prowess in battle, long rule, a magnif-

icent and noble court. Certainly the fifty year reign seems

a fiction of the poet; he also attributes that length of

rule to BEowulf the Geat. And if the poet is using poetic

conVention here, might he not also be using poetic
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the principle one dealing with his conflict with Froda and

the resulting feud between Danes and Heathobards.

Heorogar, son of Healfdene and elder brother of

Hrabgar, does not appear in Scandinavian sources. The name

itself is Anglo-Germanic, though rare in AS. All memory of

Heorogar seems to have been lost in Northern sources, al—

though both name elements are extant and the ON Hjérgeirr

is a distinctly possible name. The name is relatively

common in OHG, however (50 entries in F6rstemann), and may

have nothing to do with the Danish kingly line.

The name of Hroogar, second son of Healfdene and king

of the Danes, seems to be Norse-Germanic; it is rare and late

in AS, extremely common in Anglo-Norman, where it appears as

Roger. In the Northern references to this heroic Danish

King, we find him listed as Hréarr, Roe, or R0. The ON

Hroarr is not directly analogous to AS Hroogar but to

Hr56here; this is most strange because Hroogeirr, the ON

equivalent to Hroogar, is extant. In other ways, too, the

Beowulf account differs from those of the Norse heroic

legends. In Beowulf, Hroogar rules long and peacefully,

his rule marred only by the incursions of Grendel and   

  

   

   

 

 Grendel's mother, apparently dying peacefully after a reign

of more than 50 years (the account of his death is not

given by the poet). What happens after his death is the

supposed usurpation of the throne by Hrobulf and the

struggle between Hr56ulf and Hrébric. In the Northern

sources, however, he is variously slain by the Swedish King
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Hodbroddus (figmp. §§§2~ II. 5), by Athisl (Saxo II. 6H),

and by Hrok (Sggg 9: Egg}: EEEEE: p. 19). He is identified

as the son of Halfdan in Saxo, but as the son of Frothi in

the Series Runica Altera, an ancient Danish genealogy.

Hrabgar in Beowulf is portrayed as "the central figure of

Danish tradition" (Klaeber, Introduction p. xxxi). He was

known for his success in war, his raising of the splendid

hall Heorot, and his long peaceful reign, according to the

poet. Why then is he not more famous in ON and ODan sources?

convention elsewhere?

Halga, the third son of Healfdene, only receives

' one passing mention in Beowulf, yet his is probably the

single most famous heroic name in Northern sources. The

name, extremely common in ON and ODan, occurs much less

frequently in OHG and AS. Who Halga was and how he died,

however, is impossible to determine. He is variously called

successor to Haldan (Series ac Brev. Hist. Reg. Dan.),

successor to R0 (Thomas Ghysmer), brother to R0 (Cat. Reg.

Dan. Brev.), son of R0 (Chron. Lethrense, Annales Ryenses),
 

son of Halfdan (Ynglinga Sag; ch. 29), son of Sigmundr (Helgi

and Care, Volsunga Ségg p. 51ff), son of Sevi (Kaoro—lioé),

and son of Hiorvard (Helgi and Svava). He bears the titles

Hundingsbana (Volsunga §§g§,Saxo) and Haddingjaskaoi

(Kaoro-liob). His death occurs when he falls on his sword

(Saxo), when he hangs himself (Qhrgg. g: Ryg Abbgy), when

he goes on a Viking expedition (Saxo, Skjoldunga Sggg), or

when he is treacherously slain by Athisl in Sweden (§§gg 2:

figglf Kggki). However, the Beowulf poet does not enlighten

us with any other details, nor does the poet of Widsith or

other AS sources. Why Halga and his son Hrobulf are so well

known in Scandinavian tradition while remaining relatively

unimportant or almost unknown in AS tradition remains a moot

question. The identity of Halga remains equally uncertain.

Likewise the name of Healfdene's daughter, presumably ~0nela's queen, is not known, nor is she discussed in

Scandinavian heroic legend, though the Scylfing-Scylding
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feud must certainly be as complicated and interesting as

the Scylding-HeaOOwBard feud, with which it is directly

' parallel.

. Heoroweard (ON Hjorvarbr), whom the Beowulf poet

1 identifies as son of Heorogar is not recognized either as

son of Heorogar or as nephew of Hroogar in Northern sources,

nor is he recognized as cousin to Hroéulf in either Saxo or

Egg Sggg g: Hrglf Kggki. Instead he is seen as son-in-law

to Hrolf (Hr56ulf) who later attacks Hrolf‘s hall and slays

Hrolf and all his champions, an attack not mentioned in

Beowulf, which instead sees the threat as coming from Ingeld

and the Heabo-Bards. Other sources identify him as count of

Scania (Chron. Lethrense), as Hrolf's tributary king in 
“land (Skjoldunga Saga), as a king of the Goths (Saxo), or

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as king in Norway (Helgi and Swava, CPB II. 526). The name

itself is peculiarly Scandinavian unless the AS Hereward,

OHG Heriward is considered an analogous form.

Hrébric (ON Hroerekr), the son of Hroogar, is not

recognized as a son of Hrdarr (Hrobgar) in Norse sources.

Contemporaneous to Hrolf, he generally takes as an appel-

lation either hnoggvanbaugi or sléngvanbaugi, but is iden—

tified as son of Ingjaldr Starkabarfostri (Hversu Noregr

I bygbist), son of Hdther (Thomas Ghysmer et al.), son of

L Bok (Saxo), son of Haraldr Hilditann (DI I. 505), son of .Halfdan (Langfebga—tal) and grandson of Halfdane (Saga 2:

     

5301; Kraki, chap. 11), the father of Frooi (Landnama—boc V.

31?, father of Haraldr Hilditonn (Njal's Saga, Hyndluliod),

1 gnu king of Denmark. Saxo (II. 75) relates how Roluo slew
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Roricus: Beowulf does not mention Hrooulf's killing of

Hrébric. Nor does Saxo recognize Roricus as the son of

Roe or as nephew of Roluo. The name itself is Norse-

Germanic, rare and very late in AS.

Hraomund (ON Hrémundr), the second son of Hrabgar,

is not well known in Scandinavian tradition. There seems

to be no knowledge of Hrémundr, brother of Hroerekr in

northern sources. The Beowulf poet alone identifies him

as a Scylding, son of Hroogar. A possible reference to him

occurs in both Fornaldar sogur II. 7 and the paraphrase of
 

Hyndla's Lay, where he is called Hromundr berserker, son of

Hrolfr. Again, we cannot be sure who is following the more

accurate tradition or whether Hroomund belongs to the

Scylding dynasty at all. The name Hroomund is pan—Germanic,

infrequent in AS, rare in ODan, but relatively common in

CBS as the name of historical persons. In Scandinavian

sources, it appears as both a heroic and historical name.

Franaru, who, according to the Beowulf poet, was

the daughter of Hroogar and pledged to marry Ingild, prince

of the Heaoobards, bears a name almost non-extant outside

of Beowulf. The name is entirely possible, the first

element Frea— appearing in ancient AS genealogies, the

second element being very common in AS feminine names (see

LVD, Nomina Abbatissarum et Reginarum) Boehler (Die

Altenglischen Frauennamen p. 2H6) considers it an anglicized
 

Danish name. Naumann (p. 182) states that Fréawaru could

well be’Freyvor and notes that Frey- is especially
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east-horse (Danish). Whatever the case, since women's names

were not recorded nearly as often as men's names in AS and

OHG sources, we find only one analogous form extant, and

that is the masculine Freioverus. The name does not appear

in Scandinavian sources. .

Hrobulf, identified by the Beowulf poet only as

kinsman of Hroogar, but by Scandinavian sources as son of

Halga (0N Helgi), bears an extremely common pan—Germanic

name. Mentioned only twice in Beowulf, Hrooulf (ON Hrolfr)

plays a very prominent role in Norse legend, so prominent

in fact that one wonders why the Beowulf poet doesn't devote

more space to him and his exploits. Girvan in his Beowulf

gag Egg Seventh Century (p. 67) states: "The Hrothwulf of

Beowulf is far removed from the Hrolf of Scandinavian tradi-

tion, who is more akin to Hrothgar and most likely has in

fact taken over some of his uncle's characteristic traits."

Nor do the Scandinavian sources even agree among themselves.

Saxo (II. 75) relates how Roluo slew Roricus (AS Hreoric);

Sven Aggeson (ch. 1) sees Rokil Slaghenback as Hrolf's son

and heir. In Chron. Lethrense ch. 8, Rolf has a posthumous
  

son Frothi. In Sven Aggeson (ch. 1) Rolf succeeds his

father Helghi; in Chron. Lethrense (ch. 7) he takes the
 

throne after Snyo and Rachi. He is succeeded by Hiarward

(in Series ac. Brevior Hist. Reg. Dan. et. al.); but is

followed by Hotherus in Comp. Saxo III. 1. Hiorvarthr is
 

not recognized as cousin to Hrolf in either Saxo or the

Saga, nor does Saxo recognize Roricus as nephew to Roluo.
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The B22321: poet, in addition, fails to mention Hr56ulf's

killing of HrEdric, though this apparently occurs later in

the Scylding story than the time span the poet is dealing

with. That Athils' warriors should attack Hrolf's band

(S353 g£_fl£gl£.fir§§i p. 66) also seems most strange, since

it was Hrolf and his champions (namely Boovar Biarki and

crew) who supported Athils (AS Eadgils) in his attack on

Ali to bring him (Athils) to the throne in the first place,

according to other Norse accounts.

To sum up the Scyldings, most of the names mentioned

by the Beowulf poet are good AnglosNorse names, familiar in

both England and the Scandinavian lands. Exceptions to this

are Scaf, who bears an AS name, extant only in ancient

genealogies and king’s lists; Heorogar, whose name appears

to be Anglo-Germanic though rare in AS; and Fréawaru, whose

name is extremely rare outside of Beowulf, not found in

Scandinavian literary or historical sources at all. In

addition, the name of Scyld is to be viewed with some

suspicion: since he appears only as a very early figure in

ancient genealogies, he could well have been invented to

explain the epithet Scylding, which was attributed to the

Danes. The other problems that the various members of the

Scylding dynasty present have been previously discussed.



THE GEATS

When we consider the Geatish names from Beowulf, we

find quite a different problem: most seem to be entirely un-

known in the North. As Girvan puts it:

...Scandinavian tradition preserves no record

of the Geatic kingdom, and consequentially none

of those wars of Geats and Swedes which figure

prominently in Beowulf. (Beowulf and the Seventh

Century, p. 63)

Girvan further asserts:

 

Scandinavian saga preserves no recollection of

the Geat dynasty, no identification of names which

commands assent. (Beowulf and the Seventh

Century, p. 70)

A most interesting phenomenon, however, is that many of these

 
 

names, unknown or lost in the North, are relatively common

in OHG and AS sources.

The earliest member of the Geat dynasty mentioned

in Beowulf was Hreoel, king of the Geats, father of Hygelac,

and grandfather of Esowulf, the hero of the poem. Hreoel,

according to the Beowulf poet, died from sorrow over the

slaying of his son Herebeald by another son Hmbcyn.

Scandinavian sources, however, exhibit no record of any king

Hreoel, nor does his story appear in Northern sources even

under other names. Klaeber (Introduction, x 1 n.) suggests

that Hreoel is derived from Hrooil which becomes in ON

Hrollr and is Latinized to Rollerus ("Regneri pugilis

filius") in Saxo, Book V. Yet we have no evidence outside

of Beowulf for the existence of Hygelac’s father King Hreoel,

23
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although several instances of the name may be found in OHG

sources. The name is basically Anglo-Germanic, not extant

in the North.

The Beowulf poet mentions Swerting as related to

the Geat dynasty: Hygelac was called his "nefa," a term

apparently meaning nephew or grandson. Of Swerting, little

is known. Both Saxo and the Chronichon Erici Regis identify
 

a certain Swerting, ruler of Saxony, who slew King Frothi,

while Thomas Gheysmer merely identifies him as ruler of

Saxony. The name is extant in both ON and relatively late

in the AS sources, strangely lacking in OHG.

Herebeald, the eldest son of Hreoel and a Geatish

prince, was, according to the Beowulf poet, slain acciden-

tally by his brother Ha6cyn. Again, Northern sources fail

to confirm the story, there being no evidence outside of

Beowulf that either supports the story or establishes his

identity. The name appears frequently in OHG, somewhat less

frequently in AS, sources. Though Naumann (Altnordische
 

‘Namenstudien, p. 180) insists that Herebeald could be a

good Norse name, it is not extant in the North.

Habcyn, the second son of Hreoel, and accidental

slayer of his brother Herebeald, is also noted only by the

poet of Beowulf, there being no extant outside source to

confirm his having existed. Naumann suggests (Attnordische
 

Namenstudien, p. 180) that Habcyn could really be ON Hookuor.

This researcher, however, failed to discover this or any

other analogous form in Scandinavian sources, finding the
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name extant only in Beowulf and in OHG sources.

The third son of Hreoel, Hygelac, who according to

the poet later became King of the Geatas, bears a name

apparently widely known in Germanic areas but with most

occurrences in ODan sources. Saxo mentions a Danish King

Hugletus in Book IV, and an Irish King Hugletus in Book VI,

while the Ynglinga Saga tells about a certain Hugleikr,
 

King of Sweden who is slain in an attack by the Danish

King Haki (chap. 22, 25). In most Danish King's lists,

however, he is considered a Danish king. Lawrence says

about him:

Hygelac, an authentic historical figure, is

convincing enough as king, but he is less

individualized than Hroogar, and hardly more

than the typical sovereign. (Beowulf and Epic

Tradition, p. 87)

 

Of all the Geatish names, only Hygelac's is clearly extant

in Northern sources. Scandinavian tradition, however,

retains no memory of a Geatish Hygelac. The name itself is

pan-Germanic, heavily ODan.

Of the daughter of Hreoel, who apparently married

Ecgbeow, we have neither the name, nor any confirmation

outside of Beowulf.

HeardrEd, the son of Hygelac, was very young at the

time of his father's death, forcing Baowulf to form a

regency while Heardréd grew up. As the poet relates it,

Heardréd was later killed by Onela in a Swedish raid on the

Geatish court. Lawrence states in discussing the Geatish

dynasty "...Heardréd, a minor...was unable to maintain
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himself against the Swedes, and against his southern enemies,

led by the Franks, whom his father had stirred to bitter

enmity" (Beowulf and Epic Tradition, p. 10%). The Franks,

however, would pose no threat to the Geats; their coasts had

been attacked by a Danish king. The real enmity lay between

the Geats and the Swedes, if we accept, as the poet relates

it, the continuing feud between these two neighboring peoples.

No record of a Geatish HeardrEd, however, exists outside of

Beowulf, nor is the name found in the North (except as the

appellation Hardredi). An Anglo-Germanic name, Heardréd

occurs fairly frequently in both OHG and AS historical

sources.

Heardréd's sister, who was given to Eofor in marriage

as a reward for killing Ongenbéow, remains unnamed in Beowulf,

unmentioned in other sources.

Baowulf, the hero of the poem, son of Ecgbéow and

nephew of Hygelac, is mentioned nowhere outside of Beowulf

as king of the Geatas. That his name does not alliterate

with his father's makes him suspect, even if we discount

his fabulous adventures. Lawrence puts it this way:

Baowulf, an imaginary person, swimming with

Breca, an imaginary prince of an imaginary people,

the Brondingas lands among the Finns... (Beowulf

and Epic Tradition, p. 33)
 

He states further:

The hero was made nephew to King Hygelac of

the Geatas, an indisputably historical character,

and the troll adventures were laid at the court of

an equally famous contemporary Hrobgar of the

Danes. (Beowulf and Epic Tradition, p. 2N7)
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He goes on to add:

Baowulf was, to be sure, given a father

named Ecgtheow...who may have been historical,

and he was further identified with the Geatic

clan of the Waegmundingas, which was probably

historical. (Beowulf and Epic Tradition, p. 2H8)
 

Now that Hygelac the Geat was historical is not indisputable,

nor do we have any evidence other than what the Beowulf poet

says that Hygelac (ON Hugleikr) and Hr56gar (ON Hroarr, Hroe)

were contemporaneous. Nor is there any strong reason to

consider Breca or his tribe imaginary; he and his tribe are

mentioned in Widsib, and his name may well be analogous to

the OHG Bricco, Bricho, AS Brekka. Whether Beowulf was an

imaginary person or not is unsure: his story seems to be

partially retold in both the Grettissaga and The Saga gf
  

133g; _Kr_‘;a_l_<_i;_. The name BEowulf is extant in both AS and ON;

dubious in OHG.

Concerning Ecgbéow, Weohstan and Wiglaf, we cannot

be sure they are Geats, though they are related to Esowulf,

a member of the Geat dynasty. Ecgpeow marries into the

Geatish royal line, but is not necessarily a Geat. WEOhstan

and Wiglaf are Wégmundings, which may or may not be part of

the Geatish people, though this is doubtful since Wiglaf

(or possibly his father Wachstan) is also called "leod

Scylfinga" (B 2603) or man of the Scylfings. As such, he

is of Swedish, rather than Geatish, ancestry.

What can we conclude, then, about the Geats? Girvan

claims that "The Geat material is more purely historical,

less subject throughout to the intrusion oL poetical motives"
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(Beowulf and the Seventh Century, p. 69). When we look at
fiVT
 
 

the evidence, however, we find that Geatish history is

entirely absent from Scandinavian sources, and that most of

the names in the Geatish ruling family are entirely unknown

in the North, but turn out to be fairly common Anglo—Germanic

names, found frequently in OHG and AS sources. Though Girvan

claims historical basis for "the Geat material," there is no

outside confirmation of the Geat dynasty unless one accepts

the dubious identification of Gregory of Tours' account of

a Danish raiding party with the Beowulf poet's version of

Hygelac's death. What still is unclear is just who the Geats

were, what their connection with the Ostro-goths and the

Visi-goths was, if any, where they lived, and whether they

were a Scandinavian tribe at all. The evidence of the names

would seem to point to a continental Germanic, rather than

a Scandinavian, location for the Geatish nation.

Jane Leake has argued cogently that the Geats were

in fact, a mythical nation, associated with the Scythians

and the Amazons, shifting from north of the Black Sea to

Scandinavia in classical and patristic sources. Smithers

sharply attacks this view (Durham University Journal,

March 1971), contending that the earlier identification of

Geats with the Gautar of southern Sweden was correct.
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THE SWEDES

Of the members of the Swedish royal dynasty

mentioned in Beowulf, most bear well—known heroic names.

Carl Hallendorff and Adolf Schflck even go so far as to claim

"...four Uppsala kings...may be considered as truly historic:

Egil, also called Angantyr, his sons Ottar and Ale, and Adils

the son of Ottar." (History 2: Sweden, p. 12) Ingvar

Andersson, another Swedish historian, puts it this way in

his discussion of Beowulf and Swedish history:

Still, it is here that personalities in

Swedish history are mentioned by name for the

first time—-Angantyr, Ale, Ottar, and Adils, to

give the Early English names their Swedish

equivalents. It is significant, too, that of

these, Ottar, Adils, and Ale are also mentioned

in the Ynglingatal..." (History gf_Sweden, p. 12)
 

Later, he asserts:

Thus for all their legendary character, the

existence of these Svear Kings has a strong

factual basis. (A History 9: Sweden, p. 12)

Ongenbéow (ON Angantyr) is the earliest Swedish

king noted by the Beowulf poet, supposedly the father of

Ohthere (ON Ottarr) and Onela (ON Ali). Yet we have little

evidence outside of Beowulf for a Swedish King Ongenbéow;

only in Widsith (line 31) do we find him mentioned as a

famous king of the Swedes. No King Angantyr appears in

Swedish historical sources, nor is anything mentioned in

Ynglinga-tal about the deeds of any King Angantyr. There

his place in the kingly line is taken by a certain Agli

(translated Egil), a Skilfinga who meets his death being

gored by an ox (CPB I. 297). According to the Beowulf poet,
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Ongenp§ow was slain in the Battle of Ravensholt; the

corresponding battle in the Ynglinga Saga takes place at
 

Vendel in Jutland, where it was Ohthere, not Ongenbéow,

who was slain. Moreover, the Geats of Beowulf have been

replaced by Jutes and Danes as enemies of the Swedes in the

saga. Though Angantyr appears to be entirely unknown in

Swedish sources, other Norse sources retain some record of

a king bearing this name. Willibrord, famous missionary

to the Frisians, mentions a Danish King Ongendus as early

as 710. The Chronichon Anscharius identifies a Danish
 

Angandeo, brother to King Hemming (fl. 810). Mercian

genealogies place him in Anglian King's lists as son of

’Offa I, the great continental Anglian king. Hlod and

Anganpeow's Lay identifies him as ruler of the Goths (CPB I.

399). He also appears in Norse poetry as a great champion

and a berserk (CPB I. 16uff). The name itself is pan-

Germanic with a Norse emphasis. Although Klaeber considers

him to be historical, identifying him with Egill and stating

that "Egill (OngeanOw) was laid in mound in Old Uppsala

about 510" (Introduction, p. xlv), this identification is

unlikely since the names do not correspond phonemically and

there is an extant Norse name which does nearly correspond

with AS Ongenp50w. Naumann considers the name to be

derived from mythology (Altnordische Namenstudien, p. 177)
 

Ohthere, the son of Ongenbéow, father of Eadgils

and Eanmund, next succeeded to the Swedish throne, according

to the Beowulf poet. Ohthere (ON Ottarr) is well known in
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Swedish sources, appearing in both the Ynglinga-tal and the

Ynglinga Sggg. Klaeber again views him as historical,

mentioning the "...Ottarshogen at Vendel, Uppland...con-

taining the ashes of Ottarr (Ohthere) buried there about

525-530 A.D." (Introduction, p. xlv). However, in contrast

to the Beowulf version, where the struggle is either

internecine or between the Swedes and the Geats, the Swedish

tradition makes the struggle between Danes and Swedes, or

Norwegians and Swedes. In the Ynglinga Saga (chap. 27)
 

Ohthere is slain by King Fréoi of the Danes, and having a

blood eagle carved on his back, is called Ottarr vendilkréka.

The Ynglinga-tal lists him after Agli, stating that he was

killed by the Danes in war at Vendli (CPB I. 2H8). Named as

son of Ongenbéow in Beowulf, he is seen as son of Egill in

Norse genealogies. Ohthere bears a pan—Germanic name, though

the occurrences in England deal mainly with people of Norse

extraction.

Next of the Swedish kings is Onela, who, according

to the Beowulf poet, usurped the throne from Eadgils

(ON Adils) and Eanmund (OHG Aunimund), later slaying Eanmund

at the Geatish court to which he had fled for sanctuary.

Girvan, in discussing these particular episodes, maintains:

The narrative of the later war, embracing

Onela's attack on his nephew sheltering at the

Geat court, and issuing in the death of one

nephew_Eanmund and with him of the Geat King

Heardred, followed by the reprisal of the

surviving nephew Eadgils aided by Beowulf now

king, and the establishment of Eadgils on the

Swedish throne is all straightforward history..."

(Beowulf and the Seventh Century, p. 70)
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Again in taking this historical stance, Girvan blandly

ignores all the problems and contradicitions between the

various sources. First, ON Ali does not correspond linguise

tically to Onela, while OHG Anila, Anulo certainly does.

Moreover, Ali is neither recognized as belonging to the

Swedish royal family in Northern sources, nor is he con-

sidered a brother to Ottarr, but is made a Norwegian king

(Ynglinga Saga, ch. 29). Nor is the kinship of Adils and

Ali recognized; they are merely seen as enemies (Ynglinga—tal

107, CPB I. 2H8). In Nornagests pattr ch. 8, Ala Konung

is slain by Starkabr; other Norse sources report him killed

by Abils at the battle of Lake Vaner. Another question

arises when the Beowulf poet supposedly informs us that

Healfdene's daughter, unnamed, is Onela's queen. If this

is the case, then Onela has theoretically allied himself

with the Danes. Yet in a later Norse source, the Saga 9:

Hrolf Kraki, we find Hrolf sending his champions to support
 

Adils against Ali. I suppose this is not extremely strange

or unusual behavior if we consider the Finnsburh episode or

the tale of Ingeld, yet it does raise some questions. Why

doesn't the poet make more of the Danish-Swede feud? If

such a feud existed, it directly paralleled the Danish-

Heaoobard feud played up in the Ingeld episode with such

dark forebodings. Whatever the case, Onela is not a Norse

but an OHG name, there also being no AS Onela outside of

Beowulf.

Eanmund, son of Ohthere, a Swedish prince who according
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to the poet was later slain by Onela's forces in his raid

on the Geatish court, receives little or no mention in the

north. Klaeber asserts that though the memory of Eanmund

is "all but lost," "he may be recognized...in the Eymundr

of Hyndluljop 15 (par. H) with whom Halfdanr (the represen-

tative of the Danes) allies himself and in the ...Hdmothus

of Saxo" (Introduction, p. xliii). Despite Klaeber's claim,

however, no analogous ON form has been found. The Norse

form theoretically should by Aunmundr, a name completely

possible since both Aun— and —mundr are extant Swedish

name elements. Though the analogous form fails in the

North, however, it does appear relatively frequently in OHG

sources as Aunimund, Aunemund. Another problem with Klaeber's

identification is that ON Eymundr is never mentioned in

conjunction with Abils. In addition, the Hdmothus of Saxo

turns out to be slain by Hygelac in naval battle (Saxo IV.

17), rather than by Wachstan in Onela's raid. Klaeber also

mentions another possible corresponding name from the Swedish

royal line, Aun, stating, "it has been proved beyond reason-

able doubt that ...Aun was laid in mound in Old Uppsala

about 500 A.D" (Introduction, p. xlv). That this is the

Eanmund of Beowulf, however, seems highly dubious since Aun

precedes both Egill and Ottarr in ancient Swedish king's

lists. In Fornmanna Sbgur X. 198, we find an Aunundr
 

Sviakonungr who flourished ca. 870. The Heimskringla also
 

recognizes a very late king Emundr of Sweden who flourished

about the time of Olaf enn Helge (ca. 10u7). Naumann claims
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that the name Eanmund came about through a misunderstanding

of ON Aunundr (Altnordisqhg Namenstudien, p, 180), Yet when
  

all is said and done, the evidence identifies it as an

AnglonGermanic name, questionable in the North.

The other son of Ohthere, Eadgils, raises similar

problems. For one thing ON Adils, who is commonly identified

with Eadgils, does not bear a completely corresponding name;

instead, we should expect Aubgisl or Auogils, forms which we

find both in OHG and in late ON literature (see Fms II. 80ff.

ca. 1000). Other problems occur when we compare Beowulf

with the Scandinavian versions of the story. In Beowulf,

Eadgils, with the help of the Geats, deposes his uncle Onela

and takes the Swedish throne. Some Scandinavian sources, on

the other hand, show Adils overthrowing Ali with the help of

Hrolf Kraki and his Danish retainers, including Bothvar

Biarki. In Ynglinga—tal Adils died from a fall off his

horse; in Comp. Saxonis II. 7 Atislus is struck down in
 

battle by Biarko; in Saxo IV. 1M0 and Chron. Erici Regis
 

an Athislus is slain by Keto and Wigo. In Beowulf Eadgils

was a Swedish prince; in Widsith Eadgils was a king of the

Myrgingas. Nor do Scandinavian sources recognize Ali

(Onela) as kinsman of A5118 (Eadgils) but merely as his

enemy; in Ynglinga-tal, he is called "the renowned enemy of

Anila" (translation, CPB I. 2H8). Other details are equally

puzzling. The Beowulf poet does not discuss the relations

between the Danish and Swedish courts while Northern sources

discuss them extensively. According to the Northern
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tradition, Hrolf and his champions supported Abils'

accession to the throne, and Adils later marries Yrsa,

Hrolf‘s mother and sister, yet treats Hrolf as an enemy

when he visits the Swedish court. All of this intrigue

goes unreported in Beowulf which attributes Eadgils'

restoration to Baowulf and the Geatish court. Yet, here

too, the Geats fear retribution from the Swedes after the

death of Esowulf. Though the Beowulf poet deals with per-

haps an earlier period of Danish tradition, he does not

predict future conflict between Swedes and Danes, as he does

between the Danes and Heaoo—Bards. The name itself is

found throughout Germanic speaking areas, though it must be

considered predominantly Norse, if we accept Aoils as an

analogous form. Klaeber, who holds Adils to be an histori—

cal figure, states that "...it has been proven beyond

reasonable doubt that actually Adils (Eadgils) ..." was

"...laid in mound in Old Uppsala about 575..." (Introduction,

p. xlv). However, in view of all the other contradictions,

such an assertion must be viewed with caution.

How well does the Beowulf poet do with the Swedish

royal family? It is hard to determine. If the Scandinavian

traditions are accurate, Egill, not Ongenpeow, is the father

of Ohthere, Onela does not belong to the Swedish royal line

at all, and Eanmund, a questionable member of the dynasty,

is either an earlier or much later king than Ohthere. Only

Ohthere and Eadgils appear to be genuine Swedish kings, and

even their stories somewhat contradict what the poet tells
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us. Was the famous battle at Hrafnsholt or at Vendil? Was

Egill or Ohthere the victim who later became known as Vendil—

kraka? Was Ohthere's father named Egill or Angantyr? Was

Eanmund known in the north as Aun, Onundr, Eymundr, or none

of these? Did he belong to the Swedish line at all? If we

assume the Beowulf poet is correct, then the northern

traditions are a mass of confusions, contradictions, gaps in

knowledge, and inaccurate additions. What the evidence does

show is that the name Angantyr is not extant in Sweden, and

that Eanmund and Onela are OHG, rather than ON, names. As

such, they cast some doubt on the accuracy of the poet, at

least in his names. Whether or not he was also inaccurate

on his traditions concerning the members of Swedish royal

family cannot be determined with any degree of certainty.

All we can say with certainty is that the Anglo-Saxon

traditions do not agree, for the most part, with those of

the North.

THE HEAoO-BARDS

Froda, the Heado-Bard chief and father of Ingeld,

makes frequent appearances in Norse tradition and literature,

so much so that it becomes increasingly unclear who he really

was. According to the Beowulf poet, he was involved in some

kind of blood feud with the Danes, a feud the marriage of

Ingeld to Fréawaru was apparently designed to patch up

(B 2020-2029). The later Norse sources identify him as the

slayer of Halfdan (Saga 2: Hrolf Kraki, ch. 1), who in turn
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is slain by Halfdan's sons Helgi and Hrdarr (Sggg pf Hgglf

Kraki, ch. 9). Unfortunately, this isn't the only Norse

tradition: in other sources he is identified as father of

Haldanum and Ro (Comp. Saxo. II. M), son of Frithlef (Series
 

Runica Altera and other genealogies), son of Hroerekr

Hnaggvanbaugi (Langfeoga-tal), son of Scyld (Sven Aggeson,

ch. 1), and son of Hadding (Incerti Auctoris Gen. Reg. Dan.).

He is considered to be the slayer of Hama (Chron. Erici
 

Regis), the slayer of Hanevus (Comp. Saxo V. S), the slayer
 

of Ottarr (Ynglingatal, Ynglingasaga, ch. 31): to have been
 

killed by Swerting (Saxo VI. 232) and by the sons of

Swerting (Chron. Lethrense, ch. 9) as well as the aforemen-
 

tioned Helgi and Hrdarr. The only conclusion which can be

drawn out of such a mass of conflicting evidence is that

the stories have become rather confused in the North where

even the Heabo—Bards are forgotten, Froda and Ingeld having

been transmuted into Danish kings in the Scandinavian materi-

al. Whether the Beowulf poet was accurate historically

cannot be determined; the Northern traditions are too

contradictory to give much support to any particular story.

The name Froda itself appears to be pan—Germanic with a

distinct ODan emphasis.

The other prominent figure in this tribe, Ingeld,

the son of Froda and prince of the Heaoo—Bards, is identified

in both Beowulf and Widsith as a Heaoo-Bard, but in

Scandinavian sources as a Dane. In Beowulf, it is Ingeld

who will attack Hroogar‘s hall; this is confirmed by Widsith
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where Hrobgar and Hrapulf defeat their assailants. In the

Saga gf‘Hrolf Kraki, however, it is Hiarward who successfully
 

attacks Heorot, slaying Hrolf and all his men. Again,

whereas Widsith reports the attack to have been repulsed by

Hrobgar and Hropulf, in Saxo, Ingeld successfully carries

out his revenge. In Beowulf, Ingeld marries Freawaru, the

of the Danish king, Hroogar; in Saxo, Ingellus marries the

daughter of the Saxon king Swerting, the slayer of his

father. Both Anglo-Saxon and Northern traditions pretty

well agree that Ingeld was the son of Froda (ON Frooi) while

in the North he often also bears the eponym starkaOarfostri.

The name itself is pan-Germanic, especially well known in

Scandinavian tradition.

The only other Heaéo-Bard mentioned in Beowulf,

Wibergyld, carries a name extant only in Widsith and OHG

outside of the poem. Though the simplex form Vicarr appears

in the North, I found no compound form analogous to Widergyld.

Since this is so, it must be considered an Anglo—Germanic

name. The ON name Ingialldr, which might be construed to

contain the second element—gyld, more probably is derived

from the elements Ingi- and -valdr.

What then can we conclude about the Heaoo—Bards?

Both Froda and Ingeld hold extremely well known Norse names.

Their stories, however, are confused and obfuscated by the

contradictions found in Norse tradition. Indeed, Froda seems

to have split into thirteen different kings, each with his

own ancestry and descent, each having various stories
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associated with him. This, along with his somewhat suspi—

cious name (The name means "old and wise"), makes him a

somewhat questionable figure. As for Ingeld, he bears a

well known name, one which holds wide currency in both

Northern and Anglo—Saxon lands. The third Heaoo—Bard

mentioned by name, Widergyld, may or may not have borne an

ON name; it is no longer extant in the North. The evidence,

then, is inconclusive.

THE WEGMUNDINGS

We are given little information about the Wagmundings

outside of Beowulf. WEOhstan, the father of Wiglaf, bears

a name common in AS sources, less frequent in ODan and ON

sources. The northern sources tell us nothing about the

Wthstan of Beowulf. Since his name alliterates with the

family name Wégmunding, he cannot be regarded as an inter—

loper, yet all memory of him seems to have been lost in the

North.

Wiglaf, according to Lawrence, "...looks like a

geniune member of the Wegmunding clan" (Beowulf and the
 

Epic Tradition, p. 2H8). Ker (Epic and Romance, p. 166)
  

finds little more than "...the general and abstract

qualities of the loyal servitor "in Wiglaf. Again the

name appears frequently in AS sources, sparsely in ON and

ODan sources. The ON Véleifr appears to be the correspond-

ing form, though Vigleifr is also theoretically possible,

both Vig- and -leifr being common name elements in the
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North. Once again, the northern sources preserve no

memory of the Wiglaf of Beowulf.

EcngOw, another member of the Wigmunding clan,

may not actually belong, since his name does not allit-

erate with Wémund. His name may actually be drawn from

mytho-heroic sources such as the Volsupa (CPB II. 629) in

an attempt to give the hero Esowulf a more distinguished

ancestry. The name itself appears to be Norse-Germanic

with a heavy emphasis in OHG sources: it is not extant in

AS outside of Beowulf. He seems to be remembered in the

North as a heroic figure out of the misty past, being

mentioned by Saxo (VII. 269) as "rex Biarmie et Finnensis,"

and noted as one of the builders of Norway in Fornalder
 

Séggr II. 9, and appearing in heroic, rather than histori—

cal, sources generally. The probability is that he is an

interloper in the tale——the mytho—heroic father of the

mytho-heroic Esowulf.

For that matter, Beowulf himself seems out of place

in the Wigmunding clan. His name does not alliterate with

either that of his father EcgoEOW or of his clan. Perhaps

the whole lineage of the Wégmundings is pure fabrication.

Is it not possible that Baowulf was called a Wégmunding

because of his great swimming prowess, that Ecoeow was

brought into the story for his illustrious name, that the

names WEOhstan and Wiglaf are used simply because they

alliterate with Wégmund, that Wiglaf is brought into the

tale to provide the old king-young king contrast seen in
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the first part of the tale? Eggpér of the Voluspa‘ (CPB II,

629) appears to be of much greater antiquity than Baowulf:

his name survives, but his story seems to have been lost to

Saxo and the later writers. In contrast, Esowulf's name

seems to have been forgotten while his story, in various

mutated forms, survives in The Saga pf Hrolf Kraki, Saxo,
  

Skaldskaparmal, Bjarkarimur, the Grettissaga, Orms pattr
  

 

Stordlfssonar, Samsonssaga and others. To Saxo, Eggbér is

just a famous name, someone to be attached to some kingdom

or another, whereas he recalls, in a distorted version,

some of Baowulf's supposed deeds. Since a name may easily

be preserved in a thula of an ancient poem or in a king's

list, this argues for the greater antiquity of Ecgbéow (at

least in comparison to Beowulf's story).

What then can we conclude about the Wégmundings?

If naming practices were consistently alliterative, Ecgoeow

and Baowulf do not belong to the clan. The tribal name

itself is somewhat suspicious (It is too appropriate to

Beowulf, the champion swimmer), sounding more like an epithet

than a personal name. Wiglaf, son of Weohstan, is necessary

to the tale as successor and spiritual heir of Baowulf,

serving also as a mirror to the ancient king, even as Beowulf

mirrored Hr56gar in the first two episodes. The whole clan

could have been fabricated by the poet. We cannot tell:

since there is no outside confirmation of Wiglaf's and

Wachstan's role in the tale, we cannot ascertain whether

they have been conjured up by the poet or whether they
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actually were part of a historical clan. As with the other

tribes, one can never be sure who belongs and who has been

inserted by the poet.

THE ANGLES

According to the Beowulf poet, Hemming’s kinsman

Offa checked the abuses of Modthryoo (B 1999), and EomEr

(ms geomor) awoke to Offa (B 1960), being also a kinsman of

Hemming and "nefa Garmundes" (B 1962). Most scholars,

following the AS and ODan genealogies, reconstruct the

Anglian kingly line as Garmund-Offa—EomEr. However, the

Beowulf poet actually identifies EomEr as the nephew of

Garmund (Grandson is a questionable reading.), therefore

making Garmund a brother to Offa. Both Eomer and Offa are

called kinsman to Hemming (ms. hem ninges, heminges) but

the exact relationship is not stated.

A closer look at the AS and ODan genealogies doesn't

help us. Offa's father is consistently called Wermund,

rather than Garmund, in both traditions. In AS genealogies,

Eomér is identified as the grandson of Offa, rather than

son, either Angelpeow or Angengeat intervening. In ODan

tradition, EomEr is completely forgotten; there either Dan

or Olavus is named as Offa's son and Huglek is consistently

identified as grandson (with the exception of Sven Aageson,

who replaces Huglek with Frothi Senex). Hemming in the

ODan genealogies is not associated with Offa and Wermund,

being separated by better than thirty kings from the rest
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of the Anglian line. Nor is he recognized at all by the AS

kings' lists. He more likely recalls the slayer of Helgi's

father mentioned in the Kaoroliob (CPB I. 198) and in Helgi's

Lay (CPB I. 198—152).

An interesting side note on Hemming is that he also

is supposed to have set the boundaries at the Egdoram fluvium
 

(Series EE Brevior Historia Reg. Danir, Gertz I. 162), this
 

time with Charlemagne ca. 811. The mention of the Eider

river recalls the earlier tradition where Offa supposedly

defeated two Saxon champions to establish this river as a

border between the Danes and the Saxons (Saxo IV. 139-93).

In Widsith Offa ruled the Angles and drew the boundaries

against the Myrgingas at Fifeldor (11. 35—92a): in Saxo and

Sven Aageson Offa becomes a Dane and performs the deed ip

Eydero fluvio (Comp. Saxonis IV. 7) ip Egdore fluminis (Sven
 

 
 

Aageson chap. 3, Gertz I. 103) against the Saxones (Saxo)

and the Teutonicus (Sven Aageson). Clearly, the AS and
 

ODan traditions diverge on this point.

It is apparent then, that the Beowulf poet's version

of the Anglian kingly line does not agree with either the

AS or the ODan genealogies; that Widsith, which usually

reflects the English traditions, contradicts the ODan tradi—

tions; that Beowulf alone draws a connection between Hemming

and the Anglian royal family; that Eomér is forgotten in the

ODan sources but is part of the AS tradition. What most of

the sources, both Danish and AS, agree on is that Offa did

establish some boundary against some hostile tribe and the
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Wihtlag-Wermund-Offa sequence in the genealogies. The

Beowulf poet makes no mention of either the boundary—setting

story associated with Offa, or of Wihtleg; nor does he seem

to recognize the exact relationships between Wermund (He

calls him Garmund.), Offa, and EomEr. We could assume that

the Beowulf poet is correct and all the other traditions are

wrong, but since he stands alone against all other sources,

there is little justification for that assumption. Here, as

with the other noble families, the poet seems to be taking

liberties, adding the distinguished heroic name of Hemming

to the Anglian royal line, confusing the relationships of

Wermund, Offa, and Eomér. It is possible that he is correct:

however, the evidence from other sources does not support him.

THE HALF-DANES

The Beowulf poet's recounting of the Half-Danes

present at Finnsburh shows Hildeburh, the daughter of Hoc;

Hnaf, her brother; Hengest, the leader who takes over after

Hnaf is slain; and Hunlafing, a Half-Dane warrior. Since

Hnaf is also called a Scylding, (B 1069) and his people

Here-Scyldings (B 1108), the poet seems to be claiming that

they are in some way related to the Danish royal line. The

revenge of Hengest and the final destruction of Finn and

his warriors, then, reflects glory on Hroogar's court.

However, if one looks at other sources, the picture

becomes more confused. Mfillenhoff finds Hnaf and Hoc in

the grandfather and great grandfather of Hildegard the wife
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of Charlemagne, men who bore the names Nebi and Huochingus
 

(ZfdA xi. 282). If the genealogy in question is accurate

and the identification is correct, it would place both

Hnef and H50 in the early 8th century. The mention in

Widsith 29 that Hnaf ruled the Hocingum reinforces the

argument somewhat. Yet genealogies are very often untrust-

worthy, as scribes consistently bring illustrious heroic

names entirely foreign to the lineage into their king's

lists and genealogies. In the Norse traditions Hoc is

dimly remembered: he is noted as a sea king in a thula

(CPB II. 490); in Ragnar's Saga and Halfs, his kinsmen

(megir) are mentioned (CPB II. 358). Olrik notes that

Hoeking was used as a sword name by Hastein Hromundarson,

a young skald who was slain at the battle of Svoldr (Egg

Heroic Legends 9: Denmark, p. 17). The name BBC is rela-

tively common in both AS and OHG sources, but only a

vaguely remembered heroic name in the north.

The memory of Hnef is not much more distinct: while

in Beowulf he is identified as a Scylding and chief of the

Half-Danes, in Widsith he is seen as ruler of the Hocingum
 

and the Finnsburh Fragment does not give his nationality.
 

Northern traditions call him "a famous sea king" (CPB II.

#29), an appellation that the poets appear to have given to

famous heroic figures to which they could not ascribe any

particular geOgraphical location. The Edda Skaldskapar-mal

names him as a son of Halfdan (CPB II. 542), a confusion

which may also be reflected in Beowulf. Saxo mentions a
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certain Hanef, King of Saxony and enemy of Frotho IV,

perhaps closer to the real truth since Hildegard was an

Alamannic princess. The noneliterary references to Hocing

and Hnaf occur most frequently in OHG sources (see

Forstemann, Altdeutsches Namenbuch col. 861—2).
 

Finn's wife Hildeburg, sister of Hnef and daughter

of H5c according to the Beowulf poet, seems entirely unknown

in the North, where we find no references to her. The name

occurs rarely in AS sources, but is very common in THG.

Hengest, the successor to Hnaf as leader of the Half-

Danes, bears a name rarely found outside of AS sources, but

well-known in AS traditions. He receives no mention in ON

poetry or history, nor does he appear in OHG sources until

very late (10u2). In AS tradition, he along with Horsa is

given credit for the initial invasions of southeastern

England and the founding of the kingly line in Kent. His

relations with Vortigern, his treachery toward the British

nobles, his successive conquests, all are amply recorded

in the early histories of AS England. Only in Beowulf and

the Finnsburh Fragment do we hear of the exploits of a

Hengest apart from the coming of the Angles and Saxons to

England. Some scholars persist in identifying the Hengest

of the AS Chronicle and the Hengest of Beowulf as one and

the same person. It is more likely, however, that Hengest

has been imported into the Finnsburg story. He is nowhere

else associated with BBC and Hnaf, and his legend seems

entirely confined to England.
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The other warrior mentioned, HGnlEfing, bears a

Iraather AnglonGermanic name, with most occurrences appearing

in AS or OHG sources. In the North, the name appears in the

Skjoldungasaga (chap. 9) but otherwise remains unrecorded.

This, along with the evidence of the other members of the

Half-Danes, points to a continental Germanic, rather than

Northern, orgin to the story. As we have seen, H5c, Hnaf,

Hildeburg, and Hfinlaf find frequent mention in OHG; Mac,

Hnaf and Hunlaf are obsurely remembered in the North; and

only Hengest is confined to England. The Frisian King

Finn bears an extremely well—known heroic name in both AS

and ON sources (He appears in numerous genealogies as

ancestor to Woden) as well as a popular name during the

Viking period.

What, then, can we conclude? The story of the Half-

Dane conflict with the Frisian king Finn seems to be re—

membered only in English tradition. Finn and Hengest are

forgotten in OHG; Hildeburh and Hengest are not known in

the North, and Hnaf and Hoc but vaguely remembered. Finn,

because he is placed earlier than Woden in the genealogies,

must have been only a name to the AS historians, while his

legend was remembered by the poets. The Beowulfian and

Eddic identifications of Hnaf as a Scylding and descendent

of Healfdene seems unjustified unless the story is much

later than the time of Hroogar's reign. Again the poet seems

to have taken some liberties with the story, inserting a

heroic Saxon leader Hengest into a conflict between
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Half—Danes and Frisians, pushing the story back in time

until it precedes the reign of Hroogar. In such a manner

are epic poems composed.

When reviewing the Beowulf poet's handling of the

various tribal groups, then, we see that a historical read—

ing of Beowulf is quite unjustified. He draws some of his

personages from mythology-~Scyld, Sceaf, Beaw, Eggoér, and

possibly Finn and Angantyr. About other characters such as

Hrobgar, Froda, Eadgils, Onela, Hreoric, and Halga, we find

conflicting and contradictory traditions in the North,

traditions which also disagree with what the poet tells us.

In addition, many of his names—-Heorogar, Hréoel, Herebeald,

Eanmund, Onela, Heardréd, and Hildeburh—-turn out not to be

Scandinavian names at all but OHG, while other figures such

as Hnaf and H5c are but dimly remembered in the North. Some

traditions the poet uses——the Geatish ancestry of Hygelac,

the story of Hengest, the memories of the Wigmundings, the

Brondings, and the Half—Danes, the inclusion of Eomér into

the Anglian royal genealogy, the Heaoo-Bard-Danish feud--

seem to be an exclusively Anglo-Saxon heritage, either

lost or unknown elsewhere. Can we trust what the poet tells

us? Not entirely. As Turville-Petre tells us, "The heroic

lays could not be called records of history; rather they

present distorted memories of history" (The Heroic Age pi
 

Scandinavia, p. 38). Lawrence points out that "Folk-tale

and history are so closely interwoven...that we must be

constantly on the alert for distortion of fact" (Beowulf

and the Epic Tradition, p. 25). When we note the mytholog-
 

ical names, when we confront the conflicting traditions,

when we perceive that the Beowulf poet, has provided what

appear to be non-Norse names for many of his characters,

when many of the genealogies give the appearance of being

contrived, when the poet utilizes traditions found only in

England, then we must be cautious in accepting as straight

history what he tells us. Much of what he says may be based

on genuine traditions, yet much is also patently false-~the

product of shifting traditions, faulty transmission, epic

elevation, poetic invention, and perhaps even some political

axe-grinding. The poet tells a good tale: in doing so, he

manages to include most of the heroic figures known to his

audience. His purpose is to glorify the past-~to relate to

his audience their great heroic inheritance—~to show them

that their ancestors performed worthy deeds of valor--to

apprise them that they were descended from kings-~to foster

national pride. At the same time, he shapes a well—wrought

tale, using the various heroic stories as appropriate orna-

mentation here and there, each minor motif reinforcing the

main theme. Thus, while we may admire the poet's literary

technique and enjoy the many stories he tells or refers to,

we place ourselves in a precarious position if we take them

to be more than they are-~traditional stories which have

attached themselves to various heroic figures, often

fabulous, often distorted by time and repeated tellings,

often modified by the poet himself. Good literature it is:
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accurate history it is not.
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CHAPTER II

THE EVIDENCE

In Chapter I, we looked at some of the arguments

against viewing Beowulf as an accurate basis for historical

conclusions. Chapter II presents the accumulated evidence

of name occurrences before 1100 A.D. plus the place-names

relating to the personal names in Beowulf.

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DEFINITION OF TERMS

AN (Anglo—Norman)-e-——-The name is to be found in Round,

Domesday Book, late entries in LVD, or other Anglo-

Norman documents.

 

Anglo—Germanic —————————The name may be found in Anglo-Saxon

and continental sources dealing with the Germanic

peoples.

Anglo-Norse ------------The name may be found in Anglo-Saxon

and Northern documents.

AS (Anglo-Saxon) -------The name may be found in Anglo-Saxon

histories, chronicles, charters, wills, or place names.

Norse, Northern--------The name may be found in ON, OSwed,

ODan, or OIcel documents or place names.

Norse-Germanic ---------The name appears in Northern and

continental sources dealing with Germanic peoples.

ODan (Old Danish) ------The name occurs in Old Danish

histories, chronicles or king's lists, chiefly Saxo

and those compiled by Langebek and Gertz.

OHG (Old High German)—-The name appears in Old High German

documents and other early sources dealing with Germanic

peoples.

ON (Old Norse) ---------The name may be found in ancient or

medieval Norwegian and Icelandic sources, such as

Origines Islandicae, Corpus Poeticum Boreale, or

the Norse Sagas.

OSwed (Old Swedish)--—-The name occurs in Old Swedish

chronicles, king's lists, or sagas. Principle sources

are Fant, Ynglinga Saga, Ynglingatal.
 

pan-Germanic-----------The name may be found throughout

Anglo-Saxon, Northern, and continental sources dealing

with Germanic peoples.
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FINDINGS ON NAMES

Elfhereé—v—n—e—An Anglo—Germanic name with some few genuine

appearances (5) in Northern areas.

Eschere--------An Anglo—Germanic name but also known in

Northern areas, as evidenced by place names and runic

inscriptions. ODan occurrences are very late.

Baanstan-------The only certain occurrence appears in

Beowulf.

Baowulf--------A genuine ON name, possibly also occurring

in OHG. The name appears to be known in ODan

historical sources. Since Sweet 3 citation is

dubious, not appearing in the Stevenson edition of

LVD, the only certain occurrence in AS sources outside

of Beowulf appears in Domesday Book, and that is

very late.

 

Breca----------Seems to be extant only in AS and OHG,

although a porolf Braker appears in Landnama-boc

(translated Thorwolf, son of Breca).

 

Daghrefn-------Occurs only in Beowulf and in OHG documents.

Eadgils--------A heroic name well known in AS, ON, ODan

and OSw sources. Historically, the name occurs in

AS and OHG sources and appears in ON, ODan and

OSwed genealogies.

Eanmund--------An Anglo-Germanic name for which no exact

ON equivalent has been found.

Ecglaf---------A name frequent in both AS and ON sources:

also appears in OHG, but is not certain in ODan

sources.

Ecgpeow--------Though the name shows genuine Norse expression,

the predominant number of occurences come from OHG.

A Norse—Germanic name, no native AS references appear

outside of Beowulf.

Ecgwela--------The only certain instance occurs in Beowulf.

One possible but doubtful OHG instance is cited by

Farstemann.

Eofor----------This genuine Norse name appears in ON,

OSwed, OIcel as well as OHG sources.
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Eomar---------Historical AS name, but best known from

Mercian genealogy. This name seems to be entirely

unknown in ON literary and historical documents.

Eormeanc—--P—A famous Gothic king much cited in AS

genealogies, ON and ODan heroic legends, and in OHG

historical sources.

Finn--—---—«—-A name of wide currency in AS and ON sources.

It is apparently unknown, however, in OHG.

Fitela————————An uncommon heroic name found in ON as

Sinfjbtli, yet having some genuine historical

expressIon in AS place names. The names Vitale,

Vitalis may or may not be analogous.

Folcwalda-----A genuine personal name, apparently of OHG

origin. Also occurs in AS; rare in ON.

Ersawaru------ Found only in Beowulf and in OHG masculine

name Freioverus. The name is easily possible, the

element -waru being very common, the element Frea-

somewhat older, used principally in ancient genealogies

(cf. Frealaf, Freawine Wessex gen. 855 ASChr). ON

*Frdyvor is not extant.

Frascyning-—--Found only in Beowulf. This name is apparently

a coinage of the poet meaning "the Frisian King."

Froda---------Extremely well-known heroic name in ON and

ODan sources, also finding historical expression in

AS, ON, and OHG sources.

Garmund -------A genuine ON name, but also well represented

AS and OHG sources. In ODan sources, Vermund or

Wermund is much more prevalent than the Beowulfian

Garmund.

Gaat----------Well-known name in ON, OHG, AS sources; less

frequent in ODan. Appearing frequently in ancient

genealogies, it is both a historic and heroic name.

Grendel -------Only appears in Beowulf and in AS place

names. This mythological name is apparently

exclusively AS.

Gublaf--------A genuine ON name, but very rare in OHG and

AS sources, occurring only in the Finnsburg Fragment

outside of Beowulf in AS.
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Hareo---------Appears to be an Anglo—Germanic name, with

many occurrences in AS but more in OHG. Naumann

(p. 180) states that it could be a good Norse name,

but analogous forms are comparatively rare in Northern

documents.

Habcyn————————Naumann states (p. 180) that Habcyn could

really be placed with ON Hobkubr. Hao- as a name

element occurs relatively frequently in AS sources

(52 entries in LVD), but —cyn is extremely rare as

a second element.

Halga---------An extremely well-known, extremely popular

ON name. Numerous occurrences in AS, OHG, and

especially ODan and ON sources.

Hama----------Apparently an Anglo—Germanic name, although

also occurring in ODan sources (chiefly Saxo). ON

Heimir may also be an analogous form.

Healf-Dene--—-Another extremely well-known, much-used ON

name. The name occurs repeatedly in Northern

genealogies, expecially Norwegian kings’s lists.

Numerous instances occur in AS and especially in

ODan and ON sources; extremely rare in OHG.

HeardrEd------An Anglo~Germanic name frequent in AS and

OHG sources. The name is extremely rare in

Northern areas, being extant only in the appellation

of Norwegian king Haraldr Harbrabi.

Heapolaf------Extant only in AS (Beowulf) and in OHG. The

haOu-, heaOu— first element 18 very common in AS

(80 entries in LVD), while the second element ~laf

occurs relatively rarely.

Hemming-------A genuine ON name, frequent in ON and ODan

sources, less common in AS and OHG. Most AS citations

may be of Northern origin.

Hengest-------A name much cited in AS historical sources,

extremely rare in OHG, appearing only once very late

(1092). It is not extant in Norse sources.

_Heorogar------An Anglo-Germanic name, not frequent in AS

but well-known in OHG. ON dergeirr is not extant.

Heorot-—------A name found frequently in AS place names.

Heoroweard-cn-A heroic name, well—known in ON and ODan.

The name appears in OHG (frequently) and AS (infreo

quently) as the name of historical persons.
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Herebealde—«aaAnother AnglosGermanic name occurring

frequently in OHG, somewhat infrequently and generally

early in AS. Not extant in ON.

Heremada-«~~--Found in ON, OHG, AS but not in ODan sources.

Though the name is basically heroic, appearing in

many AS genealogies, it was also borne by historical

persons.

Hererlc—n-----A genuine Anglo-Germanic name, but unknown

in Norse areas unless Harekr is an analogous form.

Hildeburg—————An Anglo—Germanic name, frequent in OHG,

infrequent in AS, not extant in ON or ODan sources.

Hnaf----------A genuine ON name, appearing also in ODan,

OHG, and AS sources.

H5c-----------Appears in AS sources primarily: infrequent

in OHG, rare_in ON (two references). Place names

containing Hoc abound, in AS especially, and in ODan.

Hondsciah-----Found in Beowulf and in AS and OHG place

names.

HrEOel--------An Anglo-Germanic name appearing exclusively

in AS and OHG sources.

HrEOrIc-------A well-known ON name, frequent in ON, ODan,

OHG sources, rare in AS. Still common today in the

Spanish surname Rodriguez.

Hrobgar-------Another extremely well-known ON name, found

abundantly in ODan, OHG, ON, and especially AN sources,

somewhat infrequently in AS sources (outside of Domesday

Book which includes large numbers of Anglo-Norman

names). Still common today in AN Roger.

 

Hrodmund------A genuine ON name, also very frequent in OHG.

The name is rare, though definitely extant, in AS and

ODan sources.

Hrapulf-------An extremely well-known ON name, appearing

most frequently in ODan, ON, OHG and AS sources.

AN Radulfus, also extremely frequent in Domesday Book

and in other Anglo-Norman or late Anglo-Saxon sources,

may or may not be an analogous form.

 

Hunlafing-----An Anglo-Germanic name, extant in AS and OHG,

unknown in ON and ODan.
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Hygd—«—«-«——a—Not extant outside of Beowulf. The first

element Hygn is common in LVD (89 occurrences), even

used in two feminine names (hngryb, hygburg) but

the simplex form does not appear to be extant except

in Beowulf and some questionable AS place-names.

Hygelac——---—w0ne of the few Geatish (?) names that is well-

known in ODan sources. In AS, citations are for the

most part early; in ON, very rare and based on ancient

tradition; in OHG, infrequent and early. Only in

Denmark does the name appear very frequently, surviv-

ing to this day in the south Jutlandish names Hoglek,

Houle, Hugle, Hollesen (see Starcke p. 102).

Ingeld--------A very well-known ON heroic and historic

name, found abundantly in ODan, AS, and ON sources,

but less frequently in OHG.

Merewi5ing—---As might be expected, much cited in OHG

sources, but not extensively elsewhere. The name is

known in the North and in AS England but not extant

in ODan sources, where Charlemagne seems to be the

first Frankish king of whom they have much knowledge.

 
 

Modprybo------ If, as Klaeber and others, we accept the

reading Modbryéo wag for the MS mod pry60 wag, then

the name is extant only in Beowulf. If, however, the

name is really pryOO as Grueber and others suggest,

then we can find many analogous names in OHG, two in

ON. The Liber Vitae Dunelmensis contains many com—

pound names with the second element -6ryo (56 in all)

but ModOryO does not occur. Ferstemann cites 35

different compounds beginning with mod- and 168

different compounds ending with —pryo (OHG drud,

druda, drudis, trudis, truda, druth, thrut, etc.),

none analogous to Moddrybo. pryo as a simplex form

does not appear to be extant in AS historical sources.

 

Offa----------Found extensively throughout ODan and AS,

less frequently in OHG, infrequently in ON. Offa

is apparently an Anglian name, well—known both in

Denmark and in England, but also used in Frisia.

Ohthere-------A genuine ON name with numerous occurrences

in AS, ON, and OHG, few in ODan, sources. Also

prominent in OSwed sources. The name still survives

today as Danish Ottarr.

Onela—-—-—«—~~In the Northern form Ali, extensive occurrences

may be found in ODan, ON, OHG sources (only in Demesday

Book for AS, and these may be Anglo—Norman namesT. The

more analogous form Onila, Anila, Anulo, Analo also

occurs in OHG and in runic inscriptions. Place-names,

however, indicate a genuine Norse origin.
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OngenPEOWn—--HA famous heroic name, the corresponding but

always phonemically analagous forms appearing somewhat

frequently in ON sagas and psetry, also in AS genealoe

gies. The name also appears in ODan and OHG sources,

but, strangely, not in OSwed. There is little evidence

that the name was carried by historical persons.

6315f---------1he ON Asleifr is a genuine analog to AS

Oslaf, but the name occurs historically in England

long before the Vikings appeared. Since the name

also appears in OHG, it in all probability was

brought over from Anglia or Saxony in the AS

invasions.

Scéfing----——-A mythological name associated with Scyld,

appearing mostly in ancient AS genealogies. The

name appears in Northern genealogies as Sesef,

Seskef, Sescef, Seseph.

Scyld---------A mythological name, well—known in Northern

sources, appearing prominently in ODan, ON, and AS

genealogies. Name may also have been carried by

historical persons of Icelandic or Norwegian origin

(see data). The name Scyld is well represented in

AS place-names.

Sigemund------A well-known heroic—mythological, as well as

historical, name found extensively in ON, OHG, and AS,

less frequently in ODan. The name could have origi-

nated either in OHG or ON, but probably appeared in

England long before the Viking invasions.

Swerting------Frequent in ODan, ON, and AS documents,

though most entries in A8 are late (most occurring

in Domesday Book). The name seems to be strangely

lacking in OHG.

 

Unferb-------- (MS HVN fero, hun ferp, hunferO) The name

appears extensively in OHG and AS sources, both in

the Hunfero, HunfriO, Hunfridus, and the Unfrid,

Unfridus forms. The large number of occurrences in

Domesday Book also points to its popularity in AN.

The name, however, seems to be entirely unknown in

Northern sources (ON and ODan).

Wals----------A genuine ON name, also well-known in OHG,

but rare in AS and ODan. The name, meaning

"slaughter," is probably of mythological origin but

also appears both in simplex form and in compound

names borne by historical persons.
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WealhpEow—naaaUncertain whether OHG forms Walateus, Woladeo

are really analogous. Ordinarily wpeow asfa final

name element only appears on masculine names, Wealhpeow

being the single known exception. The ON Valpfidfr

(AS WalpEof) is not analogous, meaning "slaughter-

thief" as opposed to Wealhpeow, "Celtic servant."

Though «peow is uncommon’In AS England (found only in

genealogies and other ancient sources), this element

is common in OHG (appearing as -deo, -diu, -teo,

—thiu, etc (Ebrstemann in col. 1155-6 lists 72

different compounds), and occurs in ON (cf. Hambir).

The name Wealhpeow is very likely a coinage of the

 

 

 

poet.

Walsing-------An ON mytho-heroic name well—known in ON

literature.

Waland--------Though this mythological name occurs in AS and

in ON, its real home appears to be OHG, where the name

is both much more prevalent and borne by historical

persons.

Wiglaf--------A good AS name, also appearing infrequently

in ON as Véleifr, but very rare in ODan and OHG.

Wihstan, ------A prominent AS name also appearing in Northern

Weohstan sources (runic Vistain, ON Vesteinn). The

name may be of Norse origin, but appears to

be unknown in OHG.

Wiber—gyld----An infrequent Anglo-Germanic name appearing

only in AS and OHG. Unknown in ON and ODan sources,

although the first element occurs in the ON simplex

form Vibarr.

Woand--------Found infrequently in OHG and ON outside of

Beowulf.

Wulf----------A very frequent name in ON, AS, and OHG,

also appearing in ODan. The name appears to be

common to Germanic areas in general.

Wulfgar-------A well-known AS name, especially prominent

in AS charters. The name also occurs extensively in

OHG, but is almost unknown in early Northern sources,

appearing only in an OSwed king's list.

Yrmenlaf------Supposedly a Dane in Beowulf, but the name is

extant only in OHG outside of that work. Naumann

(p. 182) states that Yrmen— is an entirely non-Norse

theme.
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To summarize our findings, then, the names in

Beowu1f may be grouped into nine broad classifications based

on where they are extant:

Such classification points out that the Beowulf

poet drew his names from a wide diversity of geographical

origins. The implications of this become more clear when

we classify the names by tribal groups.
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If we use Klaeber's classifications according to

tribal origin, we come.out with the following results:

However,

some of the runic entries may originate in Denmark,

 

Essentially, what is clearly evident from this

classification is that the names in Beowulf are drawn from

widely different areas. In many cases, names of a partic—

ular tribe do not appear to come from the same geographical

area. In the case of the Gaats, the names of the members

of the tribe appear to be of continental origin rather than

from the Scandinavian location most scholars today accept.

The variety of geographical areas shown in the name-dispersal

of a single tribe suggests that all may not have originally

belonged to the tribe; that the Beowulf poet provided some

of his own names; or that these names have been lost and

fallen into disuse in their original areas. Still, it

brings into question the accuracy of the poet in his use

of names.
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CHAPTER III

The Digressions: History or Myth?

It is not difficult to Support the proposition that

the three main episodes in Beowulf belong to myth, not

history. Béowulf himself, who possesses most of the tradi—

tional hero's characteristic features, also acts much like

the typical mythic hero.1 Nor would any serious literary

critic maintain that a fight in which the protagonist

wrenches the arm completely off his giant opponent's

shoulder, an all day dive into an enchanted mere filled

with nicors and sea—monsters to fight a sea-witch, or a

confrontation with a fire—breathing dragon is the stuff of

history. Moreover, the epic has most all the features of

a traditional narrative, as defined by Raglan.2

Since the main plot and the hero of the epic cannot

be considered historical, it is in the digressions that we

must look for historical events, if any are embodied in the

poem. Let us then examine the digressions in order to deter—

mine whether they are likely to have been founded on histor-

ical incidents, or whether, like the main story, they are

the matter of literary invention or myth.

The Scyld Story B 26-52

Scyld's mysterious arrival as a child surrounded by

riches marks him as a mythic figure. That, along with the

fact that his name chiefly appears in ancient genealogies
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closely associated with.Obinn, Lother, Scef, Heremod, and

Skelfir, is a strong indication of mythic origin. The only

probable historical occurrence of the name unearthed in this

study appears in DN II. 199 in 1329. The Skjdldr bdndi in

Bérbar Saga'Snafellséss and the Skjoldr in Njals Saga may
  

be historical or fictional: with the sagas it is hard to

determine. In all probability, Scyld is the eponymous

ancestor of the Danish royal line, invented to explain the

title Scyldings (ON Skjdldungar) that the Danes applied to

themselves as a people.

EcngOW‘s Exile B 262-66, 959-72

EcngOw, though it is a good OHG name, appears

earliest as a heroic-mythological figure in the Voluspa

and other ancient ON poems. Named by the poet as father of

Baowulf, he more likely is an heroic interloper designed to

give the hero a more distinctive ancestry, since his name

alliterates neither with Baowulf nor with the other Wagmund-

ings, Wiglaf and Naohstan, to whose family he supposedly

belongs. His story--that he slew Heapolaf of the Wylfings

and had to go into exile as an old man—-is a dramatic one,

probably oft-repeated in a society where blood-feuds were a

kinship obligation. It also provides an opportunity for

Hr56gar to say, "Yes, I knew his father," and to show what

a generous king he had been in paying Heapolaf's wergild

for Ecgpéow. The name Heapolaf itself is suspicious, mean-

ing "battle—leaving,“ though entirely possible. Yet it is
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extremely rare, definitely extant in only one instance

outside of Beowulf. His tribe or family of Wylfings is also

possible, as Wulf seems to have been a common Germanic name.

The digression on Ecg650w's exile seems designed mainly to

give Baowulf some distinctive ancestry, with a secondary

purpose of showing Hrobgar's generosity as an ideal, though

weak, king. It also provides a ready-made introduction for

the hero at Hrodgar's court.

The Breca Incident B 999—606

The Breca incident seems to be entirely dramatic,

placed into the epic by the poet for specific dramatic pur—

pose: to point out Egowulf's prowess even as a youth. Few

critics, if any, are going to maintain that two young men,

clad in ring-mail and carrying swords, could swim seven days

in stormy seas, meanwhile slaying nine sea-monsters who

dragged one of the participants nearly to the bottom before

being slain. One youth then ends up in the land of the

Heapo—Rémas, an unknown tribe, while the other ends up in

the land of the Finns. Moreover, Breca bears a comparatively

rare name, while his father's name Baanstan is unknown out-

side of Beowulf. They theoretically belong to a tribe

called the Brondings, a tribe noted only in Beowulf and

Widsib. What the incident does accomplish, however, is to

set up a contrast between Edowulf and Unferb, showing

BEowulf's superior prowess and integrity (He was not a slayer

of kinsmen). It also points out publicly why our hero is

qualified to face Grendel; he has superior strength and has
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performed bold deeds. .This, along with his other solid

accomplishmentaeeslaying five giants, fighting in many

battlesenand his distinguished anceStry-«son of Ecgpéow,

grandson of Hrgbelenqualifies him as a fit opponent for

Grendel; only someone with these high qualifications could

hope to match the giant in battle. The incident also gives

Baowulf an opportunity to speak his "beot," committing him

more fully to the fearful task before him. He could hardly

back out after stating that. So we see that the incident

is primarily mytho-dramatic rather than being in any way

historical.

Sigemund and Fitela B 879b-900
 

The tale of Sigemund and Fitela, how they had slain

vast numbers of the giants' kin with swords and performed

valiant deeds, in addition to Sigemund's slaying of the

dragon and carrying away of the treasure, also belongs to

the realm of heroic myth, rather than history. No serious

historian equates the slaying of giants and dragons with

historical truth. Moreover, the Norse legends of Sigemund

(ON Sigmundr) and Fitela (ON Sinfjotli) reinforce the im—

pression the epic gives up. Who could seriously believe in

the historical reality of men who assume wolf form ten days

to go about killing others? (See Volsunga Saga pp. 96—7)
 

Sigemund's father too bears a somewhat questionable name——

Wals, meaning "slaughter." I suppose it is a possible

warrior name, but it has a suspicious affinity to Valhalla

"slaughterehall." The Walsings were "descendents of slaughter"
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or "kinsman of slaughter,".a not unnatural title for a

warrior tribe to ascribe to itself. The name does seem to

have been used as a Norse personal name during the settle-

ment of Iceland and later, and to have been common in OHG,

but appears to be extremely rare in AS England, appearing

only in place names outside of Baowulf. Though Sigemund is

a common Germanic name, and Fitela appears infrequently, the

purpose of the digression is to glorify Egowulf, not to

illustrate history. The tale of Sigemund slaying the dragon

and recovering treasure foreshadows Esowulf's later fight

with the dragon and his gaining of treasure for his people.

The mention of Sigemund and Fitela's slaughter of giants'

kin echoes our hero's just completed triumph over Grendel.

In reciting the deeds of Sigemund and Fitela, the scop

associates B§owulf with the highest company of ancient

heroes, a ranking that surely would have pleased him. In

addition, such association elevates both the hero and the

action to epic stature.

Heremod B 901-905, 1709b-29a

Immediately following the lay of Sigemund, the poet

goes on to contrast him with Heremod, who had been exalted

in power and strength, ranked above all men. Yet he turned

to slaughter of shoulder-companions, gave out no rings,

became swollen with anger. He was no joy to his people.

Now the name Heremad was borne by historical persons in

Anglo«Saxon and Germanic areas. However, the Heremod re—

ferred to here shows up principally in ancient genealogies
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and Old Norse.heroicemythological poems, neither of which

can be trusted very far. He is closely associated with

Scyld and Woden, generally preCeding Scyld; sometimes pre-

ceding,. sometimes following Woden. In the poem, he

illustrates how the wicked king operates: being niggardly,

killing his thegns. Hraogar even goes so far as to say

that he specifically recited the tale in order that Baowulf

might learn from it (B 1722b-29a). Like Scyld and Sigemund,

Heremod is drawn from the misty past: to the poet, his was

an ancient heroic name. His name, meaning "army pride,"

made it appropriate for the poet to associate with him a

reputation as a wicked, bloodthirsty king; thus the poet

uses him as a contrast to the behavior of Hr56gar, a more-or-

less ideal king (only lacking in strength and prowess to face

Grendel) and to warn Baowulf what to avoid when he becomes

king. (Note that there seems to be no doubt in the poet's

or Hraogar's mind that Baowulf will become king.) 80 here

again, the digressions on Heremod chiefly serve a dramatic

and thematic purpose--to illustrate how the bad king acts

and the unfortunate results of those actions.

The Story 2: Finn B 1068-1157a
 

Finn, too, is found in many very old genealogies,

both Anglo-Saxon and Norse, sometimes as son of Folcwalda,

more often as the son or successor to Godwulf. The BEowulf

poet chooses the less popular, questionable ancestor,

Folcwalda. The name Finn, both heroic and historical, finds

unusually wide currency, even showing up as an Irish heroic
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name i,e. Finn McCool. Other names occurring in the story

are} Gabldf (historical name), Hengest (highly questionablel,

Hildeburh (good OHG namel, Hnaf (a heroic, but apparently

historical OHG and ON name}, H5c (historical name), Hunlaf

(historical namel, and Oslaf (historical name). Of these,

Finn, Folcwalda, Hengest, Hnaf, and possibly H5c are names

of famous heroes of antiquity. It seems somewhat strange

that all these heroes should appear in the same story. It's

as if Davy Crocket, Daniel Boone, Paul Bunyan, Mike Pink,

and John Henry all appeared in the same episode, with Betsy

Ross thrown in for good measure. Finn, if he really existed,

was most likely the son of Godwulf, not Folcwalda, whose

name means "Ruler of the People." Hengest, too, may never

have been an historical figure; he appears in the highly

suspicious and probably non—historical portions of the Agglg—

Saxon Chronicle. Like Hoc, Hnaf seems to be vaguely remem-

bered in the Norse areas as a famous sea-king; Saxo makes

him a king of Saxony. Only Widsio and Beowulf agree on the

ancestry of Finn (Fin Folcwalding W27) and Hnaf (Hnaf (weold)

Hocingum W29), and the writers of both these works are draw-

ing from a common Anglo-Saxon tradition. No wonder, then,

that they agree. The story itself deals with the heroic

motives of conflict between peoples, the peace-weaving

princess, the blood—feud, the duty of revenge, the final

retribution. It tells of the final glorious victory on the

part of the Scyldings, a tale fitting for the celebration

in Hrdbgar‘s hall. The whole tale illustrates the futility
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of princesses as peacenweavers; as such it parallels the

Ingeld episode, in a sense illustrating the truth of the

baleful propecy at the end of that episode. Once again,

the tale is used primarily as a dramatic and thematic device,

blending in with the action of the epic—ecelebration at the

death of Grendel.

Eormenric and Hama B 1197—1201

Eormenric is perhaps the first historical figure

mentioned in the digressions. His death in 375 A.D is well

attested by Jordanes, Cassiodorus, Ammius, and others. The

story of Hama's stealing of the BrSSinga mene (ON Brisinga

men), however, belongs to legend, not history, being men—

tioned in Widsio, Deor, pibreks Saga and other heroic
  

literature. Hama has also been adopted as a Norse hero by

Saxo, in Volsunga Saga, and in ON poetry (see Thulor 1.2).
 

The story is brought up at this point in Baowulf as a com-

parison to the rich necklace Hrobgar gives Baowulf as a

reward for cleansing Heorot (though shortly after, sorrow

is renewed). The allusion thus is intended to elevate the

--worth of Hrobgar's gift, showing the great value of the

necklace by comparing it to Eormeanc's ancient and

fabulous treasure. It is not designed to prove that

Eormeanc or Hama were historical persons, or that the

incident alluded to was historical.
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Hygelac‘s‘Raid B 1202.19, 2359be68

2990e2509, 2910b$21

The initial digression on Hygelac's death (which

occurs in the poem before Hygelac dies) raises some inter—

esting problems. Hygelac fought and died against the

Frisians (B 1205bn9) yet his armor, his body, and the neck-

lace pass into the hands of the Franks. Secondly the poet

states that the Geatish people held the slaughter-field

(B 1213b—19a), which implies a Geatish, rather than Frisian,

victory (of. Anglo—Saxon Chronicle 836, 890, 893, 860,

871 etc.) The second allusion (B 2359b-68) mentions the

presence of the Hetware as well in "Fraslondum," warriors who

had no need to exult from that battle; few returned home.

Baowulf then swims back to Geatland with thirty suits of

armor, refusing the throne after his return to the Geatish

court (B 2369-79a). The third reference to Hygelac's fatal

expedition deals mainly with Baowulf's fulfilling the duties

of the loyal thegn and his slaying, again by main strength

alone, of Daghrefn the Huga warrior and standard bearer for

the Frisian king (unnamed). In the final reference (B 2910b-

21), the Franks, the Frisians, the Hugas, the Hetware and

the Merovingians are mentioned. The messenger expects

trouble with all these peoples now that Baowulf is dead. In

'this digression the poet tells us that it is the Hetware

who attacked Hygelac and slew him. Now the four accounts

do not seem to agree entirely, and each account serves a

different dramatic or thematic purpose in the epic. In the
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first account the poet.relates the further history of the

great treasure necklace presented to Beowulf, and foreShadows

the death of Hygelac. (That B30wulf actually gives the neck—

lace to Hygd upon his return to the Geatish court is not

mentioned.) The second digression occurs after the dragon’s

fire-raids, but before Edowulf meets the dragon. Here he is

reciting his past prowess, telling the story of his accession

(B 2369—79a), the story of Hrebel's tragedy (B 2935-71), and

the account of the Swedish wars (B 2379b—96, 2972-89). The

third reference is still part of this background-giving,

where he again speaks of his prowess and strength, this time

against Daghrefn, the "Huga cempan." This account, along

with the previous heroic swimming feat, can only be con—

sidered fabulous (He crushed Daghrefn to death with his war-

grip); such feats of strength and prowess are typical of

mythic heroes only. These feats are similar to Hercules

crushing two great snakes in his cradle or Davy Crocket

wrestling a bear as a baby. Even Sergeant York did not

crush his opponents to death. The final allusion serves as

a prophecy of future conflict between the Geats and the

Frisians, Franks, Hetware, and Hugas now that the Geats

have lost the people's helm. Now, as Raglan pointed out,

prophecy is not history, but is in reality evidence that a

work is non—historical.3 Whether the raid alluded to

actually happened or not, the thematic and mythological

treatment of the material can hardly be cited as primary

evidence for the happening. The poet is not interested in
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recording history; he is concerned with the effect.that a

particular story has on his theme or the dramatic situation

of the story before him. If he were interested in history,

he would have written something like the Anglo—Saxon
 

"ChronICIe, a straighteforward, unembellished prose work which

itself contains many fabulous elements--the genealogies

tracing kingly lines back to Woden, or the whole section on

Hengest and Horsa, or the dragon that was reported seen

(something like our little green men and flying saucers).

The Madpr§bo Incident B 1931b-62

That the poet is using Mddpryoo as the antithesis

of Hygd, Hareb's daughter is readily apparent. Her tale

comes immediately after a complimentary mention of Hygd's

wisdom and generosity. Her actions, however, are much

unlike Hygd's; they led to the shedding of thegn's blood,

apparently on false accusation. No-one could look at her

without losing his life. As the poet states, such was not

the action of a peace-weaver. The lineage given here roughly

agrees with Anglo-Saxon and Danish royal genealogies: Offa

and Garmund are mentioned in both. Yet Garmund is named

Wermund in most genealogies (closest analogy-Guerdmund in

Nennius, para. 60); Eomar does not even appear in the Danish

genealogies, and in the Anglo-Saxon ones is named variously

as son of Ongen, AngelthEOW, and Angengeat; Hemming, a

mythical sea—king, is nowhere else connected with Offa, but

rather with the Helgi legends. The name MSdOryOO is possible

but not probable: it is nowhere else extant. Much more
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probable is 6r§60, a common OHG name (cf. Porstemann, col.

3H8). The story itself is traditional, a."fierce maiden"

tale similar to the stories of Brflnhilda of the EiEEl'

ungenlied and Queen Olof of the §aga 9f figglf ggaki. Here

it is used as a contrast to the generosity and wise accom—

plishments of Hygd, who, like WealhpeOw, portrays the role

of ideal folk-queen, gracious and generous.

The Ingeld‘Episode B 2020-2066

The Ingeld episode emanates from the mention that

Hrobgar's daughter has been promised to Ingeld, son of Froda,

in an attempt to settle a blood-feud between the Danes and

the Heabo-Bards. Baowulf predicts that the peace will not

last long-~that some old warrior will drive a young warrior

to kill one of the queen's thegns, thus renewing the strife.

Wibergyld's fall is mentioned along with the coming strife.

Now the story is somewhat paralleled by Saxo's account

(Saxo VI. 231 ff), in which Frodo attacks two Saxon kings

Hanef and Swerting, slaying Hanef and being slain by Swert-

ing. His son Ingeld marries the daughter of Swerting,

welcoming her seven brothers to his court. Starkad, an

ancient berserk, eggs Ingild into slaughtering his seven

brothers-in-law, thus avenging his father. Frotho's death.

But there are some conflicts between the stories. The

Beowulf poet identifies Swerting as an uncle or grandfather

of Hygelac (B 1203); Saxo as a Saxon king. The Saxon King

Hanef of Saxo may well have been the Hnaf, brother of

Hildeburh, leader of the Healf—Denes in BeoWulf. Wioergyld,
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whose name occurs elsewhere, appears to be a traditional

champion, being mentioned in one of the thulas of Widsio

(1. 12”). He does not show up in Saxo's account. There

seems to be some question of the authenticity of Freawaru‘s

name; while —waru is a common second element, Frea- as a

first element occurs only in very ancient names, names which

show up only in mythological poetry or ancient genealogies.

Nor does Ingeld personally avenge himself in the Beowulf

account, but a young warrior. This again contrasts with

Saxo‘s tale.

The point of the digression is not, however, to

relate history; it is to tell a tale of sentence, one which

illustrates how fragile the peace bonded by a "peace-weaver"

really is, and how easily broken. Beowulf predicts a result

similar to what we find in the Finnsburg battle-—slaughter,

revenge, alienation, and a renewal of the blood-feud.

Wioergyld is mentioned by the Beowulf poet, just as Starkad

is mentioned by Saxo, in order to elevate the tale, to make

it sound more heroic. The episode reinforces the tragic,

elegaic theme running through Beowulf as a whole—-that since

man’s life is fated to come to a dark and tragic end, he

can only bear up bravely and endure the pain and sorrow

visited upon him by circumstances or Wyrd. Ingeld is

caught in a conflict between his love for his wife and his

loyalty to his thegns. This highly dramatic conflict makes

for a good story, illustrating the choices a noble king must

sometimes make, while also supporting the overall theme of
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the work. Moreover, that the tale comes in the form of a

prophecy strongly supports the assertion that this is not

history, but dramatic literary narration, for no prediction

of the future can be regarded as historical statement. That

must deal with events that have already occurred, not

predictions of coming events. Thus the tale of Ingeld too

seem rather to belong in the realm of the literary rather

than of the historical.

The Swedish Wars B 2202-2206, 2379b-2396

2u72-2u89, 2611-2625a, 2922-2998

We have five mentions of the Swedish-Geatish wars

in Beowulf, the greatest number for any event. Indeed,

Hygelac's fall only rates four references. The first

allusion to these wars occurs in 11. 2202-06 where we are

told that after Hygelac had died and Heardréd had been slain

by the Heaoo—Scylfings, Baowulf took the rule of the

kingdom. In this case, the poet is introducing the third

main episode of the epic and first must establish that

Baowulf was king so that he, as helm of the Geats, must

face and destroy the dragon. The poet also establishes that

Baowulf has been ruling "fiftig wintra" (B 2909a), pointing

out that he is now a "frod cyning" (B 2909b), and an "eald

Epelweard" (B 2210a). The poet's intent here seems to be

to show how a very old and wise king should act in the face

of an outside threat, even if that threat were a fire-breath-

ing dragon. He must also inform his audience how Baowulf

became king, since he (Béowulf) had previously refused the

scepter (B 2373-76).
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In the second reference (B 2379b-96), we learn

that the sons of Ohthere had sought refuge in the Geatish

court and that the son of OngenpeOw gave the kingdom over

into B50wulf's hand after Heardréd lay dead. We learn

further that BEowulf aided Eadgils in gaining revenge by

depriving the king (apparently Onela) of his life. The poet

then adds that the son of Ecgp§ow had survived every "nioa"

(B 2397a), "sliora geslyhta" (B 2398a) and "ellenweorca"

(B 2399a) until he met the dragon. Since this incident

comes on the heels of references to Hygelac's fall (B 235nb-

68), and Béowulf's refusal to take the proffered kingship

from Hygd (B 2369—79a), it becomes apparent that the poet

here again is establishing the credentials of-B50wulf for

facing his mighty Opponent, the dragon. The poet is saying,

as it were, "Look here. Béowulf is no ordinary fellow: he

survived Hygelac's last battle, carrying away thirty suits

of armor, turned down the kingship, took it after Heardréd

was killed, and avenged Heardréd's death. He obviously is

qualified to fight a dragon."

The poet again refers to the Swedish-Geatish wars

in 11. 2M27-89, relating this time an earlier episode in

the wars. The occasion was Hreoel's death, a time when

foreign enemies often took advantage of a nation's temporary

vulnerability after the loss of an experienced and powerful

king. Ongenpeow's sons raided the Geatish marches near

Hréosnabeorh, Habcyn being slain in a retaliatory raid.

Ongenp30w, the ancient Scylfing, then was slain by Eofor,
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avenging Habcyn's death. Now since the Swedish historical

sources preserve no memory of any Ongenbéow, but have in his

place Egill Vendilcraca, and since Angantyr appears in other

places as a famous berserk, one must question the Beowulf

poet's historical accuracy. Here, as in other allusions,

the poet seems to have inserted a famous heroic name in

order to elevate the action. The digression comes immediately

after the tragic episode of Herebeald's slaying (B 2H35-71),

a slaying which could not be avenged, and is followed by the

account of Baowulf's slaying of Daghrefn, the Huga warrior,

by strength of arm alone (B 2u90-2509). These episodes

provide the background for two "bEOts." Here again the

poet provides Béowulf with full credentials for his "bEOts"

against the dragon: he establishes that we are not dealing

with just any old hero——this hero is a veteran of many

conflicts; he has done many noteworthy deeds. As such, he

has the right to boast of how he will face the dragon.

The fourth mention of the Swedish Wars occurs

(B 2611—25a) in reference to Wiglaf's sword--it had once

belonged to Eanmund, 5hthere's son. weohstan, Wiglaf's

father, had slain Eanmund in the raid on the Geatish court,

receiving Eanmund's armor and weapons, from Onela, even

though Onela was Eanmund's uncle. Wiglaf then inherited

this war equipment upon his father's death. The purpose of

this mention is to give the history of Wiglaf’s sword, to

prove its age and value. Wiglaf was not fighting with just

any sword—~it had once belonged to the Scylfing prince
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Eanmund. Since Eanmund had been slain about fifty years

before, the sword was both ancient and trustworthy. The

thrust of the digression is to establish credentials for

Wiglaf's sword, nothing more. Since Eanmund is nowhere

remembered in Swedish or Norse sources, the name occurring

only in AS and OHG, we again must treat the story with some

caution. But, though the story is questionable historically,

it makes perfect sense dramatically and literarily. Heroes

always possess illustrious weapons. In order for Wiglaf to

be accepted as a bona-fide hero, the poet must provide him

with such a weapon. Thus he digresses to provide this

necessary qualification.

The final reference to the Swedish wars (B 2922-98)

deals with the Battle of Ravenswood, where Heocyn was slain

by Ongenpéow, and Ongenbéow in turn by Wulf and Eofor, after

Hygelac had come to the beseiged Geats' rescue. The histo-

ricity of this account must be held in question, however.

For one thing, we can't be sure the Swedes ever had a king

Angantyr; in Northern accounts he is called Agli or Egill

Vendilkraka. In addition, he faces as enemies Danes and

Jutes, not Geats. Moreover, he is slain at Vendel, not

Ravensholt. And in some accounts the story is shifted to

Dhthere. Thus we find in ancient genealogies both Egill

Vendil-craca and 5ttarr Vandil-kraka. The episode related

here is told in connection with a prophecy that the Geats

can expect trouble from the Swedes, as they can also expect

hostility from the Merovingian dynasty, now that their
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‘people-protector Egowulf is dead. Though the episode seems

<ioubtful historically, it fills the dramatic purpose of the

poet. He is telling his audience: if you lose your king, you

can only expect trouble from your neighbors, who are just

waiting for a chance to repay you for the last time you raided

their territory. Such dire prophecies also emphasize the

importance of the hero-king Egowulf. Without him the nation

is defenseless, subject to outside attacks and all the accom-

panying miseries--desolation, death, and exile. But again,

pr0phecy is not history, and the dramatic impact of this

digression far overshadows any dubious historical value it

might have. Like Ghthere and Eadgils, Odin and Balder appear

in many genealogies, and we even have many stories connected

with their names. This, however, does not prove either their

historical existence or the truth of their stories. 80 it is

with the Swedish royal family mentioned in Beowulf. Ongenp50w

and Eanmund probably don't even belong, and the stories

connected with the rest belong to heroic legend rather than

history.

The Herebeald Incident B 2u35-2u71

The digression on the inexpiable death of Herebeald

gives the poet an opportunity to dwell on a tragic situation

in which the bonds of kinship conflict with the duty of re-

venge. Haocyn accidently slays his brother Herebeald, but

no-one can avenge his death because that would mean slaying

a kinsman. Hreoel, caught in this dilemma, finally dies of

sorrow. The incident also provides occasion for an elegiac
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poem dealing with the sorrows of a father whose son has been

lianged (B ZHHH-62a). Again the purpose of the poet is not

to relate history (though the digression does provide some

background). Instead, he focuses on the tragic situation of

Hrébel who mourns one son and is alienated from the second,

yet is helpless to do anything about his sorrow. The poem

reinforces this focus, dealing as it does with another

sorrowing father, also helpless in the face of his son's

plight.

Having reviewed the digressions, then, what can we

conclude? For the most part they are not the matter of

history, but of heroic legend. Many of the figures involved

are mythical (Scyld, Sigemund, Fitela and others); some of

the incidents are obviously fiction (Breca swimming match,

Beowulf's return from Friesland carrying thirty suits of

armor); other figures are heroic but not necessarily histor-

ical (Ecgp50w, Heremod, Finn, Ongenpeow, Wioergyld, Hengest

and others). What is noticeable, however, is that every

digression is highly apprOpriate where it appears, reinforc—

ing the meaning, elevating the action, establishing credentials,

giving needed background, foretelling future calamity. Every

digression makes perfect dramatic and poetic sense, heightening

the dramatic tension, emphasizing the "sentence" the poet is

seeking to communicate, providing the framework for a further

"beot" or prophecy, or showing the illustriousness of the

peoples or heroes the poet is dealing with. While most of the

digressions present real problems when viewed as factual or
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Iaistorical events, they present no problems when viewed as

ciramatic devices used by the poet for his particular purpose

at that juncture in the poem.

Having dealt with the digressions and examined their

connection with history, let us now turn to some other epic

poems to determine the extent they may be related to histor-

ical events and people. If they should prove reliable in

their retelling of events, it would give more credence to a

historical reading of Beowulf. If, however, it can be

demonstrated that the poets of these other epics borrowed

freely from various times and places to people their epics

and flesh out their tales, it would lend some weight to the

argument that the Beowulf poet may have done likewise. Let

us turn, then, to an epic composed relatively soon after

Beowulf, The Song of Roland.

The Song of Roland

The historical basis of The Song of Roland is derived

from a number of Frankish chronicles and other writings on the

life of Charlemagne.u The first mention of the Spanish expe-

dition occurs in the Annales Royales, a text contemporaneous

to the events. This text deals with the conditions under

which Charlemagne undertook the Spanish campaign; it was at

the direct request of the Saracens themselves. No mention

is made of any battle at Roncevaux in 778.

A later revision of the Annales Royales, made some
 

twenty-five years later, however, refers to an attack by the

Basques (Wascons) on the rear—guard, in which most of the
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Frankish leaders were killed and the baggage was carried off,

all without retribution.

Not until the Vita Karoli of Eginhard,5 circa 830,
 

do we get the chief victims. There we learn that the rear-

guard was slaughtered to the last man. In this battle were

slain Eggihard, the surveyor of the royal table, Anselm, the

Count of the Palace, and Roland (Hruodland) Prefect of the

Breton frontier. Eginhard also mentions that the deed was

left unpunished since the enemy had disappeared without a

trace.

Many other annals of the ninth century repeat or

continue the story, most of them adding no new historical

detail. An epitaph in Latin verse from fonds lat. ms. H, 841

in the Bibliothéque Nationale fixes the date of the battle.6

Referring to the seneschal Eggihard, it states that the

battle took place on August 15, and that Eggihard was buried

in the church of St. Vincent, location unknown.

Other evidence of a historical Roland remains extant;

coins bearing the name Hrodlandus, minted in 781 have been

discovered, and a charter from the year 772 mentions a certain

Rothlandus among the fidéles palatins.7 Either of these
 
 

references could possibly refer to the Roland of the epic.

But though the name Roland seems to have a historical

basis, and the rear-guard of Charlemagne's army did suffer a

defeat, the story related in the Chanson d3 Roland is largely

the product of poetic imagination. Charlemagne, a youthful

38 at the time of the event, becomes the ancient wise king,
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almost 200 years old. Anselm and Eggihard, historical

persons named by the annals, drop out of the story entirely.

To the French side are added Ganelon, Duke Naimon, Archbishop

Turpin, Oliver, Baldwin, Pinabel, Ogier the Dane, Gautier of

the Hum, Gerin, Gerier, Sanson, Anseis the Fierce, Berengier,

Engelier, Bevon, Lord of Beaune and of Dijon, Jeffrey of

Anjou, Rabel, Guineman, and Thierry of Anjou. Suleiman ben

al-Arabi, and Omayyad emir of Cordova, whom the Carolingian

chronicles mention -—al—Arabi had invited Charlemagne to

undertake the campaign to support him in his revolt against

Omayyad8 --are replaced by King Marsile and Baligrant. Added

to these supposed participants are: Algalif, uncle of

Marsile, Jurfaleu, son of Marsile, Prince Aelroth, a nephew

of Marsile, Duke Falsaron, King Corsablis of Berber, Malprimes

of Brigal, the Emir of Balequer, the Emir of Moriane, Torqis

of Tortelose, Escrimiz of Valterne, Margarit of Seville, the

monstrous Chernuble, Abisme, Climborin of Saragossa, Valdabron,

Malquidant of Africa, Grandonie, Malprimos, son of Emir

Baligrant, King Canabeus, and Torleu, King of Persia. In

place of a small rear-guard ambushed by some Christian Basques,

we are given epic battles between 20,000 French and 250,000

plus Saracens. We have further (non-historical) battles

between Charlemagne's and Marsile's forces, and later between

the French forces and those of Emir Baligrant. Charlemagne

captures Saragossa and wipes out all vestiges of paganism,

an event not borne out by the annals, where we find that

Saragossa withstood the French king's seige and that
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Charlemagne was forced to withdraw because of renewed Saxon

attacks on his empire.9

Can we then regard the Chanson d§_Roland as a

historical work? Rhys Carpenter puts it this way:

There is a remarkable opportunity for checking

epic elaboration against historical reality by

exploring the chronicles of Charlemagne and setting

them against the epic assertions of the Song of

Roland. In the medieval French poem, Charlemagne

after seven years of battle against the Saracens

has conquered all of Spain except the city of

Saragossa. Actually and historically, the situation

was quite other. Having overrun only a fringe of

the country, Charlemagne in the year 778 was

wondering what to do against Saragossa when word

was brought to him that at home in the Rhineland

the Saxons had risen in revolt. He was conse-

quently forced to abandon to deal with the situation

there. On the return march, his rear-guard was

ambuscaded by certain "Wascons" (who might be

Basques or Gascons) and in the encounter there were

slain (according to the contemporary Vita Karoli

Magni of Einhard) ngihard, that was in charge of

the king's table; Anselm, a Chamberlain of the

king's household; and Hruodland, margrave of the

Brittany Marches. The Wascons being familiar

with the country and aided by nightfall, scattered

and escaped. That is probably all that really

happened. 10

 

Vance, in his Reading the Song of Roland states:

Some scholars optimistically identify this

Hruodlandus, a Frankish chief who perished in the

incident, as the historical figure behind the epic

hero of this poem. They support this contention

with additional evidence, such as the appearance

of the name Rodlan on three Carolingian coins and

the knowledge that a certain Rothlandus, a palatine

fidelis, served as a judge in important litigations

around 772. Such is the evidence for the historicity

of Roland and the drama of Ronceval. It is most

meager and has often been hotly disputed. Finally

we know no more about the drama at Ronceval than

we know about the Trojan War underlying Homer's

story in the Iliad. Only the legend of Arthur is

more vague.11
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He further maintains:

In our uncertainty, then, we have no license to

affirm that Roland ever existed; by the same token,

we have no reason to deny, either, that a man named

Roland died in an ambush in the Pyrenees in

August 778.12

But it is LeGentil who best summarizes the extent of the

Chanson g2 Roland's historicity. In his excellent book

The Chanson g2 Roland, he asserts:
 

The poem describes Charlemagne's expedition into

Spain and the disastrous battle of the rear-guard

that marked the end of his expedition. It recalls

one of the most famous victims of the ambush. But

this is absolutely all that connects it to history.

The rest-~the essence, in our eyes--is legend and

poetry.13

And that is precisely what constitutes 99% of the

epic—~legend and poetry. From a minor skirmish to an epic

battle, from a treacherous ambush by fellow Christians to a

world-shaking confrontation between Christian and pagan

Saracen forces, from an ignoble defeat to a tragically heroic

defense against overwhelming odds and eventual total victory

by the forces of the emperor, from compelled retreat from

the gates of Saragossa to complete subjection and Christianiza-

tion of the Saracen kingdoms; these are the epic elaborations

of the poet. Names are freely added to the story: persons

originally recorded in the chronicles drop out, while other

illustrious personages suddenly people the pages of the epic.

Fictitious Saracen villains appear, brought to life by the

stroke of a pen. Details from other conflicts creep in--from

the Battle of Zalaca in 1086, from the Anonymi Gesta Francorum

account of the Battle of Dorylaeum of 1097,11+ as well as men
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and manners drawn from the First Crusade.15 Conversations

are invented, protagonists and antagonists given character,

huge armies are invented and slain, magnificent deeds are

performed by the heroic Roland and his fictional companions.

In the end all turns out well, with Charlemagne forcibly

converting the heathen Saracens and Ganelon getting his just

desserts as a traitor. The only details common to history

and the epic are the name of Roland (Hruodland) and the fact

that Charlemagne's rear-guard suffered a defeat while with-

drawing from Spain. This historical incident is transmog-

rified by the poet into something, however great or magnif-

icent it may be, which cannot be regarded as history, relying

as it does on epic elaboration, poetic invention, details

from other events, times, and places, and gross exaggeration

on the part of the poet. The historian and the poet have

different purposes—~the poet to glorify his heroes and portray

the greatness of his people, the historian to record events

accurately and objectively. Nowhere are the results of these

disparate aims better illustrated than in the Chanson g;

Roland and the Carolingian chronicles immediately following

Charlemagne's Spanish forays and the subsequent defeat of

this rear-guard.

We turn next to an ancient epic, one which many

would like to read as based on an actual ten years seige and

final destruction of the city of Troy. To determine whether

one may do so with any degree of assurance, however, one must

examine the archaeological and other evidence available to
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him. Let us review, then, what archaeology and contemporaneous

written documents have to tell us about the accuracy of Homer's

account of the Trojan War.

Homer's_Iliag--Tale of Troy

The story of Troy, like the tale of Roland, was blown

up into epic proportions by the oral formulaic poets up to

and through Homer. If we eliminate what is patently fiction—-

the actions and debates of the gods, and all the dialogue,

something which Homer couldn't have known, not being an eye—

witness-we are left with the story of a ten year conflict

and seige of Troy by the other Helladic peoples—-Achaians,

Argives, and Danaeans. Even this truncated version, however,

will not hold up under the harsh light of archaeology and

other historical records.

It appears now that Troy VIIA fell somewhere around

1189 B.C,16 a period in which Myceanaean civilization was

flourishing and the Hittite empire was coming to an end.17

Schliemann identified the archaeslogical ruins at Hissarlik

18 If Schliemannas the actual site of the historical Troy.

is correct in his identification, then Homer's tale is full

of discrepancies and inaccuracies. A closer look at both

Homer and the evidence show that Homer’s account of the

Trojan war was largely inaccurate and, in all probability,

grossly exaggerated.

To begin with, Homer's topography does not agree with

the evidence of archaeology. Homer places Troy on the Bali

Dag above the Bunarbashi springs rather than the Schliemann
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proposed site of Hissarlik.19 As Carpenter puts it:

...Hissarlik does not agree with the situation

demanded by the Iliad, which speaks of a great

walled city with streets, houses, and palaces,

rising to a temple-crowned acropolis, at an

appreciable distance from the Hellespont and

apparently invisible from it, situated across the

Scamander, with abundant springs of deep-soil

water gushing close at hand. Actually Hissarlik

is in plain sight of the Hellespont, on the

same side of the river, without any running

springs, and enclosed within its walls an area

less than five acres.

The Bali Dag, on the other hand, is large enough to have held

the large walled city Homer envisioned, a city huge enough

to have contained an extensive population and an army suffi-

cient to battle the combined Achaian, Argive, and Danaean

forces to a standstill. Unfortunately there are no ruins on

the Bali Dag to confirm Homer's conception. Instead, we

have the small five—acre walled fortress of Hissarlik,21

large enough to hold a royal family and not much more.22 The

city was not huge and high-walled; a long seige was not re-

quired; most of the populace lived outside the walls, and

thus were quite vulnerable to attack. There was no reserve

water supply, no large area for keeping animals to prevent

starvation, no real provision for a long seige.23 Thus the

war could not have taken ten years, but much more likely

was a quick raid on a relatively undefended town.

Nor was it probable that all of Greece was involved.

The large pan-Helladic army of Homer could well recall a

disastrous raid recorded on the walls of a temple at Medinat

2%
Habu in Egypt. This raid, occurring about 1190 B.C,
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resulted in a thorough defeat of the Greeks, with few ever

returning home again. Of this raid, Carpenter states:

Piecing the records together, within a few years

of each other there were Achaiwa—sha (who should be

Achaiwoi or Achaeans) and Denyuna (who sound like

Danaioi), northerners, from the isle in the sea

(which can hardly be anything but the Aegean),

attempting a great naval raid on the rich land of

Egypt, coming to grief with their land armies

shattered and their ships destroyed, and there—

after apparently scattering abroad (mainly along

the Palestinian coast) rather than attempting to

retrace their path home. With them, and with

this great but unsuccessful attack on Egypt, the

Mycenaean empire seems to have dissolved.25

Such a raid would do much to explain the disaster that struck

so many of the royal houses after the Trojan war and the

great difficulty the leaders had in returning home.

Moreover, tradition, even in the Iliad seems uncertain

26
where to place the battle of Troy. In another version of

the epic, The Cypria, two raids take place; first on
 

Teuthrania, then on Troy. The armies are collected twice,

the winds hold back the fleet twice, a sacrifice is made

twice, a local champion is defeated by Achilles twice, and the

victorious Greek fleet is twice scattered by a storm as it

attempts to reach home. As Carpenter puts it:

If in the Iliad the town where Helen is held

captive is called rather indiscriminately Troy,

Ilias, and Pergamos, and the river on which the

town walls front is called indifferently Xanthos

and Scamander, we may detect in this superfluity

of names the vicissitudes of a legend in which

traditional, and hence already legendary, names

have been tied by poets to the actual geography of

their own world, one school (shall we call it the

Aeolic?) attaching Troy and its river to Teuthrania

at Pergamon above the Kaikos, the other (shall we

call it the Ionic?) to the Hellespont at Ilios on

the Scamander. In addition to Pergamos, the Iliad
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seems to have borrowed two other place names

from the Teuthranian version. Myrina (which

in the Iliad is used of a burial mound with

an alternate and perhaps correct local name

of Batieia) was an actual place name in

Teuthrania for an Aeolic town opposite the

Kaikos mouth; near by to the south, at Kyme,

there flowed the river Xanthos.27

In addition, all the twenty—three towns which Achilles

plundered that received mention by name "lay on the southern

slopes of Mount Ida or in the level land to the south, which

adjoins Teuthrania."28 It would appear, then, that Homer

combines the two traditions, the Aeolic and the Ionic, but

that, if we can trust the evidence of place names, the

Teuthranian account is the more likely of the two versions

to have recorded the actual location of the raid in question.

There are a number of other details we can't be sure

of. For instance, Hector may not have been in the original

story. In the Teuthranian version, Telephos takes his place.29

Nor can we be sure that Helen was in Troy during the war.

There are persistent rumors that she was in Egypt the whole

time.30

In addition to these other uncertainties, Homer shows

little familiarity with the customs and culture of the

Mycenaean age in which the conflict supposedly took place.

As Whitman states:

More recent archaeologists have tended toward the

opposite view, that Homer knew nothing or next to

nothing about his professed subject matter. He

attributes cremation burial to his Achaeans and makes

no mention of the great beehive or tholos tombs

which are such a characteristic landmark of Mycenean

civilization. He has a traditional epithet-

towerlike, for a shield which can only be a
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Mycenaean body-shield; yet at other times he

is clearly talking about the round shield,

presumably of somewhat later date. He lists

iron as well as bronze as a material for

armaments in the Bronze Age, when, as Hesiod

says, there was no iron. The breast plates

and greaves worn by his heroes have been cast

out as anachronistic. He states that Agamemnon

ruled over many islands, whereas it has been

pointed out that by Agamemnon’s time, Mycenae's

zenith was passed, and her hegemony could have

included very few islands.31

Carpenter further supports this view:

...The Homeric epic fails completely to describe

the actual cities of Mycenaean culture. On the

contrary, it abounds in elements typical of the

so-called Oriental period of early classical

civilization, which immediately succeeded the

Geometric phase in Greece. There are cauldrons

and tripods, furniture with lathe-turned spindles,

women's veils, brooches and stickpins, jewelry

bearing animal designs, stained ivory, furnishings

openly declared to be importations from Egypt and

Phoenicia,temples housing cult statues, town walls

and (in the Odyssey) town plans laid out with

market place and sacred precincts.32

Moreover, Homer seems to have little conception of the

chieftain's dwellings: instead of the Helladic intricately

laid out structures with their "dog-leg corridors and complex

room blocks," he envisions a classical house, with "court-

yard, colonnaded vestibules, and inner room, with the women's

quarters in an upper story." He also fails to mention the

bright wall paintings or the beautiful glazed terra cotta of

the Helladic palaces.33 Nor does Homer seem to know anything

about the "elaborate, bizarre, sensational" Mycenaean female

costumes or the distinctive Mycenaean male costume: instead

he portrays his characters as dressed in "early classical

Greek apparel."3u
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Further, Homer portrays his Achaean warriors as

normally wearing suits of bronze armor—-crested helmet, breast-

plate, and leggings--much like those worn by the classical

hoplite. Archaeological evidence does not bear this out.35

Also, the Iliad seems to hold that the Achaeans could

neither read nor write. Archaeology shows that Mycenaean

culture was literate,36 using Linear B script on clay tablets.

Nor does Homer seem to be aware of the tremendous, all-perva-

sive bureaucracy in Mycenaean Pylos revealed by the clay

tablets.37 In the end, only the helmet constructed with boar's

teeth holds up as archaeologically sound for that period, and

as Carpenter puts it "...if that is really all that Homer knows

about the material actualities of the great Late Helladic

culture, it is tantamount to nothing at all."38

A further problem comes up when one compares the

catalogues of Book II with the Iliad version of the war.

Whitman holds that "the two Catalogs of the second Iliad must
 

be really traditional poems, though like all else in oral

poetry they were recomposed for the occasion.39 Whitman

contends that they include "a Sparta unfounded at the dramatic

date,"u0 that the "settlement at Larisa in Aeolis ...looks

suspiciously like the one founded by the migrating Aeolians

in the Dark Age; and that the Carians of Miletus and the

landlocked Arcadians ...suggest times later than the fall of

Mycenae-"ul Page also points out that "the Catalogue represents

Boeatia as it existed after the migration from Thessaly,

therefore according to Thucydides, at least sixty years after
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the fall of Troy."”2 Nor does the IIiad agree with the

Catalogue on the kingdoms of Achilles, Agamemnon or Odysseus.u

A further conflict arises in the cases of Philoctetes and

Protesilaus: according to the Catalogue, they had been in

command at the gathering of the armies, but one "had been

dead for 10 years when the Iliad begins and the other had

never come to Troy at all."u” Page states further:

The Iliad knows nothing of the Arcadians; of

the tribes in northern Thessaly; of Nireus, Pheidippos,

Antiphos, Epistrophus, Agapenor, Thalpius, Polyxeinos,

Gouneus, Prothoos. The Catalogue knows nothing of

the Iliad s Antilochus, Patroclus, Teucer. The

Iliad has numerous commanders unknown to the Catalogue:

Promachos, Orestios, Menesthios, Stichios, Pheidas,

Bias.”5

Nor does the Trojan Catalogue fare any better--of the twenty-

six Trojans mentioned, eight do not reappear in the IIiad, and

only five play any notable role--Hector, Aeneas, Sarpedon,

Pandaros, and Asios. There is no mention of such major figures

as Priam, Paris, Polydamas, Helenos or Deiphobos.”6 As Page

mentions, "the greater part of the scanty information given

by the Trojan Catalogue is either flatly ignored or briskly

contradicted by the Iliad."u7

Also serious problems arise when we examine the

makeup of the Greek fleet. The Arcadia which the Ionians

were acquainted with lay inland, having no access to the

sea. Since the Catalogue states that it provided sixty ships,

a later insertion was necessary to explain that the ships

M8
were borrowed from Agamemnon. And, it appears that "about

a third of the ships entries are of purely Ionian composition."
H9
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Denys Page in his History and the Homeric Iliad contends:

We have no reason to believe in the numbers of

ships; and the figures themselves discourage all

but the sturdiest faith. For example, the figures

for Thessalian districts (some of them apparently

not maritime) are much too high; the total of

1,186 ships is logistically absurd for a landing

in the Troad; and the numbgfis are to some degree

at the mercy of the metre.

Thus we can readily see that the Catalogues and the

Iliad present conflicting versions of the Tale of Troy. The

Catalogues, being insertions of thula-type material and there-

fore theoretically less subject to change, probably are more

accurate historically. Yet even they contradict the archae—

ological, and thus more historical, pictures of the Helladic

kingdoms existing at the time of the supposed fall of Troy.

Perhaps, like the thulas of Widsith, they incorporate famous

heroic figures and other information from the times before,

during, and after the actual events they supposedly represent.

Other difficulties arise around some of the stories

presented in the Iliad. The Sarpedon-Tlepolemus duel is re—

51
garded by many as an interpolation. Lattimore states that

"...the tales of Meleagros and Bellerophontes are not part

"52
of the story of Troy... And Phoenix does not belong in

the embassy to Achilles, as evidenced by the internal evidence

of the passage, yet he "plays the longest and most important

part..."53

In addition, some of the characters are outsiders to

the epic. Ajax Major comes from a more ancient story—-he

5”
doesn't belong in the Iliad. Theano, who keeps the keys to
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Athena's temple, bears a Thracian neme; some scholars also

argue that Paris and Priam are Thracian names.55 Alexandros

also may well be a foreigner to the epic.56 According to

Page, Odysseus did not appear in the original Catalogue: he,

like Ajax, is a later insertion. Since Meges was already

firmly established in the Catalogue, Odysseus had to make do

with what was left over of Meges' kingdom-—Ithaca, a place

of little importance; Zacynthos, unclaimed by anyone else;

"Samos" whatever that means; Neritos, Aegilips, and Crocyleaia,

all obscure and unidentifiable; and some people "on the main-

land and on the coast Opposite." Odysseus' kingdom, then,

consists of scraps collected from the right, left, and center

of Meges‘ domain. If Odysseus doesn't belong in the Mycenaean

Catalogue, he is likely to have been either a hero from before

the Trojan war, as Ajax was, or a figure drawn from folklore

or legend brought into the Trojan epic.57 Moreover, since

Priam, Paris, Polydamas, Helenos and Deiphobos are not men-

tioned in the Trojan Catalogue, we cannot be sure that they

belonged to the original story of Troy. Another difficulty

lies in the fact that most of the Trojans bear Greek, rather

than Trojan, names.58 It is true that the poet needed

cannon fodder; of the 216 Trojans mentioned, 180 are slaugh-

tered. In the absence of Trojan names given by tradition,

the poet undoubtedly had to supply some of his own, and

these would very likely be Greek, rather than Trojan, names.

But this also means that one cannot put too much stock in

the actual historical existence of the Trojan warriors
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mentioned by name.

Some later interpolations seem to have crept into

the epic. Nestor (H 332) urges his comrades to burn the

dead bodies so that the bones can be carried home when they

return. This according to Jacoby59 was an Athenian custom,

not instituted until the year 06% B.C. Hellenic custom

dictated that the fallen be buried in a polyandrion on the
 

battlefield. The practice Nestor refers to is unknown to

Greek epic; it is even unknown to Greek history until the 5th

century B.C. As Page points out, "Thucydides has proved to

us that the Speech of Nestor was not included in the Iliad much

if at all before the end of the 5th century: now we learn that

this part of it cannot have been composed until (at earliest)

60
N

 

a little before the middle of that century. If that is so,

this speech of Nestor must have been added long after the

original composition of the Iliad.

Though we are not given all the history of Achilles

in the IIiad, when we consider the different folk-tale motifs

associated with him in other sources, he looks suspiciously

like a mythical, rather than historical figure. Born of the

sea goddess Thetis, he comes from a non-Achaean and mythical

race--the Myrmidons. He is reared and educated by Cheiron

the centaur, a mythical creature. He, like Sigfried, has

only one spot of vulnerability. Like most heroes, only he

can handle his father's spear (cf. Beowulf in the underground

hall, Odysseus and his bow, Sigurd and his father's sword).

He receives his magic armor from Hephaestos, and immortal
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horses from his father. He is the greatest of warriors,

conquering all before him, generally engaging in single

combats. Like Sigfried, he understood the Speech of animals

(his horse), and later is slain through his one vulnerable

spot, leaving a treasure (his armor) which causes strife to

those who receive it.61 Nestor, too, looks suspiciously

like a type-~the old, wise king who dispenses wise advice,

but, like Hrobgar in Beowulf, stays out of the forefront of

battle, leaving that to younger, more impetuous fighters

like Ajax, Patroclus, and Achilles.

What, then, is historical about the story of Troy as

related by Homer? Lattimore states in his introduction to

the IIiad:

This war may not have been much like what we

hear about: it may not have been a ten year's

war, it may not have been pan-Achaian in scale,

it may not have been waged against Troyé and it

may have been a defeat, not a victory.

Rhys Carpenter puts it this way:

What then is left of our Trojan story, if we

cannot locate the true Troy of saga either on

Hissarlik or on the Bali Dag? We shall have to

eliminate as fictitious most of the play of

battle, all the local topographic color, the

epic tropes and commonplaces the chivalresque

ornament and incident. Drastic as this is, it

does not leave us entirely empty-handed. There

remains the insistent tradition that the main

power of heroic Greece gathered and took to the

sea for a great and distant exploit, that it

landed on a hostile coast where it maintained

a precarious hold against obstinate resistance,

that an alliance of native forces set fire to its

ships, that (perhaps) plague decimated its numbers,

that the success of its efforts was at least

so doubtful that in the end, instead of

establishing their power and holding the hostile

land by conquest, the invaders took to their

remaining ships and dispersed, and that
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disastrously few of the original band ever

returned to their native land. Shall we say that

this, the persistent and irreducible minimum

of the Troy legend, must be true?53

Denys Page holds that the great kings were historical; that

they "lived in Mycenaean Greece and fought the Trojans."

However, "the wrath of Achilles, the death of Patroclus,

the combat with Hector, in brief, the framework of the story

and the detail of its episodes, —-let all this be imaginary,

as most of it surely is..."6u

Cedric Whitman contends:

The bards did not hesitate to conflate times

and stories and Homer's materials come from any

and all periods which precede him, some being of

Mycenaean or earlier origin, some from the Dark

Age after the fall of Mycenae, and some from

the poet's own time in the eighth century.65

If we cannot locate the epic for certain in Hissarlik on the

Hellespont; if we can't be certain that the pan-Helladic

invasion of Egypt is not the true source of much of the legend;

if we are not certain there was a war, not merely a piratical

raid of one neighbor on another; if we can't ascertain that

Hector, Priam, Paris, Odysseus, Ajax and other characters

were really there; if we cannot be sure which is correct, the

Catalogues or the Iliad itself; if Homer shows a complete

misunderstanding of the customs, dress, and culture of the

Mycenaeans; if the principle hero of the epic is surrounded

by folk-tale motifs; if the poet draws his material from

before, during, and after the actual event; then the epic is

on shaky historical grounds indeed. Even the names of the

great kings may be questioned--whether they were
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contemporaneousu-whether they actually ever existed. Rhys

Carpenter aptly sums it up:

And so all manner of unrelated material finally

comes together under the collective focus of the

epic vision. Pre-Hellenic Hissarlik-—so its most

recent excavators tell us--was twice destroyed in

the Helladic epoch, once by earthquake and once by

Thracians (or similar northern invaders) from the

Danube; but no evidence has been found for any

destruction at the hands of Greek mainlanders.

How should there be such evidence if Troy (by any

chance) was really the name of the Etruscan home-

land in Aeolis and the naval expedition which

brought the Mycenaean empire to ruin actually

spent itself far away at the mouth of the Nile?

History is history, and oral epic is oral epic:

we shall gain nothing by mistaking the one for

the other.55

Next we turn to two epics, one Norse and one German,

written considerably later than Beowulf, but dealing with

some of the same traditional and mythic matter. The Volsunga
 

daga and the Nibelungenlied both relate tales of the Volsungs,

the saga including Sigmundr and Fitela, Helgi and Sigurbr,

the German epic including Sigfrid (not mentioned in Beowulf)

and Eormenric. But it is their handling of the stories and

the veracity of their accounts that is pertinent to this

study. Let us examine their treatment of events, then, to

determine how close to the line of historical truth these two

writers have hewn.

Volsunga Saga and Nibelungenlied-The Story of Sigurd
 

At first glance the Niberlungenlied67 may seem quite
 

historical--within it are contained the names of such histor-

ical figures as Dietrich of Bern and Attila the Hun, along

with the Burgundian Gundaharius, and Gislahari. The tribes
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mentioned in the epic—~Saxons, Danes, Burgundians, and Huns--

are all amply recorded in the chronicles and annals of the

middle ages. Even the geography of the epic, for the most part,

rings true. A closer examination of the evidence, however,

reveals some startling instances of anachronism, non—contempo-

raneity, and manipulation of the facts.

To begin with, we can discount all the dialogue,

characterization, and pr0phecy contained in the work as non-

historical since the poet couldn't very well have known these

things. In addition, the use of the supernatural--Brunhilda's

tremendous strength, the cloak of invisibility, the cup of for-

getfulness, the giants and the dwarves guarding the Niblung

treasure, the wounds that bleed in the presence of the murderer-

can be discounted as fiction. Moreover, all the paraphernalia

of the church-—the masses, the duties of religion, the offerings

for the soul's repose, the baptisms, the priests, monks,bishops,

and chaplains-—must be discarded from the story of a pagan

German tribe of the 5th century. Nor can all the medieval

courtly rituals and customs be regarded as part of the original,

early middle ages tale. The great interest in rich furs,

lavish clothes and jewels, magnificent gold—adorned armor;

the medieval values of prowess, largesse, and merci; the
 

medieval concept of courtly love; the tournaments and the

chivalry-—all these belong to the late medieval world of the

12th and 13th centuries rather than the earlier tribal society

of the Germanic peoples. Nor can the stupendous numbers of

slain given by the poet be trusted: certainly 10,000 plus
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Burgundians and 12,000 plus Huns were not slain at the

mythical battle of King Etzel's (Attila's) court.

When we turn to the more historical matter, the story

isn‘t much different. Gunther and Giselher, princes of the

Burgundian court, appear in the Lex Burgundionum as Gundahari

68

  

and Gislahari. The remainder of the royal family--King

Dankrat, Queen Uta, Prince Gernot and his sister Kriemhild--

are inventions of the poet. Sigfrid (Sigurbr in ON sources),

son of Sigmund, who derives his ancestry from the mythical

Volsungs, arrives at the court, ultimately winning the hand

of fair Kriemhild. His death through the treachery of Hagen

and Gunther motivates the later destruction of the Burgundian

nobility at the court of Etzel (Attila the Hun). So far the

story could be basically true: the Burgundians were all but

69
wiped out in #37 A.D. Attila lived until ass. However,

the chronicles tell otherwise. The battle in question did

not take place at Attila's court; rather it was a raiding

band of Huns that annihilated the Burgundian king Gundaharius

70
and all his followers in u37 A.D. The alleged Burgundian

victory, albeit a Pyrhhic one, was in actuality a disastrous

71
defeat. Nor was the battle motivated either by desire for

revenge or Nibelung treasure: it was actually brought about

when the Burgundians revolted against the Roman governor

‘Aétius. Within two years they were destroyed by the fearful

72 Attila, the

73

Huns, who acted at the behest of the empire.

famous king of the Huns, was not present at the battle.

Theoderich (better known as Dietrich of Bern) appears
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in the epic as a courtier and vassal of Etzel. After the

slaughter and final decimation of the warriors of both Etzel

and Theoderich, they are portrayed as weeping together for

their fallen nobles. Yet we are informed by the Latin chroni-

cles that Attila (Etzel) hemorrhaged and died on the night of

7a
his wedding with the German princess Hildico in H53 A.D.,

while from other equally reliable sources we learn that

Theoderich was not born until the following year, “Sh A.D.75

Thus they were not contemporaneous at all, nor could they

have ever wept together over fallen warriors.

Another historical personage who might be identified

with a Nibelungenlied character is Brunhilda, wife of the

Austrasian king Sigebert. Gutman informs us that:

...Sigebert, King of Austrasia, the easternmost

part of the Frankish lands, which had Metz as its

capital ...took to wife a Visigothic princess named

Brunhilda; his arms were victorious against the

Avars, Danes, and Saxons, and it was told that he

uncovered a hidden treasure. In 575 he fell to 76

assassins dispatched by his sister-in-law Fredegond.

He further contends:

It is certainly possible that elements of King

Sigebert's career eventually became part of the story.

The rival queens, Fredegond, Sigebert's murderer,

and his widow, Brunhilda, fanned many internal

conflicts. In 613 Brunhilda at three score and ten,

finally met a ghastly end on a flaming pyre when

the Frankish nobles, incensed over her murder of

ten members of the royal dynasty, condemned her to

three days of torture and the humilation of being

led through camp on a camel; she was then torn by

wild horses and her remains given to the fire.

The story is strongly reminiscent of Kriemhild's in the

Nibelungenlied.

Another actual person, this time from the 10th century
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seems also to have been incorporated into the epic.Ryder notes

the "...pleasant but gratuitous introduction of BishoP Pilgrim,

brother of Queen Uta. In point of fact, there was a Bishop

Pilgrim of Passau in the tenth century, and his prominence in

the poem may be connected with the destruction of the cathedral

of Passau in the great fire of 1181, and the subsequent open-

ing of his grave, with attendant miracles."78

Ryder also notes a number of works that "have left

substantial traces of their influence." He cites:

...the epics of the courtly poets Heinrich von

Veldeke and Hartmann von Aue, a number of Provencal

works, King Rother, the Alexander story, several

fairy tales, Les guatre fils Aymon and the Aiol

Russian tales-3f the Czar who WlnS his love through

another's help, the German—Latin Ruodlieb,

Scandinavian stories, the Chanson dd Roland, and

Aeneid. To these, says Panzer, we may add at

least two or three specific events of contemporary

history.79

 

This then, is the matter of the Nibelungenlied, a
 

pastiche of historical persons, mythical and heroic figures,

elements of other tales and epics, spiced with a generous

portion of dialogue, description, and characterization set in

an entirely medieval world reflecting courtly love and chivalry,

medieval Christianity, medieval customs and dress. The poet

draws his characters indiscriminately from the nth, 5th, 6th,

and 10th centuries, mixing them with heroic-mythical figures

like Sigurd, who may be of much greater antiquity. He sprinkles

his epic liberally with heroic names like Hildebrand, Walter,

Sigmund, Hagen, Folker, Brunhild to raise the stature of the

work. As in other epics, all the heroes are present. To the

fifth century tragedy of the Burgundians, he welds a tale of
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love and revenge, drawing the ON hero Sigurd and the valkyrie

Brunhilda to people his epic and provide the inciting motiva-

tion. This collage of events and heroes is then set into the

12th century world of the courtly romance——a world of courtly

love, chivalry, and medieval Christianity-—a world where

prowess, largesse, merci, and gentilesse are juxtaposed against
 

 

the pagan notion of the blood feud--a world where lavish

garments, magnificent jewels, rich furs, brilliant Arabian

silks, and costly, gold-decorated armor are much valued. How

much of the tale is actually historical? Only the name of

the king slain--Gunther—-the name of the tribes-~Burgundians

and Huns--and the fact of the national disaster suffered by

the Burgundians may be regarded as truly historical. All the

rest is the result of poetic invention, accretion to the

story, epic exaggeration, and adornment of the tale.

The Volsunga Saga, on the other hand, retains two of

the names which the Nibelungenlied has lost--Giuki (Gibeca of

the Lex Burgundionum) and Guthorm (Godomar of the Iaa_§dg-

gundionum).81 Moreover it retains much more of the Norse

"blood and guts" spirit——a spirit of revenge and harsh deal-

ing toward the slayers of blood-kin. We find Sigmund cold-

heartedly slaying the two sons of Signy and King Siggeir at

her behest when they proved unfit to avenge the death of

Volsung. Sinfjotli, the son of Sigmund, just as coldly slays

the later children of Signy and Siggeir, while Signy, having

accomplished revenge, stoically steps into the burning hall

to die with her husband. Later in the saga, Gudrun
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cold-bloodedly slays her sons by Atli, serving their roasted

hearts to Atli and using their skulls as drinking cups in

retribution for the deaths of Hagen and Gunnar her brothers.

In addition, Volsunga Saga incorporates much more of
 

the supernatural: Odin brings a sword, thrusting it hilt deep

into the oak tree in the center of Volsung's hall; Siggeir's

mother takes the form of a she-wolf to slay and devour all

the sons of Volsung; Signy changes semblance with a witch to

seduce her brother Sigmund; Sigmund and Sinfjotli take the

form of wolves to kill and rob passersby; Sigmund uses a

magic herb to heal the badly wounded Sinfjdtli; Andvari, a

dwarf, takes the form of a pike, Otter, an otter, and Fafnir,

a dragon; Sigurd, on tasting the blood from Fafnir’s heart,

understands the language of the birds; Sigurd takes on

Gunnar's semblance to woo Brynhild; and both Sigurd and

Gudrun are given a magic potion bringing (a highly selective)

forgetfulness of the past. Also the saga makes repeated use

of dada SE machina with Odin appearing to bring Sigmund's

body away, and inform Jormunrek how to slay the brothers of

Swanhild, Hamdir and Sorli. The prophetic dreams of

Brynhild, Gudrun, Kostbera and Glaumvor may also be regarded

as part of the supernatural machinery of the epic.

A look at the names in the saga shows how freely the

saga writers drew their characters from history and mythology,

saga and folk tale. Odin, the father of Sigi is drawn from

the ranks of the Norse gods as ancestor of the Volsung line.

Sigi, whose name means victory, kills Bredi and flees to the
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land of the Huns. Rerir, another semi—mythological figure,

is supposedly the king of Hunland. Volsung, his son, really

should be the son of Volr or Valr, as his name means "de—

scendant of Valr," "son of Valr," or "belonging to the tribe

of Valr." He also is supposedly a king of Hunland, something

rather unlikely since there is no known connection between

the Norse and the Huns. Volsung marries Liod the daughter

of the frost-giant Hrimnir, engendering ten sons and a

daughter, Signy. Sigmund, the son who survives, begets

Sinfjotli by Signy, Hamund and Helgi Hundingsbana by Borghild,

and Sigurd Fafnisbana by Hjordis. The writer seems to be

trying to get a full complement of Norse heroes into the tale,

borrowing Helgi from the more traditional lineage of Halfdane

and the Scyldings. Sigurd, drawn from the mytho-heroic past,

slays the mythological Fafnir and Regin, woos the mytho-heroic

valkyrie Brunhilda, and proceeds to the more or less historical

Burgundian court. Up to this point the saga writer has been

dealing with mytho-heroic matter--stories from Old Norse poetry,

legend and folklore. With the advent of the Burgundians we

enter the historical period.

But despite the fact that the saga writer is now

utilizing names of historical persons, his tale cannot be re-

garded as an accurate account of the events of the fifth

century. As we noted before, Attila was not present at the

82 Attila's deathslaughter of the Burgundians in H36 A.D.

coming much later as it does in H53 A.D. has nothing to do

either with a hall-burning or with Gudrun: instead he dies
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of a hemorrhage in bed and his death is associated with the

German princes Hildico.83 Nor do we have any reason to place

Sigurd at the Burgundian court: Brynhild and Gudrun also

seem to be foreign to the historical happening, being drawn

from similar valkyrie tales.Bu Other intruders appear at the

Burgundian court-Waldemar of Denmark and Jarisleif. Now

(Jarisleif almost certainly recalls the famous Yaroslav, son

of Vladimir who ruled the principality of Kiev from 1019-105H85

and Waldemar the Dane could very well refer to king Valdemar I

of the Danes 11H7-1182, Valdemar II of the Danes ca. 1202-12H1,

or it could even recall the illustrious Kiev rulers, Vladimir,

son of Sviatoslav 978-1015 or Vladimir Monomachus who ruled

1113-1125 since both of these are closely associated with

Yaroslav and bear Northernized-Slavic names.86 Another

possible candidate is Valamir the grandson of Ermenrich's

successor Vithimir87 king of the Ostrogoths and father of

Theoderich.88 The name Valdemar (variations Waldomar,

Waldomeris, Woldimer, Waldmar, Waldmer, Galdemar, Gualdimar,

Walmar), however, occurs relatively frequently in OHG in the

7th-10th centuries89 so we cannot make any positive identi-

fication, though the name appears very late in ODan sources—-

not until the 12th century.

From the destruction of the Hunnish court and the

death of Atli, the saga proceeds to the story of Jormunrek,

who is known to have died in 375. Yet according to the saga

Jormunrek sought to marry Swanhild the daughter of Gudrun,

the Gudrun who, having witnessed Atli' death in H53, now must
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be some 20 years older, having three full grown sons by King

Jonakr. Thus Jormunrek who actually died in 375 is now

transported to ca. H75 to marry a daughter of Atli's widow.

An even greater shift may be seen in Aslaug, the daughter

of Sigurd and Brynhild. Sigurd, according to the saga, died

some ten years before the destruction of the Burgundian

nobility in H36 and the death of Attila in H53. Yet his

daughter Aslaug in popular tradition90 is supposed to have

married Ragnar Loobroc, a Norse sea-king who sacked Paris

in 8H5.91

The Norse saga writer, then, shows little awareness of

chronology, drawing historical names from the ch, 5th, and

11th centuries, mingling them with mytho-heroic persons of

the distant past, adding valkyries, frost giants, gods and

dwarves to the tale, placing them all in the dim twilight of

the ancient heroic past, motivating them by the dark passions

of revenge, jealousy, and greed. This tale of incest, treach-

ery, and slaughter again retains little which belongs to the

history of the Burgundian disaster; only the names Gunnar,

Guthorm and Giuki approximate the names of the Burgundian

leaders (Guthmar and Gibeca would be more accurate). The

fact that the Burgundian court was on the Rhine, and that

the Burgundians (called Giukings) had a conflict with the

Hunnish people are also reflected in the saga. All the rest

belongs to the realm of folk-tale, legend, and heroic myth.

As in other epic poems and sagas, the historical incident is

buried under increments of non-historical legend; events are
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distorted, magnified, shifted from one place to another;

other heroic figures are brought into the story; inglorious

defeat becomes magnificent victory. If one did not know from

contemporaneous chronicles the actual history of the

Burgundian disaster, he would not be able to ascertain from

either the Nibelungenlied or the Volsunga Saga a true account
 

of the events. Are these works true? Yes, in the sense that

they capture the passions and emotions that move men to action.

Are they historical? Not at all, if one defines historical

as being able to rely on the overall accuracy of what is

related. What little connection with the original events that

remains is swamped by the flood of fictional and legendary

matter added so freely to the tales in their telling and

retelling through the centuries. Great stories? Yes.

History? No.
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CHAPTER IV

CONCLUSION

What can we conclude after looking at the evidence of

historical documents, traditions in the North, name-occur—

rences and other literary epics? First, it was pointed out

that there is some reason to doubt the identification of

Gregory's Chlochilaicus, Chrochilaicho, Chlodilaichum
 

with the Hygelac of Beowulf. Secondly we saw that many

of the names are drawn from mythological or semi-mythological

origins, that other names are unknown in the areas to which

these figures were supposedly native, that the traditions

in the North, though often conflicting with other Northern

versions, also failed to agree with what the poet tells us.

Moreover, some of the poet's traditions seem entirely

confined to Anglo—Saxon sources, unknown or forgotten

elsewhere. In chapter two it became apparent that even

names within a particular tribe were taken from widely

divergent areas, often failing to appear where one might

expect to find them.

Chapter three dealt with the digressions and their

historical probability. There the dramatic appropriateness

of each digression to its place in the epic was pointed

out—-how each digression fittingly echoes or contrasts

with the action, or provides a frame work for further

dialogue or action. Again, the number of mythical and

heroic figures encompassed by the digressions is noted.
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Finally, a look at other epics and their use of historical

incidents and personages is discussed, revealing just how

freely other epic poets dealt with their matter-~which

was very free indeed.

It is not the purpose of this study to argue that no

history is embedded in epic poems, among them being

Beowulf. What does rapidly becomes evident, however, is

that in the hands of the poet the history soon becomes

buried under accretions from other tales, anachronisms,

imported heroes, exaggerations of the poet, mistakes in

chronology, and possibly some political axe—grinding.

Names are freely dropped or added; all the famous person-

ages of the past become contemporaries; stories shift

from one hero to another; heroes change nationality;

ignoble defeats become great victories; minor skirmishes

become major battles--all at the flick of a pen. All this

is then set in the world the poet knows--the customs, the

clothing, the weapons, the moral codes——all these reflect

the poet's world. The small kernal of history becomes

unrecognizable as the story is molded and remolded, told

and retold. What comes down to us, then, is so distorted

and changed that a reading of any epic as the true record

of events can only be described as precarious. The incli—

nation of most Beowulf scholars from Grundtvig on has been

to read the digressions and main framework of the epic as

history, excluding the obviously marvelous. What this

writer contends, however, is that such a reading is
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unjustified—~that only those incidents documented in other

reliable sources or demonstrably true from archaeological

evidence may be regarded as historical. What we now know

about the accuracy of Homer's Iliad, of The Song d: Roland,
 

of the Nibelungenlied, of the Volsunga Saga should warn us
 

about attributing too much accuracy to the Beowulf poet.

Eormenric was a historical person, yet few of the traditions

associated with him may accurately reflect the king of the

Goths. Arthur may have been a historical person, yet the

historical element in Geoffrey of Monmouth's account of

him is infinitessimal, and by Malory's time the original

Arthur is all but lost. About Attila we find two entirely

different traditions, one portraying him as the wise, mild,

beneficent king, the other as the scourge of the continent,

the cruel barbarous leader of slaughtering hordes. What

these examples demonstrate is that even though we can

establish the probability of someone's existence, what is

told about him must be taken cum grano salis, for it may

have little or nothing to do with the historical figure.

This, along with the non-historical treatment by other

epic poets of their matter, plus the evidence of the names

and the other evidence presented in this study, supports

the contention of this writer that the epic poem Beowulf

is composed largely of traditional, mythical, and fictional

material, and that a historical reading of the poem is

unjustified.
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
