The site of the study is a small town, population 900, and

the surrounding country with its 841 family farms, located about

fifty miles north of Montevideo, Uruguay. Intormation was collected

through the ”participantzobserver' and questionnaire techniques on

the patterns of social interaction accompanying economic exchange,

political and associational activities. Additional information on

the society was presented in order to better understand the setting

within which social change is taking place.

The research objective was the discovery and explanation of some

or the more commonly occuring ways in which the social organizations

of economic exchange, politics and associations were changing. The

changes in independent variables relevant to changes in the structure

of economic exchange relationships were found to be: favorable

prices for farm produce, increase in the number of truckers, increase

in information on market conditions and “new ideas" stating: ”farm

less, but do it better,” along with an increase in the man-land ratio.

Changes in the structure of economic exchange relationships were:

a shift from a ”star” contact-no-contact structure (a single middle-

man constitutes the only outlet for produce of a large number of

farmers) with a oneeway leadership pattern (middleman dominates the

farmer) to a decentralized contact-no-contact structure (many lesser

middlemen specialized in the marketing of certain types of farm pro-

duce) with a two-way leadership pattern.

This shift takes place largely in two ways: (1) as a result

of a relative prosperity farmers have asserted their independence

by breaking with the larger middlemen and (2) as a result of the

”new ideas” farmers have tended to concentrate on garden crOps, \

rather than field cr0ps, which are marketed almost directly by

the farmer himself.

The changes in independent variables relevant to changes in

the structure of political organizations were found to be: (1) con-

tinuation of a socialistic-type legislation which allows considerable

benefits to be distributed by the government while placing res-

ponsibility for the administration of these benefits in the hands

of lesser and local government officials and (2) the increasing

use of a ”pragmatic" ethic in politician-constituent relationships

replacing the sentimental-patriotic ethic. Under these conditions

a larger number of persons specialized in law or business find

themselves able to gain patronage for others and thus to become,

themselves, politically influential. On the local level political

”clubs" are organized less around a single leader and more around

a "team," and a strong tendency to smaller factions is evident.

Leadership still is in the hands of the political bosses.

Current changes in the social organization of associations are

less responsive to external forces and depend more upon conditions

within the town and rural area. The associations, political organiza-

tions, and economic structures are closely related. Many of the

same peeple ocCUpy prominent positions in all three.

business or become a leader in an association. The existing pattern

of oscillation of the elite fits with this pattern of sponsorship

and also with the pattern of conflicting factions or subgrOUps.

Development of the Problem. The present study attempts an

exploration of dianging patterns of economic, political, and

associational structures in a rural area of Uruguay. Uruguay, one

of the smaller Latin American republics, is located between Argentina

to the west and Brazil to the north, while frontixg on fine Rio de la

Plata to the south and the Atlantic Ocean to the east. he study

area is about fifty miles north of the Uruguayan capitol, Montevideo,

in a region of small, mixed-crop farms.1 The study area is bounded

by the political limits of the San Bautista Section.2 There are

some 4,500 persons distributed over approximately 77 square miles.

About three-fourths of'flie people reside in the open country.

In September of 1953, the investigator arrived in Uruguay to

work for two years as rural sociologist with file Interamerican Institute

of Agricultural Sciences.3 his primary task was to collect basic in-

fOrnation on the social patterns among the rural population, which

information was to be employed in the operation of an agricultural

extension program. This agricultural and rural homemdcing extension

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In genoraL, however, the iarm tamilies appear to be located

with a strong tenaciousness to their neighborhood. This can be

inferred from the data of Table I. Here it is seen that even

across generations there is residential stability of the population.

Thus although the present rural population of the Section is a

relatively "recent“ arrival it has become quite settled and appears,

as shall be seen later, to be attached to localities. The origin of

the town population appears to be similar; in fact the surrounding

rura1.area probably constitutes the source of the town population,

POSSibly a more important source than reproduction within the town

itself.

Ihe Rural Population. The forty-one farm-family sample6 is the
 

basic group through whose characteristics it is proposed to view the

entire farm population of the District. Living on the forty-one

farms were found a total of 169 persons giving a persons-per-farm

ratio of about 4.12. The distribution of number of persons per farm

is given in Table III.

Thus the four-person farm-family unit is "typical." In the

great majority of cases the farm-family is the nuclear family. In

only 6 cases relatives other than parents and children were living

on the farm.

In the age-sex pyramid of Figure 4 the small size of the sample

is responsible to some unknown extent for irregularities. One thing

appears rather clear--this is not the shape of a pyramid which one

might expect of a rural population in an "underdeveloped" country.

The pyramid of Figure 4 has a small base. The ratio of children of

less than five years to 1,000 women twenty to forty-four years of

age was 333, while for the white rural popula ion of the United

States in 1950 this ratio was 701.

The Town Population. Turning now to the town population certain
 

comparisons with the rural population are possible.

3,470 in the rural area-~giving an overall estimate of 4,463 persons

within the boundaries of the Seccion Judicial de San Bautista.

Rural Settlement Pattern. In the open country portion of the
 

Section farm houses are dispersed, even to the extent of placing

the cluster of houses and outbuildings well within the holding.

This arrangement may have its explanation in the ease with which the

farmer can reach all of his fields, but it also reflects the lack of

importance of roads. In fact, the usual modes of elf-farm transport

such as horseback and horse-drawn cart (22253:) are largely independent

of elaborate roads. In general, the farm houses are separated, one

from another, by a walk of about 5 minutes.

In certain parajes (rural neighborhoods) farms are closer together,

notably in Puntas de Pando, where the subdivision of parent's holdings

among numerous sons and daughters has reduced the average farm size.

In other parajes they are further apart. In certain cases one may

find a cluster of five or six houses around a rural store which indi-

cates usually that here there are part-time farmers who are occupied in

some more specialized occupation (e.g., grain merchant, blacksmith, or

machinery specialist) .

Recurrent Movement of the Rural Population. Covering the countryside is

a network of roads, constructed (i.e., packed down) mainly by the traffic

they'bear, with an occasional attempt to construct a drainage ditch along-

side. It would seem that a theory of "least resistance to physical movement"

could adequately explain this road system. There is considerable flexi-



bility of routes due to weather conditions. If rain has not been

extensive one route (crossing Small arroyos or cafiadas) is preferred,

‘while if it has been wet another is better. And if a bridge becomes

dangerous it may be some time before another is built, so traffic

gust find another outlet. Shortcuts frequently follow routes within

holdings, across "private" pastures and down "private" lanes.9

Associated with the "informality" of the road system are the

modes of transport used by rural families. In Table I” the relative

frequencies of motorized versus "blood traction" can be appreciated

in conjunction with some data on time-distance from the farm to the

town center.

part in processions. The social club (called Vida Nueva) of San

Bautista draws perhaps two-thirds of its total membership (about 500

thmdlies) from the rural population of the Section. Members(i.e.,

families) attend the dances and other entertainment which are held during

Carnaval (a week of street dances and entertainment early in

March) and at three or four other times during the year. Although

political activities are ecologically based more upon the local

neighborhoods, every four years the national elections and cam-

paigning are carried out on a Section-wide basis. These activities

provide for little or no interaction among the participants beyond

simultaneous attendance at rallies and voting. But they do permit

farm people to see each other, to meet each other through common

acquaintances and a sense of community belongingness does arise.

Moving one's residence from one such trade-center over to another is

probably more significant than just moving within the area.

Rural Neighborhoods. The terms, "sub-center" and "223313" (rural

neighborhood) can easily suggest a concreteness which would most cer-

tainly be "misplaced." Previously it was pointed out that the 235313

boundaries are fluid and vague. Adjacent farmers may disagree on

their affiliation to a ara'e, and frequently a person will state

that he lives between two pagajes. It was hoped, at first, that a trade

area associated with a single sub-center could be delineated and found

to agree with the current definition of 235313. But sub-centers

OOCur in a variety of forms.

say that each probably draws on some fifty to one-hundred regular patrons,

if it is recognized that many farmers frequent more than one boliche.

This agrees with the observation that there are usually about

twenty patrons in smaller boliches and as many as sixty or eighty

in the larger boliches on Sunday afternoons. The boliche-areas at

times cut across and invariably subdivide the rural neighborhoods.

A possible rationale behind neighborhood boundaries would

include: (1) common concern for the same set of roads (2) common

concern for the same school and (3) common concern for them

(soccer) team. In the three parajes where these concerns are ex-

The data of Table VII lead to some ambiguity. From the wording

Farming and Famin Life: Physical Setting. 0n almost all farms,

the "house" is in reality a set of two or three ranches. The walls

0f the 532922. are constructed either of mud, mixed with straw, of

about 10 inches thick and reinforced with posts (of wood or concrete)

or, in some cases, topsoil is cut in blocks which are piled up to

build the walls. Sometimes flattened gasoline drums are tied to the

outSide walls to inhibit rain and wind damage. The roof is thatch

of a tough and tall reed (paja brava). Each building (£31213)

measures approximately 40 feet by 15 feet and may have two or three'



 

 
 



rooms. The floor receives a portion of coarse sand mixed into the

clay to prevent sticking when wet and is usually kept both clean

and slightly lamp. Onem may be used for the kitchen and living

room while others are used for sleeping. The "living room" rancho

frequently has a porch along one side built by extending and support-

ing the roof on that side.

Furniture is factory-made and of wood; several long benches, a

table and a few straight chairs are found in the living room. The

stove in the kitchen burns wood or occasionally kerosene, ard an

outside "beehive" oven is used to bake bread. Sewing machines and

radios are optional, but widespread equipment. The radio is powered

by storage batteries charged by a wind generator. Whitewash covers

the inside walls where hang family portraits and newspaper illustra-

tions. Interiors are dark (windows are few and shaded) but cool in

the summer and at least windproof in the winter.

Around and among most clusters of ranches grow a profusion of

trees--usually an 3121313 and fig trees are present along with the

mare “commercial" eucalyptus and poplar.

To see what extent it is justifiable to talk of a "typical" farm

the tables of Appendix A may be examined.

The following information comes from the 41-farm sample drawn

frenlthe rural pepulation.of farms in the Section of San Bautista.

0f the 41 Farms:

(a) 5 had planted no corn in 1954, 26 planted some corn

but sold less than half of that produced, while 10

sold more than half;

(b) 2) had wheat (all wheat is sold), 21 did not;

(0) 22 sold garden-type produce (tomatoes, onions, squash,

garlic, etc.,), 19 did not;

(d) 20 had crops such as potatoes, flax, or broomstraw, 21

did not;

(e) 1 had no cows, 11 had one cow, 11 had 2, 6 had 3, 4 had

4, 8 had more (5 sold some milk, the rest did not);

(f) 22 sold no pigs (although only 4 did not have pigs), 1?

sold lechones (suckling pigs) and 2 sold full-sized pigs;

(0) only 1 had no chickens, 26 sold eggs to EEEEEEEEEEE

(peddler) and 13 sold to stores (1 gave no response to

this question).

Does the consideration of a "typical" farm destroy much of the

Variability found among the farms of the Section? Looking at the

distribution of farm size in hectares of Table XXI of Appendix A
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only a slight tendency.12

In visiting the farms themselves one notices differences in the

external and internal appearance of houses, in the arrangement and

assortment of tools, out-buildings, trees and flowers, etc. From

these appearances one can construct13 an image of a "good farm and

a "poor" farm. Tenure status may have an influence over the material

sector of the style of life. This is supported by Roy A. Clifford's

report (51)14 on data from the Second Urban Section of Florida (the

Chamize-Fray Marcos Section) where owners have more radios, more cars,

and more trucks, tractors, and planters than the renters.

Farming and Family Life: Levels of Living. Unfortunately,

data were not collected in questionnaire fashion on level of

living items. It is suspected that considerable homogeneity

would be evinced with respect to the house-type furnishings

and garden surroundings as described above. Women's and children's

clothing is quite standardized (this, however, may be a result of a

foreign male's viewpoint). The men's clothing is more variable. A

Sanitary facilities are not elaborate. Bathing in the arroyos

is common in the summer; trip showers are used; but probably the most

common way of washing is with buckets of water. A small stand of

Egg (a non-sugar—yielding variety of sugar cane) is the usual provi-

sion for privacy during elimination. The insides of the ranchos are

swept frequently. In most of the tool sheds one finds an accumulation

of odds and ends but the grounds are comparatively well picked up.

These practices are, however, quite variable.

Farm Family Daily Cycles of Activity. The diurnal round of

activities on a summer's day starts at 5:00 A.l-I. or 5:30 with the

feeding of the livestock (man's work) interspersed with drinking a

few mates.

After lunch, they sleep an hour

of siesta and at 2:00 PM. are back in the fields. From here on the

pattern seems to break down. Sometimes they cease work around 4:30

for a sandwich (bread and cheese, say) at other times they work until

Sunset; then back to the ranchos, take care of the animals then sit

in the kitchen and converse over a few mates until dinner. They go

to bed almost directly after dinner.

The women's housework is, as far as could be determined, much

the same as in the farm regions of the United States.

In these times the farm family rises later and retires

earlier-«does not take a siesta--and activities include any number

of odd jobs: fencing, cornhusking, machinery repairs, building (con-

struction and repairs), etc. Planting of wheat is done in July or

August and of corn in. October and November. In general, farming is

a continuous operation made possible by the almost sub-tropical

Climate, but inhibited by the irregularly Spaced rains.

Farm Family Life history. A courtship vfnich ends in a marriage

frequently consumes about three years. The couple are usually from

within the same or neighboring Eajes. The man visits the woman on

Sundays and/or Thursdays. They attend dances, school benefits, ffitbol

games, etc. The average ages at marriage are shown in Table VII. It

is apparent that marriage is postponed until a relatively advanced age.

This is customary, and is probably supported by the fact that the man

attempts to arrange to have his own farm and house before marriage.

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Establishment of a household and maintenance of younger children

requires intensive production and restricted consumption during the

first ten years of married life. After this period, upon the matura-

tion of the sons, there appears a tendency to expand the farming en-

terprise.15 This is done by moving to a larger farm.and/or renting

more land. This pattern may be associated with the fact that the younger

heads of household were less likely to be connected to the Insti-

tute's program of agricultural extension. Their activities appeared

to be greatly restricted because thqy13ere producing on a limited

size of farm fer a rather heavy burden of needs.

Following this period of expansion there is a tendency to de-

crease or contract the farm enterprise.

The guiding criterion of his actions is the goal of providing all

farmers with a minimal livelihood and in particular of preventing

excessive profits to go to certain farmers as a result of capricious

internal markets, and of preventing excessive misery to farmers

hit by capricious weather conditions.21

It is true that policy is determined in coffee shops and through

non-official Contacts. Personalities play a large role. But it is

equally true that the avenues of influence are so numerous that a man

with a grievance will be granted a hearing somewhere. Because of the

fact that the agrarian policy is being changed from a restrictive to

a service policy and that now even small farmers arezreceiving atten-

tion, such grievances can be expected to increase.

The effects of a policy on levels of living and levels of pro-

duction are crucial features to be debated.22 Also great attention

is paid to the specification of details (in the wording of executive

decrees, for example). This attention may represent the handiwork

of inspired subordinates who frequently do such busy work.

In many instances the farmer has been

examined separately-—in certain cases because his is the dominant

viewpoint while in others because he plays a representative role for

the farm family. insofar as primary emphasis has been placed on

production activities this is even more justifiable. but when both

the consumption as well as the production activities are to be con-

sidered, the role of the housewife deserves greater mphasis.

The close connection between consumption and production has been

emphasized and the general fact that decisions are made in the pre-

sence of a combined criteria sho¢ld be recognized. There is a branch

of farm production, however, more intimately tied to consurption than

the others--this is poultry production. Poultry prodnction is to

a great extent under the control of the farm wife and she uses the

proceeds to buy small dry goods items from the mercachifle (peddler).

doctor. These lesser caudillos are specialists in distinct phases
 

of the favor-dispensirv work of the local organization. They form aS

quite effective "team", although they act in a somewhat less-than—

harmonious fashion.

How these men came to be active in political affairs seems to

need little explanation. There is only one storekeeper in the town

who is not highly active in politics. ‘Eis is the case which requires

xplanation. Lzsiness and politics not only can be mixed but it

appears that they must be nixed. Here there is undoubtedly a strong

set of expectancies among the clients of businessmen which tend to

involve the businessmen in extra-economic affairs. Even the business-

man who attempts to watch only his cash register soon becomes

conscious of the necessity of providing other services in order to

maintain and especially to attract clientele.

Besides the businessmen, the three other persons have occupa-

tional roles which represent both a product of and producers of politi-

cal activity. The employee of the Junta Local is undoubtedly a politi-

cal appointee. Even the nedi0al doctor is subsidized by the Ministry

of Health to treat charity cases and sach a subsidy requires some
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gyerview ofiuthe Thesis. The objective of the preceeding develop-

ment has been to analyze or explain certain changes in the structure

of economic exchange relationships and changes in the social organiza-

tion of political activities. Specifically. attention was focussed upon

the changes in two aspects of social organization: (1) the nature of

the Contact-no-contact structure and (2) the distribution of leadership.

There appears to be some empirical relationship between these two

aspects. The "star" pattern of the contact—no-contact structure is

associated with a "one-way" pattern of leadership, while the "non-

centralized" contact-no-contact structure goes with the "two-way"

leadership pattern.

In order to explain this association and also to explain current

trends in these aspects of Social organization at the Section-wide

level of integration the analysis focussed on changes in pair-

relationships. Certain of these chanpes, which are called "Paths,"

tend to bring the structure toward the star with one-way pattern while

others move it in the non-centralized with two-way pattern. On

balance, the latter changes are more numerous at present and this

Condition appears to have a fairly long history.

The explanations of these changes occuring in pair-relationships

conform to a familiar theoretical model. Something happens outside

the pair-relationship. This something happening may be seen as a
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modification in the conditions of action of the relationship or, saying

it in another way, as a modification in the functional environment of

the system. On the other hand something may happen inside the pair-

relationship. This may be seen as a modification in the cultural

standards which are "used" or drawn upon to organize the relationship.

'=ts viewed as a change in the independentThe "something happening'

variables which are defined in terms either of the functional environ-

ment or of cultural standards.

It is hypothesized that certain changes in the independent variables

lead to certain changes in the nature of the pair-relationships. Two

kinds of effects or changes in the pair-relationships were of central

interest: (1) breakdowns of existing relationships and the formation

of others, and (2) changes in the distribution of leadership tasks in

the pair-relationship.

In order to show that certain pair-relationships may be expected

to break down, or to form, or to shift leadership tasks under the

influence of certain changes in the independent variables, the pair-

relationship should be viewed as a social system. Being a social

system implies that the relationships will tend to change in the direc-

tion of attaining adaptiveness.

The individuals of the pair-relationship become committed to the

accomplishment of certain tasks through acceptance of the common culture.

In some cases a change in the independent variables brings about a

change in the tasks to which the pair-relationship is committed. Under

certain social arransements the pair-relationship may perform tasks

more efficiently than under other social arrangements. Thus it is

Summary of Chapter III, Participants and Pair-Relationships in
  

Economic Structures, and Chapter IV, Area-udde Economic Structures and

Structural Change. In Part I of Chapter III the problem was essen-
 

tially that of delineating the nature of the farm families. Certain of

the more basic cultural standards drawn upon by these units in their

social interaction were described. The standards were conceived to be

responsible for the relationships between outside happenings and the

reactions of the farm families. The cultural standards define the

"transfer function" of the farm-family unit.

Identifying titles of these cultural standards important to the

analysis are:

(l) Orientation to low-pressure enjoyment,

(2) bluffing and honesty,

(3) Evaluation of personal traits,

(4) Orientation to fixed standards of living,

(5) Orientation to fixed standards of working the farm,

(6) Specific norms of the farm-family units viewed as input-

output relationships:

Inasmuch as a brief summary of Chapter II was included it will

not be necessary to recaoitulate the discussion of "Background."
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a. Characteristic reactions to changes in land holding,

b. Characteristic reactions to changes in labor supply,

c. Characteristic reactions to changes in capital utilized,

d. Characteristic reactions to changes in technological

knowledge.

Some idea of the Specific standards which appear to be valid guides

of action was gained in spite of scanty data. The variations from

farm-family to farm-family with respect to the differential standards

embraced were indicated. A similar investigation of cultural standards

was carried out in Part II of Chapter III for the middleman units. The

basic process of becoming a middleman was also outlined.2 And a pattern,

"the natural life history of a middleman," was discovered. Finally,

"strong" middlemen were compared to farmers along the other cultural

standards. The role of "lesser" middleman was treated in a way similar

to the above.

In Part III of Chapter III a description of typical pair-relation-

ships was provided. The culturally defined committments of the units

to these relationships were given. That is, certain tasks of the pair—

relationship were outlined. Maintaining the farm-family's standard of

living was a most important one of these. Possibilities for the

profit of the middleman were to be realized only after this committ-

ment had been satisfied.

In Chapter IV the reactions of pair-relationships in the face of

certain changes in the outside conditions or in the functional

environment of the pair-relationship were explored. There are certain

rather widespread types of changes. In some portions of the structure

of economic exchange relationships, breakdowns of pair-relationships

are taking place, while at other points, pair-relationships are forming.

The same observation applies to the redistribution of leadership tasks.

As farmers become more prOSperous they become more independent.

This overly simplified statement summarizes one type of change or, as

it was termed in Chapter IV, one Path (Path I). Increased prices for

wheat and other produce have increased income to the Section. Greater

income has allowed the farmers to avoid indebtedness to middlemen and

has thus released them from one of the restraints built into this rela-

tionship. Being thus "released," the relationship tended to follow

certain cultural standards which Support a breakdown of the tie between

farm families and the larger scale middleman.

The breakdown of the strong middleman-farmer pair-relationships

was frequently not only a "negative" reaction, but also involved move-

ment toward another type of pair-relationship, that of the lesser

middleman-farmer. Conditions which favor the increase of lesser middle-

men were found to be similar to those which led to the breakdown of

the other pair-relationships. And, of course, such breakdowns and

formations are themselves mutually reinforcing.

Changes in conditions other than those occuring in the extra-

Section markets for farm produce were also considered as independent

variables. The combination of land pressure with a set of new ideas

in farming placing emphasis upon diversification on a small scale where

there is a high "ratio" of labor to land, appear to lead to much the
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same type of changes in the pair-relationships. The series of events

which reflect the effect of these changes in the independent variables

was outlined in the discussion of Path II.

At several points in the analysis rather great weight has been

placed on the assumption that both the farmer and the middleman calcu-

late and compare the payoffs or benefits to them of the different possible

social arrangements. In particular, farmers try to avoid discrepancies
 

in returns to the parties even in the face of having to pay a monetary

"price" for a more equal distribution of gain. It was also posited

that farmers, as well as middlemen, calculate the monetary returns

associated with various arrangements and that they are inclined to

select that arrangement from which they will receive a higher price

for their farm produce.

losses. This is also the reSult of a change in an independent variable.

As the content of political and governmental discussions includes

farm income and as farmers become more frequently exposed to these discus-

sions in the newSpapers and, most importantly, on the radio their atten-

tion will be directed to monetary gain. Ihere is evidence of this

shift in the amount of attention farmers give prices. As a result of

these calculations, middlemen have tended to retreat from the marketing

of field crops. Farmers also, have been placing more emphasis on

garden—type produce. Since marketing of such produce is done primarily

through lesser middlemen the net result is similar to the result of

eianges in market conditions.
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The division of leaderswip tasks also appears to be changing. \Yherc-

as previously the miJcleman wrs in sole possession of much of the infor-

mation which wzs to be used in making decisions in the pair-relationship

and, th<refore, directed activities, more recently farmers themselves

have been exposed to market news and find themselves in a position to

make decisions on when to sell their produce, what crops to plant, and

even where to sell. Being able to escape from debt they are no longer

required to accept the terms of a single middleman. They may find

another one who is in tne process of building up a clientele.

/’ Much government legislation is Specifically designed to protect

the farmer from the middleman by legally fixing the terms of exchange.

Although this legislation may have been designed to reduce the leader-

ship of the middleman by placing the government in authority over the

pair-relationship, its intent appears to be only partially realized.

By and large, middlemen tend to become more familiar with such legisla-

tion than farmers and are in a position to give "authoritative" inter-

pretations. They become leaders in legal interpreting.

Having found so many "reasons" why the pair-relationships between

larger middlemen and farmers should give way to pair relations between

lesser middlemen and farmers or to relations between farmers and extra-

Section markets, it may come as a surprise that empirically the change-

over is not immediate and widespread. In part it is true that many of

the restraints which the changes in the independent variables have

tended to remove are still in existence. For example, some younger

farmers must still go into debt and usually to a larger middleman, and

SOme older farmers persist within a pair-relationship beCause this





 

relationship has become institutionalized.

Given that changes in the independent variables have "loosened" the

existing pattern of exchange relationships,there is still a possibility

that the resulting pattern may look much the same as the original one.

Granted that farmers as well as middlemen make monetary calculations

important, there are reasons (e.g., the efficiencies of scale) to

expect that larger middlemen will increase their clientele. But as

was pointed out, the reSulting pair-relationship between larger middle-

man and farmer is more of the limited-content than the unlimited-

content type. Larger middlemen have increased the scope of their

businesses and thus increased their clienteles, but they engage a

smaller portion of the farmer's interests.

In the face of the present proliferation of lesser middlemen it

seems logical to suppose that the economic limitations of the Section

will make themselves known in the business failure of some of these

lesser middlemen. In fact, this appears to be taking place.

Summar of Chapter V, Political and.Associational Oreanizations.

The changes taking place in the political organizations are similar to

those in the economic exchange structure. The star pattern appears to

be giving way to a more de-centralized pattern while the leadership

tasks are becoming Subdivided and distributed among a larger group of

persons.

The subdivision of leadership tasks is not, however, exactly

equivalent to a change from a one-way leadership pattern to a two-way

pattern. \Vhile there is an empirical relationship between more sub-

division of tasks and more scattering of leaderships among the parties
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to the pair-relationships of the economic structure, in the political

Sphere the first is more apparent than the latter. There are probably

more secondary caudillos with Specializations now than formerly, but
 

perhaps the leadership of the caudillo is as "strong" as it was before.

 

At least the data available on political affairs do not show strong

evidence of change from a one-way to a two-way pattern although the

degree of influence of certain "prominent" farmers (lesser caudillos)
 

is at present, considerable.

As in the economic case, changes in political organization were

explained by examining the effects of certain changes occuring at the

national political scene, in the farmer-caudillo pair-relationship. To

 

a certain extent the changes in political Structure appear to be empiri-

cally related to the changes in economic structure and to an extent

they rest on other bases.

The reduction of the economic influence of the larger grain

merchants and storekeepers is reflected in their diminished political

influence. During the last elections the preeminence of the former

political leaders in San Bautista was challenged by another new poli-

tical organization. The results showed the previous leaders to be in

control of the major share of the voters but still a goodly share of

their former monopoly Was lost. The leaders of the new faction were,

although not exactly "lesser" middlemen, middlemen whose businesses

were on a smaller scale. There is a pattern of oscillation of the

"elite," illustrated by this case.

Several changes in independent variables were suggested as

"producer" causes of the shifts in the social arrangements of the pair-
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relationships. Among these was the increase in the welfare- or social-

type legislation whose important features are: (l) detailed require-

ments, of a legal and bureaucratic nature, which must be met before

citizens may receive benefits of the legislation and (2) placement of

responsibility for making crucial decisions in the hands of government

officials of a lower administrative rank or in the hands of those in the

local areas. These tendencies result in an increase in the usefulness

of certain specialized (e.g., legal) knowledge to citizens and also

an increase in the power of local political caudillos who can influence

the nominations of persons to lesser administrative positions.

Another change appears to be taking place in the "ethic" governing

the caudillo—farm family relationship. In a geOgraphical sense the

influence on ethic is proceeding from the capitol city of Montevideo

outward into the interior of the country. The result is seen in an

increased emphasis, by both gapdillo and constituency, on the "bread-

and—butter" benefits derived from affiliation to a political faction

rather than in an increased emphasis on sentimental and traditional

benefits of this affiliation.

A final "outside" change has been the working agreement arrived

at between the two major parties (dlanco and Colorado) wnereby the

appointments to government positions are made in accord with a three-

to-two or two-to-one ratio. The party which receives a majority of the

votes can appoint about two-thirds or three-fifths of the government

employees, but the other party (invariably the Blancos) can appoint the

remaining portion. Although the power of the Blanco party to appoint

Officials has increased in recent years, Uruguay has had a system of





proportional representation for a much longer time. Under this system

parties or factions with a minority of votes have still been able to

send a goodly number of their men into the legislature and to derive

some political patronage from this.

Turning from independent variables to the pair-relationships, it

was asked to what extent are there common aims or tasks to which both

caudillo and farmer are committed. Rather than the discovery (by
 

caudillo and farmer) of a common goal, an agreement on each one's

legitimate individual aim within the relationship was apparent. The

caudillo is generally expected to be oriented to increases in his

constituency, while the farm family is oriented to the concrete benefits

or favors to be derived either from the eaudillo's intervention in the

governmental or economic spheres or from his distribution of praise.

The duality of the aims of farm families is related to the partial

replacement of a sentimental or patriotic ethic of politics by a

"pragmatic" ethic.

In the face of changes in the independent variables, the caudillo

who had 1 gal skills, or other specialized skills which would enable

him to assist the farm families secore advantages from the government's

social programs, would tend to increase his affiliates at the expense

of the caudillo whose "prominent" position as diSpenser of praise was

his major claim to affiliates. Likewise, those caudillos who were

 

able to exercise a degree of influence upon government administrators

also tended to increase their adherents.

The increase of caudillos or, as some informants would Say,
_._.

Eapdillitos has been quite noticeable. The newer style political
 



leader tends to concentrate his appeal upon granting a series of extra-

political services, usually in the course of his normal business

operation. After he has accumulated a collection of clients, he decides

upon joining an existing political faction or working with a more recent

arrival among local political organizations. In any case he enters

into some political organization with other secondary Eagdillos.

The existence of a group of secondary caudillos, the "team,"
 

represents an element not found in the structure of economic relation-

ships. The political organization differs from the economic structure

in one other related aSpect. There exist in the structure of political

relationships recognizable barriers between members of different

factions. In general these two structural features of the political

organization are closely related to the associational structures, and

in this way they are tied into the system of social stratification.

In addition to the impulse given by changes in the independent

variables toward fostering the proliferation of secondary caudillos,
 

associational activities and the System for distributing social recog-

nition may also contribute in this same direction. This was the theme

of Part II of Chapter V. A major purpose of this discussion was to

underline the tendencies tOWard a relatively rapid oscillation of the

associational and political leaders. Realignment of affiliation and

rises and falls in social prominence are the rule.

Under these conditions it is difficult to attain a single picture

of the political structure or of the associational structure. There

is no star )attern. However, it does appear that the task leadershipI
A

is one-way while the rank-and-file have recourse to criticas. It could
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be expected that as knowledge of the tasks filters down to the rank-

and—file the one—way leadership pattern will give way.

Contributions to Substantive Sociology. There are several points
 

at which the previous analysis contributes to current substantive

sociological theory. Something, perhaps. can be claimed for having

studied a rather little known population. But until other studies of

similar places are available many judgments as to the scope of the

results must be suSpended.

San Bautista is a very unique place, but so is any other place in

the world. It might reasonably be expected that in the mixed-farming

districts of Uruguay most of the rural and small towns are similar

to San Bautista. This mixed-farming "cultural region" may include

parts of Argentina as well. Such areas of mixed-farming are between

the population centers and the livestock regions of Argentina. But

the rural Section of San Bautista may be more similar to a rural town-

ship in the Northeastern and North Central United States than to other

Latin American rural cultures.

Beyond discovering that survey techniques can be adapted to the

Uruguayan rural population-~but with reservations-~no significant

methodolOgical advance is represented in the study. \Vhat was accom-

plished can be found in the methodological discussion. Part II of

Chapter I.

An attempt was made to study change in social organization from

data collected during a limited time period and to study change in

society-wide social structures without benefit of surveys which would

provide a static but more or less complete View of those structures.
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It is difficult to judge the extent to which propositions developed

upon such data and tested by such data can be considered to be valid.

As a personal conviction the investigator found that many incidents

observed in the field were given meaning later on, as this type of

analysis was developed.

A few examples of this type of validation may serve to define the

techniqae. Judging largely from experiences in Castellanos where fac-

tional strife was open and strong, it was evident that the pattern of

participation in the Institute's extension program depended upon

factional affiliation and was largely independent of considerations

of the different payoffs deriving from different patterns of partici-

pation in the extension program. Can this be made into a more general

proposition? Answering this question involved looking at the follow-

ing data. In the town of San bautista the factional strife was less

public, since much of it was carried on among members of a single

political faction. These secondary caudillos had a committment to
 

demonstrate solidarity for public eyes. However, the existence of

sub-factions was reported, although a search through the field notes

was required to identify the persons involved. Having identified the

sub-factions a review of differential patterns of association to the

Institute's program revealed that differences were markedly associated

with sub-faction membership. The "critics" and the "cynics" were of

one sub-faction while those anxious about the fate of the program were

of another sub-faction.

Before the field work with middlemen had commenced, hypotheses

Concerning the shifting role of these persons were suggested by





reports on the activities of certain of them. Middlemen were searching

for other outlets for employment of their capital. 'hus it was decided

.

to introduce our interviews with a discussion of hybrid corn seed. The

middlemen were eager to talk along this line and the opening was in

this sense successful as a methodological device. It also confirmed

previous notions of the shifting role-definition of middlemen.

lfith respect to many of the statements concerning the role of

Caudillo, verification was found through an examination of experiences

of Institute personnel. Extension workers in voicing their problems

gave evidence of the fact that a farm-family's expectencies of exten—

sionist's actions represented a generalization from the role of

caudillo. When extensionists acted at times like caudillos are expected
 

(by rural people) to act but at other times like extension people are

expected (by their supervisors) to act they had trouble.

The fact that late marriages were the rule brought up the possi—

bility that other related conditions in the Section may be like those

in rural Ireland. In particular, how was retirement handled? Finding

evidence of enforced retirement at a relatively early age was the result.

And this result lends support to the posited existence of an orientation

to low-pressure enjoyments and fits with the great importrnce of gettinb

pensions as part of political activities.

These examples could be multiplied many-fold. Some would be

rather trivial, others more fundamental. The advantages of the technique

appear to be in the construction of a fairly consistent and powerful

(in the sense of explanatory power) set of general statements. The

’disadvantages, of course, lie in the partial violation of eXperimental
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canons. Sufficient possibility may not have been given for the disproof

of such propositions if all available data had been consumed in the

various stages of hypothesis construction.

The technique of investigating change in a social organization

or structure at a higher level of integration, by looking at part-

processes OCCuring at a lower level of integration is c0mmon to almost

all scientific fields. Determination of the more commonly oceuring

part-processes (or Paths) is a first step. A second step consists of

determining the relative frequencies or probabilities of these part-

processes. The fact that certain Paths are utilized more frequently

than others is considered to be reSponsihle for the shifts in structure

observed at the hioher level of integration. A ”stability" of struc-

ture or eduilibrium state is reached when part-processes of one kind

are balanced by part-processes of other kinds.

The present study aims to accomplish the first step, identifi-

cation of the most commonly oceuring ,art—processes. Methodologieally,

this: is the "easier" task since such Paths are at the center of

attention of the participant-informants. The second step, the deter-

mination of the relative frequencies of these part-processes is a much

more exacting job which was but started in this study. A further

examination of the more quantitative relationships between changes in

the independent variables and the relative frequencies of the part-

processes could become the objective of further study.

In Appendix C some suégestions concerning probaOility models to

be used in further studies are provided.





A great deal was made of the fact that because the middlemen

were better informed on market conditions, therefore they had task

leadership. Insofar as politicians have more information of govern-

mental operations and of legal procedures, therefore they had task

leadership. Although a specific statement was not made to this

effect, there is an analogous situation with respect to associa-

tional activities. These leaders are appreciably more informed of

the associational activities in other neighboring communities.

The problem of the pessafie of this information from outside

the Section into the Section passes the scope of the study. Never-

theless it must be considered in an adequate examination of leader-

ship. iVithout a doubt infarmation enters the Section by way of a

limited number of channels. Only a limited number of persons are

in personal contact with others outside the area; only a limited

number read new5papers, and only a limited (but much less limited)

number listen to the radio. In addition, only a limited number of

those receiving this information "absorb" it.

For the kinds of tasks performed in the social relationships

studied, having information is a key to task leadership. Thus

limiting the number of persons receiving information contributes

both to the star pattern and the one-way leadership pattern. Perhaps

for this reason the two structural {SPCCtS were related. As the

number of persons receiving information increases the star pattern

breaks down and two-Way leadership arises.

However, there are other reasons for the relationship between

a multiplication of c ntral roles and the movement from a one-wa





to a two-way leadership pattern. Practically all of the changes in

the independent variables wnich helped produce a reaction among pair-

relationships had this dual effect.

Implications of the Study for Applied Social Science: The Case

of the Institute's Program. The question may now be raised as to
 

whether the information produced in the course of the study may be

of use to action programs operating in the San bautista Section.

The question must, of course, be made more Specific by a rather de-

tailed specification of the aims, committments, and avail.ble means

of the action agenCy. In the following discussion an attempt will

be made to point to the decisions of the action agency, the Institute,

to which the information of this study might contribute..

Even in this brief consideration, it will be necessary to sepa-

rate the various phases of activity of the Institute. The central

office of the Institute's program for the five southern nations

Argentina, orazil, Chile, Paraguay and Uruguay, is located in

Montevideo. One phase of the Institute's activities is the inter-

national education one. Staff members of the Institute organize

both international and national courses in the field of agricultural

extension and associated specialties. The geographic focus of this

phase of activity is the Montevideo office.

A second phase of the Institute's activity is the demonstration

in agricultural extension. This phase has proceeded under the some-

times distant, collaboration between the Institute and national

agencies. he Uruguayan Ministry of Agriculture is the principal

one in this regard. The aim has been to increase farm levels of



living by educating the farming population in scientific aariculture

and home economics. From the standpoint of the Institute, the pro-

gram is particularly designed to serve as a model for the improve-

ment of agricultural extension work first within Uruguay and then in

the other countries of the Southern Zone.

The geographic focus of this second phase has been the Institute's

office in San Raven from which point the activities of a staff of

trainees in extension are coordinated. 'he trainees operate through—

out the Demonstration Area (see Figure l of Chapter II). here are

usually two or three men and two or three women of about 25 years

of age in Uruguay on fellowships from various countries of the

Southern Zone. These were known as the becados (fellowship students).

There is, in addition, an administrator-trainer who is part of the

Institute staff. All other members of the Institute's staff attend

the weekly or bi-monthly meetings in San Ramon. Representatives of

the national agencies make periodic (semi—annual or more frequent)

visits to the Area, but their intervention occurs primarily in

Montevideo in meetings with the Institute's staff where the Operations

of the Area are discussed.

As the study was begun, in January of 1954, the extension

program had been in operation for somewhat more than two years. It

was established on the model of the extension services in the United

States. Demonstrations of corn, wheat, and artificial pastures were

carried out early in its history; farmers' committees were organized;

youth clubs were organized (or rather reconstituted since most of

them had existed previously under the Movimiento de Clubes Juveniles);
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and home economics club work was begun. During the time that the

data for the study were being compiled, the extension workers were

finding it difficult to meet current committments while their work

was continually expanding.

There are few, if any, decisions being made for which the

provision of information could be called a crucial component. To see

this more vividly would require going beyond the scope of the present

remarks, but it 'as evinced in the golf which existed between the

becados and that portion of the Institute's staff which was not

 

directl res onsible for a becado's traininu. Information was
Y o

 

available on demographic and agricultural conditions of the area,

soils information was collected, and economic and socioloEical

studies were carried out, but the flow of this information into

the extension program was, althoueh noticeable, not in accord with

the views of the information producers. They felt that it should

have been utilized more often and in more important ways.

Under certain early policy pronouncements the rural sociolo-

gist was assigned a major portion of the task of assessing human

resources. The term human resources implies that there is conceived

to be some production process relative to which, aspects of the

human population are discovered to be potential contributors.

Certain aSpects of the human population could be expected to inhibit,

others to accelerate the production process. It was suSpected that

certain inhibiting (or accelerating) aSpects could be modified so

as to become less inhibiting (or nnre accelerating).





The definition of the "production process" was left somewhat

implicit. It was an educating process with certain side conditions.

The content of the educating process must consist of efficient and

effective means whereby farm families might raise their levels of

living. There is a gap in the means-end chain between this general

formulation and the more concrete goals of program administrators

at the Demonstration Area level of operations. Iheir goals are

t "dynaulic .0!

best conceived as a set of images representing a "healthy,'

and "organic" pattern of work with farm families.

Both the administrator-trainer and the becados as well as the

project director from Montevideo were able to agree that certain

reactions on the part of farm families were desirable and that

others were undesirable. The major goal was to associate with and

work with farm families in such a way that expressions of satisfac-

tion from the farm families were elicited and criticis were minimized.

Following this goal led in numerous cases to the adoption of

"stop-gap" solutions to problems. when a deep schism was discovered

in a community, the extension program was split along the lines of

the schism. One set of hecados worked with one facrion and concen-

trated upon home economics extension, while another set of becados

worked with another faction and concentrated upon agricultural

extension. This worked for awhile. It worked until pure-bred

chickens were distributed among the one faction. Then the other

faction asked for similar treatment. Unfortunately the supply of

chickens was exhausted. In haste an attempt was made to provide

more chickens, but more than a normal numoer of feathers in“; ruffled.
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Another example of the result of cemmittment to this goal of

realizing images was the following. Early in the extension work

it was discovered that organizational skills were limited to the

few persons who participated as leaders in the associational activities

of the pueblo. The creation of farmers' committees naturally involved

the inclusion of these associational leaders, for these were the

persons who, with minimum previous instruction, could realize the

goal of a "dynamic" and "cooperating" group. As a result, most of

the original farmers' committees were composed of persons committed

largely to the goal of social recognition. [he pervasiveness of

the goal of social recognition was increased by the difficulties

in communicating to these groups the aims of an extension pregram.

The more or less "objective" goal of these original extension organi-

zations was only imperfectly understood, but the search for social

recognition was a concrete guide to action.

The program's goal of providing new technolOgical information

to the farmers, and to the housewives and children as well, was

also operative. Along these lines certain farming and homemaking

practices were promoted. In this case there existed certain images

of a "well-run" farm and home. This did not emerge as an integrated

image but was composed of certain "indices," which were the practices

being promoted (e.g., enclosures for chickens, green manure, hybrid

corn, etc.).

Recognizing that these "images" are the concrete

the program's action, then it can be asked more realistically in

what ways information Such as that produced in this study might be





used. [he "decision maker" in the following discussion is assumed

to be the extension organization operating in the Demonstration Area.

The organization is composed of almost all of the actions of the

becedos and the adainistrator-trainer plus the acts of the Institute

 

staff and.th‘ru1tionel agenciifisxnnnl treating tfiN‘1nflnJICms of the

Area.

There appear to be two ways in which information may enter

into this decision-u-Iakinbr process. On one hand there arise problem

cases in which farm families' reactions do not conform to the image.

In certain of these cases information on social organization Will

aid the decision maker in understanding the expressions of dissatis-

faction and withdrawals, on the part of farm families, from the

extension program. Under normal Operating conditions such problems

arise not too frequently and are seen to reQ2ire only marginal

adjustment. These adjustments uSually involve the more concerted

use of already available techniques such as more visits to farm

families, more meetinfis to revitalize the committee and more demon-

strations of hybrid corn. In order that such information as the

study produced be used, the extension workers would have to visualize

different courses of action and Such alternative courses of action

were not eonsilered.

ihe other way in which infgrnation enters irto decision makin;

ianlvcs the cuan5es t hing place in the images enployed Ly the

people of the extension ijéffifl. [n a general oinse these images

constitute SCCondzrry goals. hut in the day- to—day (nitration of the

extension pregram these images enter int) tie action seguences as
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ends, This does not necessarily imply that the images are fixed and

rigid, only relatively 80.

Looking at some more specific examples of these images may assist

in discovering whether these images may be expected to be modified

in face of some of the information produced. One of the images is

that of: Working with the most progressive of an atomized collection

of farm families, teaching these farm families the recommended

practices, and having such practices "filter" through the rest of

the farm population. Information, other than that collected as a

part of the present study, has tended to modify this image. For

example, it is reCOgnized that a most progressive farmer may be

somewhat of a social isolate and if this is so then working with him

may not be desirable.

hut information from the study itself may also serve to modify

the image. As almost the first step in field work among the rural

population, an investigation-of trade-service are; boundaries and

paraje boundaries was attempted. A picture was obtained of the

short-range recurrent movement of farm families. This investigation

surgested the importance of the boliche (Country store and bar) as

 

a center of social interaction and incidentally of the bolichero as
’--—_-

 

a leader in such social activities. The cases in which the bolicheros
 

were grain merchants as well underscored their importance.

This information could be used to break down the image of an

atomized collection of farm families and Suggested that the "filtering"

of recommended farm practices proceeds along somewhat predictable

channels. In particular, if a progressive farmer tries a new practice
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his experiences may he discussed in the boliche and evaluated as

part of a group process. In this group process the bolichero would

be SomCWhat of an "o>inion leader.” lo recognize that a bolicnerot ___:

or acopiador (grain merchant) or almacrmero (poetic) storekeeper) or
 

camionero (trucker) nay be a crucial figure in the spread of recom—

mended farming practices involves a. modification of the original

image of extension work under which the extension pewple had been

Operating.

As the activities of the extension prosram increasingly involved

the organization and maintenance of covmittces and clubs, another

image arose to orient the extension people in this Sphere. That

was: Working with the most enthusiastic appearing persons as

members of the organizations, under the aSSumption that people

differed in their enthusiasm for such organizational activity. Infor-

mation from the study suggests a more involved explanation of differ-

ential enthusiasm.

A tie with the extension probram's organization has meaning to

the farmer or, particularily, the townsman not only with respect

to his increased chances of raising his level of living, but more

importantly with respect to his other associational and factional

Committments. A recognition of these factors in determining enthu—

siasm or lack of it in the membership of the committees and clubs

has probably increased, and the imr e has undergone reviSion. It

was realized that persons wi th an orienta tion to social recognition

may produce an active-looking organization in a short time but in

the long run this is not fully consistent with the goals of the
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extension program. Recently, for instance, the geographical focus

of extension organizations has been moved from the town into the

country (from the pueblo to the pa aje) where there are fewer organi-

zational Specialists but more concrete problems.

Another image which may be subject to modification is a negative

one. The middleman has been viewed as graSping and shrewedly calcu-

lating--certainly not a person to be included in the extension program.

Likewise political cgwdillos with their relationship to bitter fac-

tional strife are shunned as dangerous associates by the extension

workers. This negative image is Supported, in part, by the recogni—

tion of only a limited number of types of participants in the

extension program. It is true that such middlemen and caudillos
 

will not participate in he same way as a farm family and it would

be disrupting if they were expected to do so. On the other hand,

certain tasks, sub-tasks of the extension program, may be more

efficiently carried out through using the Special skills and reSources

of middlemen and political bosses.

It may be that modifications in images, Such as these, did

not take place. Maybe the investigator's personal biases allowed

him to see modifiCations when in reality there were none. This

may have been due to a h'ased r“porting of the oriSinal image or a

biased reportinb of the changed image. But two months of intensive

daily contact with extension activities during the end of his Stay

in Uruguay allowed him to attain a vivid if not accurate picture

of the extension agent's aSSumptions, expectations or images.

During this period not one clear-cut example of the utility of
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sociological knowledge of the Section was uncovered. Nevertheless,

the utility of broadening the frame of attention before attacking

problems, the utility of the refusal to explain everything by the

. . 4 .

"kinds" of persons involved, the usefulness of the collection of

data and of the asking of questions were frequently illustrated.

Future Trends. It would be an interesting exercise to push the
 

analysis to yield some idea of future changes in the structures

studied. As a first approximation one could assume that in the

future no other changes in independent variables would become impor-

tant. Under this assumption then, one can look into the future of

the economic structure.

Basically the farmers are quite "practical" in their economic

relationships. The segmentation of the market structure was in

part the result of prosperity and of the more basic orientation to‘

independence. If the counsel of soil scientists is correct it

appears likely that the land will become exhausted and the present

prOSperity cannot last. Even now farmers, thinking of the chemical

fertilizers they should be using, would scoff at this use of the

word "prosperity." But more impdrtant, the reaction against the

larger middlemen is being combatted by these middlemen through

adjustments in their activities. The almaceneros of San Bautista
 

have accumulated experience in the marketing of tomatoes. As the

present inefficiencies in the truckers' service for garden produce
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One might be able to imagine the difficulty experienced by tne

people in the San Ramon office in viewing leadership as an action-

reaction-etc. sequence rather than as an attribute of certain persons.



 

 

 

 
 



become more apparent one can expect some greater degree of coordina~

tion among them and the farmers. Traditionally such coordination

has been achieved by the centralization of control in one man's (the

large grain merchant's) hands. This will. at present, most certainly

be resisted. One could therefore expect that the truckers themselves

would become organized.

One drawback to this tendency is the fact that, at present,

the lesser middlemen do not show signs of being willing to experi-

ment with new social forms. They have avoided. to a great extent,

the Institute's organizations. At present, those who are gaining

experience in group decision makinb are the socially prominent

elite. Experiences with these persons have shown that their profi-

ciencies in task leadership do not, in general. extend to agricultural

problems. Their Specialities are more in associational activities.

In the field of political activities future developments are

dependent upon the kinds of legislation produced. One possible

future trend may be the inclusion of elements of the caudillo role

 

in the role of local administrator of government programs. This

blending of elements has already taken place in the roles of govern-

ment officials in the town of San Bautista. The officials of the

Junta Local, he judge, and the police chief mix rather freely tne

discharge of their routine reSponsibilities with the diSpensing of

services on the basis of their "personal" convictions of need.

Experimentation With tne role of agronomo regional (regional
 

agronomist) is leading in this direction. Most government officials

are somewhat resentful of the influence of "home-grown" caudillos in
 





the services of their agencies. This sentiment is widCSpread anon"

administrators of the State Bank (Banco de la Rephblica). The

extent to which the caudillo-like actions of these administrators

will be tied to the more political goal of gaining votes by increasing

affiliates to certain factions is problematic. The established

caudillos have already demonstrated their Opposition to this tendency
 

by finding favoratism based on political affiliation.

In the field of associational activities one can see only a

continuation of the associations' sflxnagr histories. Most of associa-

tional activities are motivated by a search for social recognition,

9 value peculiar to a limited number of socially prominent persons.

One possibility is that the associational activities with the

peraje as geographic base may increase. Associational activities

with a supporting task leadership capable of balancing the leader-

ship in dispensing interpersonal rewards seem to have greater

chance of occuring in the paraje-centered organizations. It is

hypothesized that such associations are more likely to lead to

greater and more equal payoffs to participants than the present

type.
