Give 
the salutations wi th mi l i tary precision 
and as though you meant i t . I t is just 
as essential to perform all the Grange 
requirements as i t is for a soldier to 
dri l l .  When a member makes a motion 
let him stand up square on his feet. 
When a member addresses the Master 
he should not stand at an angle of 45 
degrees. The Lecturer should prepare 
a good program and all on the list 
hould perforin their parts. The pro-

gram should be changed often. I t is 
very important that the Lecturer 
should adapt the program to suit the 
different members. Even the dullest 
member can be brought out wi th the 
r ight kind of management.

Hybr id Mediterranean and 
Nigger wheat took the lead here. 
Mine—Hybrid Mediterranean— yield-
ed 30 bushels per acre. Potatoes, of 
course, were small but averaged about 
half a crop.
