Bananas at Retail.

Few people, us they invest small sums
in the purchase of banknas. huve any
definite idex of the growth of the  wade
in that fruft in the  last twWenty o vears,
and the still more rapid growth within
the last tive. They know that more
bananas are being hrovight into the
market and sold than a shorttime Rgo.
but those who have been longest in the
busingess remember that alout a score
of years ago three bunches of the fruit
would supply the Clevelund ket
Bananas were offered for sule at as
many confectionery stores, but the gen-
eral public did not frecly indulge in Cihe
fruit, as'the usual retail price at that
time was 81 per dozen. A little later
persons doing a jobbing trade became
more venturesome and would buy *a
case' at a time, each containing five
bunches, with which to supply custom-
ers who wished to sell at retail.  Still
later they ventured to order two cases,
and as time passed orders were sent
cast for five and ten case lots, but it was]
not until about five years ago that -ear-
loads were ordered containing between
six and seven hundred buncbes each.

This is now the almost uniform man-
" ner in which the bananas' are ordered
in this city, and in this way a «ipgle
firm has disposed of fifty carloads sines
last May, and another firm, during the
time when they are in the greatest des
mand—-generally in “April, May, and
June—has handled as high as eight car
loads per weck.

The sales for these cars are not, how
ever, entirely for the retail trade in the
city. -Liberal shipments are made to
adjoining towns. During
when wholesale dealers bought their ba
nanas in cases very few grocerymen,

and only those” who traded with the

wealthier people of the city, ventured to
keep them on sale.
