But Sleve, a well settled 44-
year-old, wouldn’treally quit

his dental practice. He’s just -

a frontiersman on the week-
ends. '

Steve Beedle, D.D.S., does
have a flourishing dental
practice, but it’s not in Bos-
ton ofthe 18th century, it’sin
Pigeon, here and now.

He, hiswife Lauraand their
two boys, Joe 13, and Gor-
don, eight, are involved in
"re-enacting,” a hobby that is
increasing in popularity ev-
ery year.

Steve’s interest in histery
led him to read historical
novels. It was from one par-
ticular book, called "The
Frontiersman,”thathis inter-
est developed into a hobby
that has since involved the
entire family.

On any given weekend in
the warmer months, youmay
find the Beedle family,
dressed as a 1760 frontier
family, attending one of the

~many rendezvous which at-

tract people of similar inter-
est.

Rendezvous, a term which

‘means a meeting place, is
used by groups ofre-enactors

togettogetherand share their

.‘passion for history.

There ‘are rendezvous for
many historical eras.
The Beedles' interests

mainly cover the 1760s, the

French and Indian War era,
Steve says. -
“Although mostofthe fight-
ing took place (in New York
State), a lot of the Indians
came out of Michigan,” he

Canoes were
made of birch bark, and the
interesting thing about them
was that they were very big.
They held 15 to 20 guys and
severaltons of fursand equip-
ment. They would even put
sails on them. :
“It depended on where they

were - going, too. They.

couldn’tusethosebigcanoes
for travel in the interior, like
up the AuSable or something.
But the main activity in

Michigan was along the:

shoreline, and they would
use the big canoes for that.”
Another activity associ-
ated with therendezvousisa
muzzle-loader shoot — a
gathering of enthusiasts to
testtheirmarksmanship with
historical period weapons.

“The tent Is made out of
canvas," Steve says. "We
cheatedalittlebiton thefloor.
If T want Laura to go along
with me on this, I have to
cheat a little bit.

"We have what is called a
1751 French (tent), which is

modeled after the French-

military tent of that era. We
cheated in that we had alittle
piece of canvas sewn on the
dour soitoverlaps.lalso had
side cloths put on, an exten-
sion off the sides of the tent,
which fold in.

"When you put your floor
down, itgoes underneath that
to seal out the insects and

snakes. The tents of the pe-

riod had no floors.” R

Does Laura enjoy partici-
pating? .

“I can honestly say that I'm
surprised at how much fun it
was,"she says. "Ididn’t want
todoitatall, at first. Butnow
I don’t think it’s so bad.

"Itgives thekids some sense
of history, and they like it so
much. There’s always so
much for the kids to do at the
rendezvous’.”

Laura makes a lot of the
clothes that the Beedle fam-
ily use in their hobby. She
made the shirts for both of
the boys and for Steve, as
well as all of her own cos-
tume.

She doesn’t use any kind of
exotic material, just plain
cotton cloth, purchased lo-
cally. The Beedles portray a

- frontier family, not the aris-
~ tocracy;'so fancy materials -

are not needed. They’ré just

plain folk. '
Surprisingly, their cos-

tumes don't contain much

. leather. “They didn’t wear

more expensive than a mod+"

buckskins that much.” Steve
says. ““That’s more western
stuff. Veryrarely, around here
{Michigan), did guys wear
buckskin shirts.”

Laura adds, “Yes, even the
Indians would wear cotton
shirts.”

“Hides wentoutoffashion,”
Steve continues, “because it
was much easier for them to
sew the cotton than it would
be to sew the hides. .

"They (Indians)would trade
their skins for cloth. The
hides were shipped back to
Europe for use as coats and
hats. That’s where the term
*buck’comes from. Onebuck-
skin was worth a dollar,

- hence the term ‘one buck’.”

Steve is very passionate
about his hobby, and the rest
of the family is also — to
varying degrees.

So, on any given weekend,
if you see a group of people
dressed inpre-Revolutionary -
War costume, look closely.
One of them might be your
dentist. ,

Bruce Kuhl steps down affer 18 years

Forthefirsttimein 16 years,
Huron County District #1
Commissioner Bruce Kuhl of
Sebewaing will not have to
make the 25-mile trip to the
courthouse for the annual
oath of office ceremony re-
quired at the beginning of
each year.

The 59-year-old Kuhl is the
longest-consectitively reign-
ing commissioner Huron
County has ever had, and the
many accomplishments dur-
inghis career could earn him
the honorary title of Mr. Hu-
ron County.

But that all changed last fall
when Republican Kuhl was
defeated during the August
Primary Election, in his bid
forre-electiontoaninth term.

The soon-to-be-former com-
missioner is taking the set-
back in stride.

“I'may be out of a job soon,
but I'm not down. I'm com-
ingback in two years and try
again,” says Kuhl.

“Ilibe back in 1996.Iwant
to give the county 20 years. I
think I owe the county that.”

One of the many programs
he helped implement is the
commodity distribution of
surplus foods to area needy
—and Kuhl says he will con-
tinue doing the distributions
attheSebewaingsite forspon-
sors, Human Development
Commission (HDC.)

“Bruce has served on the
HDCBoard ofDirectors since
1980. He is one of the most
committed board members
we have ever had, and has
volunteered numerous hours

tomany programs,” says HDC-

Director Mary Anne Vande-
mark, '

“Bruce has been a one-man
show in Sebewaing - he does

everything. He is one of a
kind. His true compassion
for seniors and those less for-
tunate make him a tremen-
dous asset.”

Kuhl is well-known as a
fighter. '
He suffered a near-death
experience in 1989 when an
aneurysm left him hospital-
ized for several weeks. The
long road back to recovery
required a lot of work and
determination, since he had
tore-familiarize himsclfwith

_many everyday tasks,

“I worked through it It was
tiresome, but that’s what
you've got to do,” he says.

Kuhlhas always spoken his
mind, but he said his illness
has helped him to try harder

“There are very few Huron
commissioners who accom-
plished as much for the
county and his district as he
has. I think a lot of him, and
he was respected by both
political parties.”

As part of his efforts for the
county, Kuhl was instrumen-
tal in the construction of the
Huron Community Mental
Health Service building, the
Sebewaing County Park, the
senior citizen meal site in
Sebewaing, tiling of the Hu-
ron Community Fairground
and the construction of the
arena.

“We didn’t always agree on
things, but Bruce was instru-
mental in getting our county
park, the land for our soon-
to-bemarinaand for the meal
site,” said former Sebewaing

Johnathon joseph Rodri-
guez, son of Tonya and Jose
Rodriguez, was baptized on
Christmas Day at Zion Luth-
eran Church in Orlando, FL.

Thesystem can be expanded to include local emergency and
law enforcement agencies, as well as park rangers, school bus
drivers, highway maintenance crews and others.

The system will need 182 towers to operate statewide.

In Huron County, towers are planned for the Verona State
Game Area and the Filion and Grassmere Road area, Plus, the
Thumb will also be served by towers near Caro, Lapeer,
Sandusky, Port Huron and East Tawas. — By MARY DRIER

As this new year begins — heralding the last half of
the last decade in this 20th century — we look ahead

toward the national and worldly economic picture. In

bread terms, things lock quite encouraging for 1995
and beyond.

As has been reported in Investor's Business Daily
and other publications, our national economic
‘expansion continues.

Our gross national product growth should be about
4% this year, the paper says, without significant
inflation. That means the outlook for growth in '95
looks good to most experts.

The long-term picture for growth is also solid.

President Clinton proudly points out that the deficit
will decline for the third consecutive year in fiscal

© 1995. It’s clear that Washington is closer to cleaning

up its books than it has been in a long time.
Republicans are looking to chop away at federal

spending, and many Democrats are trying to compete.

Politicians rarely keep all their promises, but at least
Washington is leaning in the right direction, the
report says... and it's a good sign.

This consensus should at least keep the federal
government from growing, That leaves a larger share
of a growing pie for the rest of us. That's essential to
entrepreneurial growth, bigger personal paychecks
and a chance to enjoy a better quality of life.

Communism, the greatest threat to freedom ever
known, is dead — and economic and political liberty
are slowly filling the void. Change has made its way
even into the House of Representatives. A generation
that once seemed ready to tear everything down 25
years ago is coming to power within a system that
