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For the past eight years the 
Graduate School has been under the 
direction of Ernst A . Bessey. Dean 
Bessey came to Michigan State as a 
Professor of Botany in 1910. H e served 
in the capacity of Acting Dean of 
Applied Science from 1927-1930 and 
in 1930 was appointed Dean of the 
Graduate School.

The Graduate School administered 
by Dean Bessey is comprised of about 
five hundred students, including the 
surrimer school enrollment. Advanced 
degrees offered at present by this 
college are of two classes: degrees 
earned by residence study which 
inc lude Ph.D., M .S ., M .A . and M .M . 
and p ro fe s s io n a l d e g re e s  gained 
through non-residence study and attain­
ments by graduates of this college.
Each candidate for Ph.D. works under 
the direction of a guidance committee 
of three or more faculty members which 
are selected by the Graduate Council,
and which w ill include in its membership the Professor in charge of the student s major work. A  
minimum of three years full time work (144 credits) after the Bachelors’ degree or two years’ full 
time work (96 credits) after the Masters degree w ill be required for the Ph.D.

The Extension work of Michigan State Co llege is the means through which information and 
services of the various departments of the college and of the Federal Department of Agriculture 
are made availab le to the people of the State. Work is organized and conducted as a cooperative 
enterprise under the terms of the Smith-Lever A ct of 1914 and supplementary legislation.

Dr. Thompson was graduated from Hamline University in 1917 with the B .A . degree. A fter gradu­
ation he spent twenty-six months with the United States Expeditionary forces and later, over a year 
and a half with the United States M edical Corps in France. H e was one of three Americans aw arded 
the French M edaille  D’Honneur for outstanding medical service in France.

A fter the W ar, Dr. Thompson spent eleven years on the road playing in read and in dramatic 
stock productions. Working with such prominent personages as Blanche Yurka, Florence Reed, 
je a n  Dixon and J .  Hammond Bailey, he played the roles of manager, director and actor in the prom­
inent stock companies of the West.

Dr. Thompson continued his education at the University of Nebraska. H ere he received his 
M .A . and later his Ph.D. degrees. A fter six years as an instructor at this university he came to M ichigan 
State College in the Fall of 1936 as a member of the staff of the English Department. H e  later trans­
ferred to the Department of Speech and Dramatics and has since served as an instructor in that Depart­
ment as w e ll as director of the college dramatic productions.

Concerning the term plays presented this year, Dr. Thompson says, "one of the best modern 
comedy dramas ever written is "Another Language” . When it was presented here on our campus, 
it was played by one of the best balanced casts I have ever seen in an amateur production. Ibsen’s 
play, "W ild  Duck” was very favorably received by both the students and the faculty. The depth of 
meaning of this play was remarkably portrayed by the student cast.” Commenting briefly on the 
^enior Play,- Dr. Thompson says, "the Senior Play, Shakespeare’s 'Merchant of V e n ice ’, bids fair 
to be one of the most interesting productions ever given at M ichigan State. A  reconstruction of 
the Elizabethan Stage w ill be used, constructed under the able direction of Professor C . H .N ick le , 
who has designed the sets and had charge of the lighting for all the major dramatic productions in 
the past few  years” .

house with bare hands and 
belting bodies.

Wolverines are Promising

A record opening day crowd 
of 71,800 saw the battle. The 
Michigan partisans were silent 
as they marched back to town 
through the gorgeous tapestry 
of autumnal foliage, but nobody 
was crabbing the play of their 
warriors. Stronger teams than 
Michigan probably will lose' to 
Michigan State before gridiron 
cleats are hung up for the year.

Michigan’s 1937 eleven will 
be no Big Ten doormat. De­
fensively the team is bright, 
brave, and belligerent. Repeat­
edly it stopped State today in 
the shadows of its own goal. 
And Michigan today introduced 
a young man named Hercules 
Renda, who is going to terrify 
opponents somewhere along the 
route.
