Mars ton Burne t t , Cha i rman of t he 
E n t e r t a i n m e n t Committee presided a t 
th is meeting. He introduced as the first 
speaker Mr. Orville O. Clapper, of t h e 
New England Toro Co. Mr. Clapper ex-
plained the points of the new Toro 
T r o j a n f a i r w a y uni t . This un i t has been 
in exper imental s tage f o r the last t h r ee 
years , worked las t yea r on courses in 
var ious p a r t s of the Uni ted States . Both 
types, T r o j a n and Super Mowers, a r e 
m a n u f a c t u r e d now. Several points of 
th is new mower a r e credited to green-
keepers ' suggest ions—six blade reel— 
reel and bed kni fe f o r m own un i t inside 
side f r a m e s — d r i v i n g by f o u r dogs each 
side of machine—one t r a i n of gea r s— 
both wheels drive th rough floating axle 
—tors ion of side f r a m e does not a l te r 

the ad ju s tmen t . I t is very simple to 
take reel out. The distance between reel 
s h a f t and drive s h a f t has been shor t -
ened. A t 24% miles per hour the 
machine mows per fec t ly and s tays on 
the ground. I t will pull 70% l igh ter 
than f o r m e r mower. Mower can be ad-
jus ted to cut rough. There a re t h r e e 
knives on the bed kn i fe all t he t ime ; 
hence, pulsat ion is even. Weigh t is 
215 lbs.; price $112.50. 

Mr. John Nyhan , local d is t r ibutor f o r 
Pennsylvania Lawn Mower Works, dis-
cussed the new Pennsy lvan ia uni t . 
Eve ry p a r t is malleable iron, positively 
unbreakable . Reel runs on double ball * ^ 
bear ing, self ad jus t ing . Bed kn i fe is 
double edged. Roller has new f e a t u r e , 
on single ball bear ing. Alemite g reas ing 
th roughout . Sixteen di l ferent a d j u s t -
men t s f o r height of cu t ; f r o m Vi inch 
to 3 inches. Three gears on side wi th 
two Timkin roller bear ings. Weight 
185 lbs.; price $110. 

The new Ideal power g reens mower 
was explained by Mr. Steve Berecz, 
Boston Representa t ive . This mower is 
the l ightest power greens mower yet 
produced, and is essentially an Ideal 
hand g reens mower wi th a % H. P. 
motor a t tached. This motor weighs bu t 
30 lbs., and is made by the Johnson Out-
board Motor Co. Power is applied 
directly to reel, as g rea tes t need. F r o m 
reel , power is applied to roller t h r o u g h 
chain of t h r ee gears . By removing in ter -
mediate gea r , power runs reel only, 
and mower can be pushed by hand . 
Weigh t is a round a hundred pounds, 
price $198. 

Mr. E. R. Sawtelle, represen ta t ive of 
the Wor th ing ton Mower Co., sent re -
g re t s t h a t he was unable to have a new 
Wor th ing ton Mower present f o r exam-
inat ion and discussion. 

A new wrench f o r t a k i n g spuds 
f r o m Wor th ing ton t rac to rs , and var ious 
pullers , were announced by Mr. R. 
Booth of Wal tham. 

A question box hour followed. 
The question of an t s on p u t t i n g 

greens was discussed. I t was the opin-
ion of those present t h a t t h e r e is no 
remedy which is effective f o r all species 
of ants . T a r t a r emetic w a s repor ted as 
a control f o r red an t s on one course; 
another repor ted t h a t the an t s became 
"educa ted" to th is t a r t a r emetic.

The m a t t e r of whe ther a club should 
have its own shop wi th a mechanic or

' shops was discussed a t length. Machin-
e ry mus t be looked a f t e r in e i ther case. 
Men sha rpen ing mowers mus t know 
how to do i t ; service shop does be t t e r 
job usually. Subject seems one f o r in-
dividual club to decide. 

The subject of whe the r a club buy-
ing labor-saving machinery should lay 
off the labor saved, or should use the 
labor available to do other neglected 
things , and hence ra ise the s t anda rds 
of maintenance, b rought out much 
comment in f avo r of us ing the labor 
saved to ge t the very essential "pu t t e r -
i n g " work done. This work doesn't 
show much of ten , but it is very neces-
sa ry . Of ten the amount of machinery is 
overdone. There is a necessity fo r more 
equipment where play is very heavy. 

At the r egu la r meet ing, with Pres iden t 
T r e a t in the chair, the Confe rence in 
Amhers t on the 13th, 14th and 15th, was 
announced. Andrew T i r aman i of the 
Marlboro Country Club, and Thomas 
M u r r a y of the Tedesco Country Club 

^ ^ were elected to membership. 

W I N T E R S C H O O L C O N F E R E N C E 

The f i f th annua l conference and golf 
course main tenance exhibit ion was held 
a t the Massachuset ts Agr i cu l tu ra l Col-
lege on March 13, 14, and 15. Over f o u r 
hundred enjoyed the fine p rog rams 
and in te res t ing and helpful exhibits 
p repared by the Win te r School f o r 
Greenkeepers under direction of Pro-
fessor Lawrence S. Dickinson and staff . 
Space does not permi t us to describe in 
detai l the many points of in teres t in 
the var ious exhibits. Machinery, mow-
ers, fer t i l izer exper iments , brown-
patch. seed, and many o thers were on 
exhibition. 

Professor F r a n k A. W a u g h was the 
first speaker a t the first conference. 

Prof . W a u g h spoke on the "Landscape 
Background" , and showed some very 
in te res t ing and beau t i fu l l an te rn slides 
to b r ing out the points of his ta lk . The 
background of our whole l i fe is the 
landscape; the man who doesn't love 
his landscape has some moral qual i ty 
g rea t ly lacking. Each one of us is 
actual ly sell ing his landscape to his 
customers. In order to promote our own 
business and make business pay, we 
mus t sell the l andscape—we mus t 
love the landscape ourselves in 
order to sell i t—to love it we mus t see 
it, and unders tand it. In many rock 
ga rdens the re is too much ga rden and 
not enough rock; the best possible a r -
r a n g e m e n t of the rocks is necessary to 
s t a r t a rock garden . One should admire 
and unders tand rocks as well as the 
plants . Rock gardens a re not as simple 
as most people t h i n k ; ecological con-
ditions a r e dr ier t h a n most kinds of 
gardens . N a t u r e groups p lants wi th 
shape of pract ical ly circle, high in cen-
te r , lower around the edge. There is 
some logic in all th is landscape; we 
mus t s tudy it to enable us to make bet-
t e r s tudies of our own. 

The second speaker was P ro f . F . A. 
McLaughlin, S ta te Seed Analys t . Seed 
tes t ing was described, and the laws f o r 
seed t e s t ing discussed. Seed analys ts 
a r e coming more to the use of soil in 
the labora tory fo r germinat ion tests , 
half ga rden soil sterilized and half sand. 
Reason is t h a t seed migh t not have 
vi ta l i ty to f o r m plan t in the soil, bu t 
it might have enough vi ta l i ty to th row 
out p a r t of p lan t in wet f i l t e r p a p e r 
tes t . In f u t u r e no seed is to be called 
germina ted unless root and cotyledon 
both develop. Because of t ime required 
and lack of help, a month is usual ly 
needed f o r a test . 

The p r o g r a m S a t u r d a y morn ing in-
cluded f o u r round table discussions, to 
be reported in f u t u r e issues. 

At the a f t e rnoon conference, Mr. Tal-
bot C. Chase, Pres ident of the Mass-
achuset t s Golf Association, spoke on 
the aims of the M. G. A. The p r o g r a m 
in mind is with idea of accomplishing 
something, and doing good. Condition 
of a course is ju s t as much a p a r t of 
the game as any o ther ; p leasure of t he 
game is largely dependent on the con-
dition of the course. I t was recom-
mended a t the las t annua l meet ing t h a t 
the M. G. A. t ake over the Service 
Bureau. The officials have enough am-
bition to increase the act ivi t ies ; the op-
por tun i ty is here to t ake over the golf 



course main tenance work which the 
Service Bureau has done. Steps to ad-
vance a re vague as yet. More revenue 
needed, proper personel. A ra ise of dues 
is being asked to include a Greens Sec-
t ion of the M. G. A. I m p o r t a n t f a c t o r 
is cooperation f r o m all fact ions . Special 
committee should be organized, in-
cluding represen ta t ives of the clubs, 
Greenkeepers Club. Purpose is to pro-
vide something good f o r member clubs. 
Funct ions of th i s Green Section should 
be in format ion r a t h e r t h a n buying. The 
local club should be the best judge of 
where it should buy, but pr ices would 
be kept on file a t the Greens Section. 

Mr. F ranc i s Ouimet gave his ideas of 
a low handicap player ' s views on tu r f 
maintenance . The good player is very 
sensitive, doesn't blame himself f o r 
high scores bu t blames the condition of 
the greens . Mr. Ouimet paid a t r ibute 
to g reenkeeper s in gene ra l caying 
he has always f o u n d g reens in 
first class shape. He has not iced 
t h a t m a n y good go l fe r s complain 
of cer ta in stolon greens , which 
have a g ra in . The p u t t i n g touch on one 
green on a course should be O. K. f o r 
the other greens. Engl i sh and Scotch 
greens a r e splendid to p u t t on; n a t u r e 
of tu r f is such t h a t a pu t t i ng g reen 
could be built on the f a i rways . I t is 
impossible to see f r o m the point where 
a drive lands where the green and f a i r -
w a y come together . P u t t i n g g reens 
abroad a re immense in size. Greens he re 
a re a l i t t le so f t e r . 

Motion pic tures were shown of "Golf 
in Slow Motion", and "Golf ing wi th 
J e s se Sweetser" . 

At the S a t u r d a y evening conference, 
Dr . Howard B. Sprague of the New 
Je rsey Expe r imen t Stat ion gave his 
in te res t ing ta lk on " W a t e r Require-
ments of Grasses" . P a r t s of this t a lk 
were repor ted in the las t N E W S -
L E T T E R under t he Columbus conven-
tion, bu t the re a re many points wor thy 
of repet i t ion. W a t e r is essential a t all 
s tages in l i fe of the p lant . Seed mus t be 
kept moist f o r t ime required to germin-
ate. Best t ime fo r seeding is t hus dur -
ing t ime when r a i n f a l l is l iable to be 
ample. Most cri t ical period is a t s tage 
when p lan t has s ta r ted . All of t he w a t e r 
in the soil is not available f o r the 
plant . The available wa t e r content 
var ies g rea t ly wi th the soil. Add clay 
or organic m a t t e r to increase mois ture 
holding capaci ty. E a s t e r n soils a r e usu-
ally deficient in organic m a t t e r , which 
is very desirable. Dra inage keeps 

ground w a t e r a t same level, hence im-
proves root development. There is good 
evidence t h a t s t rong acidity r e t a r d s 
wa t e r absorpt ion. Sufficient phosphoric 
acid makes root development good. 
P l an t s can be harmed by an excess of 
Ni t rogen. Quant i ty of wa te r r equ i red 
isn' t very g r e a t ; l i t t le is known at pres-
ent concerning loss by evaporat ion. 
Height of cut affects depth of root 
sys tem; f a i r w a y s o f t en a re cut too 
short . The wea r ing qual i ty of g rass is 
very impor tan t . Best use of art if icial 
wa t e r i ng is to keep p lan t g rowing 
slowly. 

Motion pictures were shown of 
"Dynami t ing" , "Angle Worm Erad ica -
t ion", and " Japanese Beetle". 

Sunday morn ing gave those present 
an oppor tuni ty to inspect the tu r f 
plots, and see some snow mold. In the 
a f te rnoon , Prof . Dickinson gave his 
t a lk on Large Brown-patch. 

Question boxes were held on each 
evening and on Sunday a f te rnoon . Some 
of the quest ions discussed will appear 
f r o m t ime to t ime in l a t e r issues. 

A well-balanecd p r o g r a m with a 
weal th of mate r ia l gave all p resent a 
chance to improve the i r ideas and we 
feel su re t h a t all enjoyed themselves in 
the common discussions of a common 
problem. 
W E H E A R D A T T H E C O N F E R E N C E : 

T h a t the new New Br i ta in nine hole 
course was built in 25 work ing days, 
including seeding, a t cost of $12,400, in-
cluding a w a t e r system. This is the 
first nine of the municipal course, de-
signed by Robert J . Ross, and is a real 
course, wel l - t rapped, and was built wi th 
no profit to the contrac tor . 

T h a t b rush ing will help control snow 
mold. 

Tha t a r sena te of lead will kill chick-
weed. 

T h a t topdress ing wi th l iberal amount 
of organic m a t t e r may act as mulch and 
r e t a r d evaporat ion. 

T h a t the t ime to roll f a i r w a y s is as 
soon as the f r o s t is out, and the roller 
doesn't get wet. 

Tha t the re is no set ru le fo r any-
th ing in Greenkeeping. 

T h a t s t a rva t ion will affect annua l 
blue g r a s s—may also affect the mem-
bers. 

Tha t lime will open up a hide-bound 
green by making soil part icles bigger . 

Tha t bents a re self-fert i l ized, so 
probably will seed t r u e to s t ra in , not 
becoming cross-pollenized.

In looking over the list of colleges 
giving ins t ruct ion or aid to the Green-
keeper, In considering the m a n y con-
ferences of educat ional value held f o r 
the i r benefit, one can easily under s t and 
t h a t Greenkeeping and Greenkeepers 
have changed.

F U R T H E R N O T E S F R O M 

N A T . C O N V E N T I O N 

Prof . L. S. Dickinson of Massachu-
set ts Agr icu l tu ra l College was t he first 
speaker on the p r o g r a m F r i d a y a f t e r -
noon. His subject was " the Green-
keeper and his Cha i rman" . 

The constant changing of Greens 
Committee Chai rmen is the cause of 
much was te of the Clubs' f unds . New 
Chai rmen have ideas t h a t cer ta in 
changes must be made f o r the improve-
ment of the i r courses. The Greenkeeper 
is ins t ruc ted to make the a l tera t ions . If 
the Greenkeeper believes t h a t these 
changes a r e not going to be beneficial, 
he should explain th is to the Cha i rman 
and show him why these plans would 
not be an improvement . However, if the 
Cha i rman insists on hav ing th is par t icu-
l a r work done, the Greenkeeper should 
do th i s work to the best of his abili ty, 
and give his f u l l co-operation. 

The re should be the finest c o - o p e r - ^ . 
ation between the Cha i rman and the 
Greenkeeper. The Greenkeeper mus t 
show t h a t he is capable of m a n a g i n g 
the work of the golf course. A Chair-
m a n has responsibil i t ies as a Director 
of the Club and mus t realize t h a t a com-
petent Greenkeeper should have fu l l 
au thor i ty on the golf course. 

P ro f . Dickinson s ta ted t h a t he could 
see no w a y how the cost of ma in tenance 
of golf courses could be s tandardized. 
I t is advisable f o r a Greenkeeper to 
have a cost keeping system of his own 
f o r comparison f r o m year to year , and 
very necessary to compare the condition 
of his golf course a t leas t twice a sea-
son and t ake into considerat ion the 
qual i ty as well as cost. 

Greenkeepers a r e wil l ing to use new 
methods t h a t will improve t he i r courses 
and a re desirous of co-operat ing wi th 
any other organizat ion to t h a t end.

I t is said to be the 
l ightest power p u t t i n g green mower 
ever built , and can be t u rned safe ly 
around on the most delicate t u r f . I t is 
suited to both level and roll ing greens . 
A l ight, ball bea r ing t r a n s p o r t car t , 
with wide t i res, easily wheels t he new 
power green mower f r o m one green to 
another . 

Pa r t i cu l a r ly in te res t ing is t he power 
appl icat ion—appl ied direct to cu t t ing 
reel, then th rough the gea r s to the 
t rac t ion roller. In this way, the reel 
is ac tual ly t r a c t o r d r iven—insur ing 
smooth, even cu t t ing on s h a r p ra ises or 
in heavy work, reducing wea r on gears 
and el iminat ing all chance of scuffing. 
The new Ideal Power green mowers 
were thoroughly tested on all types of 
g rass in var ious p a r t s of the count ry 
du r ing the yea r of 1930. The clutch 
opera t ing t he drive mechanism is so 
designed t h a t to s t a r t the machine fo r -
ward the opera tor merely ra ises the 
mower handle and the clutch is auto-
matical ly engaged.

S O I L S A N D F E R T I L I Z E R 
D I S C U S S I O N 

This round table discussion was led 
by Pro f . Cubbon. 

To successful ly seed f a i r w a y s on top 
of sandy hill, t r y us ing a complete 
fe r t i l i ze r 8-6-6. Also t r y l ime; or char-
coal, which not only improves the phy-
sical condit ion, bu t adds some available 
phosphorus . The finer the charcoal , the 
more alkal ine the soil becomes. There 
is five t imes as much available phos-
phorus in charcoal as in o rd inary soil. 
In applying, mix it 50-50 with soil, to 
b reak up heavy clay soil, and wa te r i t 
generously . 

P ro f . Cubbon advised a 10-6-6 
f o r m u l a af( the best fe r t i l i ze r f o r greens , 
washed in. Again, 3 or 4 lbs. of mur i a t e 
of potash is enough f o r clay soils, 

while sandy soils requ i re more. The 
cont inued use of sulphate of ammonia 
fa i l s to keep out clover because it tends 
to re lease more potash in the soil, thus 
coun te rac t ing the acidity. A f t e r long 
cont inued use of su lphate of ammonia 
it would be wise to risk us ing some lime. 
Excel lent resu l t s have fol lowed the use 
of f lower of su lphur to coun te rac t 
clover. 

The discussion of humus developed 
tha t the cost usual ly exceeds its value, 
and what n i t rogen it conta ins is not 
available. Removing f r o m bogs direct 
to soil is as liable to be de t r imen ta l as 
he lpfu l . A 

Regard ing the quan i ty of sand to ust. 
in a e r a t i ng a clay soil, a two pa r t s sand 
to one p a r t soil was advised. P ro f . 
Cubbon also said t h a t g reens a re o f t en 
overwatered , and tha t eight inches a 
month is sufficient. Also twice a week 
and generous when done is be t t e r than 
small appl icat ions every day. 

The quest ion of how much cot ton-
seed meal to use was answered t h a t it 
r equ i red th ree t imes as much cot ton-
seed meal as sulphate of ammonia to 
get the same a m o u n t of n i t rogen. At 
p resen t it is one of the cheapest and 
best sources of organic mater ia l .
