Included elsewhere in this issue is a 
list of handicaps which has been re-
vised by the Golf Commit tee according 
to all the scores t u r n e d in by the vari-
ous members . Members a re reques ted 
to t u r n in all scores a t the var ious 
t o u r n a m e n t s to aid the Golf Commit tee 
in its thankless job of handicapping. 

We recen t ly hea rd a t u r f exper t say 
t h a t in his opinion golf g reens needed a 
pound of n i t rogen per thousand square 
f e e t per m o n t h of growing season to 
keep them in the bes t of condition. 
How does this compare with your f e r t i -
l izat ion? 

As a suggest ion f o r a Win te r meet-
ing we would recommend the discussion 
of Green Section Bul le t ins of some ten 
yea r s ago, wi th discussion upon some 
of the var ious recommenda t ions f r o m 
those bul le t ins of t h a t d is tant period. 
I t is r emarkab l e how changed we a re in 
such a shor t t ime, due to extensive re-
search a t Washington and elsewhere. 
There is much food f o r t hough t in 
those older bul le t ins as applied to pres-
en t day pract ices . 

The E n t e r t a i n m e n t Commit tee would 
be pleased to have any ideas of pro-
g rams or suggested speakers f o r the 
var ious Win te r meet ings . We have 
heard considerable ta lk abou t ano the r 
ge t - to-ge ther with the ladies, such as 
our ann iversa ry p a r t y a t Woodland last 
F e b r u a r y . If the re are any who f avo r 
such a plan they should communica te 
with Chai rman Darl ing.

I t will soon be t ime to s t a r t c leaning 
up the leaves a round the course. How 
much more e n j o y m e n t f o r t he p layer 
when he doesn ' t need to search a m o n g 
the leaves f o r his bal l ! 

Many clubs repor ted p len ty of dollar 
spot dur ing ear ly September . There al-
so have been several r epor t s of the new 
pink f u n g u s Cort icium f u c i f o r m e . Rob-
e r t Mitchell r epor t s this f u n g u s at Kern-
wood, and several courses in Rhode 
Island have had bad a t t acks of i t this 
season. 

F r o m the June , 1923 Bullet in we 
read, "Spik ing the g reens ! This propo-
sition is theore t ica l ly a t t rac t ive , but all 
our exper imenta l evidence is aga ins t 
i t " . Shades of F r e d Buel, do we 
change? 

We have heard f o r some years now 
all about how to reduce budgets , how 
to ge t a long on less money, cost-savers, 
ge t t i ng by with a smal ler gang, and r.ll 
such. How much be t t e r it would be if 
we could f o r g e t this as much as possible 
and str ive to raise the budgets , pu t on 
more men, buy more equ ipment and 
supplies, and all the res t . We ven tu re 
to th ink t h a t the morale of all of us 
would be improved by even a small in-
crease in our budgets , r a t h e r t h a n the 
decrease every year . 

We know of a t least one course 
where all weeds and poor growths of 
grass in the greens a re plugged out and 



plugs of velvet ben t f r o m the n u r s e r y 
inse r ted a t this t ime of year . This 
t r e a t m e n t , fol lowed by a compost top-
dressing, g rea t ly improves a green. 

The good velvet ben t s cont inue to 
m e e t with approval here in New Eng-
land. P robab ly the best a re the No. 
14276 and Kernwood strains. 

Daylight saving will be over soon. 
Why no t use some one of the longer 
evenings soon to come to ba t out your 
Summer exper iences f o r the NEWS-
L E T T E R , and thus help your Edi to r 
and all your fe l low members? 

O r g a n i c M a t t e r 

Near ly all of the soils in this region 
are deficient in humus, and, t he re fo re , 
will be improved f o r the g rowth of 
grasses by the incorpora t ion of organic 
m a t t e r of sui table type . Excava ted 
soils a re par t icu la r ly poor in humus, and 
la rger amounts of organic ma t t e r will 
be needed than is necessary f o r ordi-
n a r y soils. Well ro t t ed man u re and 
cul t ivated pea t or humus, are p r e f e r r e d 
sources of organic m a t t e r f o r lawn soil 
improvement . The thorough incorpora-
t ion of 1 to 2 pounds of such mater ia l s 
on each square foo t of su r face , will be 
adequa te provided i t is thoroughly 
mixed with the upper 4 or 5 inches of 
soil. 

P L A N T I N G N E W L A W N S I N L A T E 
A U G U S T O R S E P T E M B E R 

Howard B. Sprague , Agronomis t 
New Je r sey Agri . Exp. Sta. 

Lawns p lan ted in late summer or 
ear ly fa l l have a g r e a t e r oppor tun i ty 
f o r success t h a n those seeded a t any 
o ther season of the year . The cool 
moist wea the r normal ly experienced 
dur ing the fa l l months is ideal fo r 
ge rmina t ion and s tu rdy growth of the 
grass seedlings. By the t ime summer 
d rough t and the encroachment of 
weeds occur, the tu r f should be well 
established and in f a r be t t e r condition 
t h a n spr ing seedings to endure adver-
sity. 

P r e p a r a t i o n of t h e S e e d B e d 
I t is highly essential t ha t the seed bed 

be improved prior to p lant ing, since it 
is both difficult and expensive to at-
t e m p t soil improvement a f t e r tu r f is 
established. The a rea should be ex-
amined f o r evidence of poor dra inage 
e i ther a t the su r f ace or in the sub-soil. 
Soils which are chronically soggy will 
r equ i re the instal la t ion of agr icu l tu ra l 
t i le dra inage . Soils which are mere ly 
heavy in t e x t u r e and t h e r e f o r e drain 
slowly, may be correc ted by the incor-
pora t ion of organic m a t t e r and lime 
dur ing seed bed p repara t ion . On the 
o ther hand, lawn a reas located on light 
sandy or shaley soils will be g rea t ly 
benef i ted by t r e a t m e n t to increase the i r 
w a t e r holding capacit ies. The incorpora-
t ion of modera t e amoun t s of spent 
mush-room soil or compost conta in ing 
subs tan t ia l por t ions of both clay and 
organic ma t t e r , is the most convenient 
means of improving such soils. 

L i m i n g t o C o r r e c t So i l A c i d i t y 

Cont ra ry to popular belief , s t rongly 
acid soils a re undes i rable f o r lawns. 
Turf on such soils suffers severely f r o m 
drought in summer and is unable to 
resis t a t t acks of diseases and insects, 
and fa i ls to respond proper ly to fer t i l i -
zation. Soil acidity is corrected by the 
addit ion of e i ther hydra ted lime or fine-
ly g round l imestone. The amoun t of 
lime requ i red depends on the p resen t 
degree of soil acidity and the f o r m of 
lime. In genera l , 50 pounds of hydra ted 
lime or 75 pounds of g round l imestone 
f o r each 1,000 square f e e t of su r face 
will be adequa te . Thorough incorpora-
t ion of lime with the upper f e w inches 
of soil is desirable. 

F e r t i l i z e r 

In genera l , the more valuable tur f 
grasses th r ive on fa i r ly f e r t i l e soils and 
are able to compete more successful ly 
with weeds unde r these conditions. Thia' 
is t r ue even fo r those grasses which are 
somewhat to le ran t of low soil fe r t i l i ty . 
The incorpora t ion of 20 to 30 pounds 
of a complete commercial fe r t i l izer prior 
to seeding the new lawn, will ensure a 
proper supply of p lan t food. In genera l , 
a fe r t i l izer which analyzes api>roxim0+ ' : i-
ly 5% n i t rogen, 1 0 % phosphoric acid, 
and 5 % potash, will Drove suitable i'or 
most types of soil. Wherever ex t remely 
in fe r t i l e sub-soils and excavated ma-
ter ia l are exposed, the quan t i ty of 
fe r t i l izer may be increased. Un i fo rm 
dis t r ibut ion of fe r t i l izer is essentia] 
since movement in the soil is downward 
and not la teral . Fo r convenience, the 
organic ma t t e r , Time, and fer t i l izer may 
all be incorpora ted s imul taneously in 
the seed bed. 



C h o o s i n g L a w n G r a s s e s 
Cheap lawn seed mix tu res a re a com-

mon source of fa i lu re , since the pre-
dominat ing species included do not en-
dure r egu la r mowing. The New Je r sey 
Agr icu l tu ra l Expe r imen t Sta t ion has 
devised f o u r lawn seed f o r m u l a s which 
have proven sa t i s fac to ry under condi-
t ions in this region. New Je r sey lawn 
mix tu re No. 1 is sui ted fo r soils of 
average fe r t i l i ty , mix tu re No. 2 is es-
pecially designed fo r closely mowed 
lawns, mix tu re No. 3 f o r shaded areas , 
and mix tu re No. 4 fo r poor, shaley, 
sandy, or clay soils, and f o r t e r raced 
slopes. A large number of commercial 
seed houses and re ta i l seed dealers a re 
now car ry ing these New Je r sey mix-
tu re s in stock. 

Lawn enthus ias t s who p r e f e r tur f 
made f r o m a single grass species r a t h e r 
than a mix ture , a re advised to p lan t 
Chewing's Fescue, Velvet bent , or Ken-
tucky bluegrass , de r ending on t h e --ar-
t icular a rea in question. P u r e seedings 
of these grasses will r equ i re approxi-
mate ly 10 pounds of Chewing's Fescue 
seed fo r each 1,000 square f ee t , 2 
pounds of Velvet bent , and 6 pounds 
of Ken tucky bluegrass . 

S e e d i n g 
Approximate ly 4 pounds of a good-

qual i ty seed mix tu re a re sufficient f o r 
p lan t ing 1,000 square f e e t of lawn. 
U n i f o r m dis t r ibut ion of the seed is 
highly essential . A suitable method of 
p lan t ing consists of dividing the seed 
into 2 lots, one of which is evenly spread 
in a Nor th-South direction, and the 
other in an Eas t -Wes t direction, over 
the same area . The seed should be 
l ightly raked into the soil to a depth 
no t g r e a t e r than 1-8 to 3-16 of an inch, 
and the p lan ted a rea l ightly rolled. 

C a r e of N e w L a w n s 
If the newly seeded a rea is not kept 

modera te ly moist by n a t u r a l r a in fa l l f o r 
several weeks fo l lowing plant ing, it will 
be necessary to resor t to wa t e r ing in 
order to p reven t i n j u r y f r o m drought . 
Artif icial wa t e r i ng m u s t be in the f o r m 
of a light mist-like spray to avoid 
fo rma t ion of a hard c rus t on the soil 
su r face . When mois ture shor tage 
necess i ta tes water ing , it is desirable to 
mois ten the soil thoroughly to a depth 
of at least 4 inches, to ensure aga ins t 
rapid dry ing of the su r f ace soil. 

Young tur f should be mowed no 
closer than 1 1-2 inches to pe rmi t vigor-
ous roo t development . F r e q u e n t mow-
ing is not h a r m f u l , provided the proper 

height is main ta ined . Newly p lan ted 
grass requ i res pro tec t ion f r o m t r a m p -
ing f o r several months , since the more 
valuable p e r m a n e n t grasses grow rela-
t ively slowly in the earl ier s tages of de-
velopment . On well p repa red seed beds, 
such grasses soon roo t thoroughly and 
show g rea t aggressiveness a f t e r becom-
ing established. 

S U C C E S S F U L L A W N S O N 
S H A D E D A R E A S 

Howard B. Sprague, Agronomis t 
New Je rsey Agri . Exp. Sta. 

The successful es tabl ishment of t u r f 
on shaded a reas necess i ta tes the use of 
shade to l e ran t grasses, the improvement 
of soil condit ions to mee t growth re-
quirements , and seeding a t a seasonable 
t ime of the year . All grasses requ i re 
some sunlight daily f o r sa t i s fac to ry 
growth, a l though cer ta in species a r e 
considerably more t o l e r an t of l imited 
l ight than others. Where t u r f is de-
sired on densely shaded areas , judicious 
p run ing of the t r ee s will f r e q u e n t l y 
pe rmi t the en t rance of sufficient sun-
shine, wi thou t i n j u r y to the beau ty or 
heal th of the t rees . 

The most f avorab le season f o r plant-
ing shaded a reas is Augus t 15 to Octo-
ber 15. This is par t icu la r ly t r u e where 
shade is caused by deciduous u-ees, 
since the young grass plants cont inue 
g rowth a f t e r leaf fall , and become well 
established b e f o r e new t r ee leaves a re 
produced the fol lowing spring. Ea r ly 
spr ing seedings may also prove success-
f u l on shaded locations provided soil 
conditions a re sa t i s fac to ry and the 
shade is not too dense. 

The soil f o r the shaded lawn mus t 
have adequa te dra inage , since the tu r f 
suffers f r o m outbreaks of disease on 
soggy soils which are poorly l ighted. 
Agr icu l tu ra l tile dra ins may be in-
stalled to remove excess soil water, if 
na tu r a l dra inage is not adequa te . Ex-
cessive soil acidity should be corrected 
by the use of lime and organic ma t t e r , 
such as well ro t t ed m a n u r e or cul t ivated 
peat , thoroughly incorpora ted with the 
upper f e w inches to improve soil s t ruc-
tu re . In addit ion, 20 to 30 pounds of 
a complete fe r t i l i ze r should be applied 
per 1,000 square f e e t in p repa ra t ion of 
the seed bed pr ior to seeding. 

The most valuable grasses fo r shaded 
locations are Chewing's fescue , Velvet 
bent , and Poa trivialis. New Je rsey seed

Mixture No. 3 r ecommended f o r shaded 
a reas by the Agr icu l tu ra l Exper imen t 
Stat ion, con ta 'ns these th ree spe-ies. as 
we1! as sui table pe rcen tages of nurse 
grasses. Home owners who p r e f e r 
lawns made f r o m a sins-le species should 
p lan t Velvet ben t or Chewing's fescue . 
Since seed of both grasses is somet imes 
impure or adu l te ra ted , pa r t i cu la r a t -
t en t ion to the pu r i t y of the seed pur -
chased will be advisable. Tn p lan t ing 
the shaded lawn, 4 pounds of fescue a re 
requi red f o r each 1,000 square f e e t of 
su r face , whereas 1 pound of Velvet bent 
will prove ent i re ly adequa te f o r a 
similar a rea , due to the large number 
of seed per pound. Seeding r a t e s in 
excess of the fo rego ing do not pe rmi t 
adequa te development of individual 
p lants and are t h e r e f o r e undesirable . 

U n i f o r m dis t r ibut ion of seed is es-
sent ial in obta in ing a desirable s tand. 
The area should be lightly r aked to 
cover the seed not deeper t h a n 1-8 to 
1-4 inch. Newly planted a reas should be 
ken t modera te ly moist by wa te r ing with 
a fine mist-like spray unt i l the grass is 
well established. 

R E P A I R L A W N I N J U R I E S I N 
E A R L Y A U T U M N 

Howard B. Sprague , Agronomis t 
New Je r sey Agri . Exp. Sta. 
(Revised Augus t 29, 1933) 

The most f avorab le season of 
the year f o r improving the vigor 
of established lawns, is ear ly fa l l . 
By t h a t t ime summer weeds have 
ceased growth , and the improve-
men t measures adopted will be of pr im-
a ry benefi t to the tur f grasses. The 
more impor t an t genera l t r e a t m e n t s a re 
the applicat ion of lime to cor rec t ex-
cessive acidity, d is t r ibut ion of a com-
mercia l fer t i l izer , and the th ickening of 
thin tu r f by p lan t ing seed of adap ted 
grasses. Lawns which suffer f r o m poor 
soil dra inage may requ i re instal la t ion of 
agr icu l tu ra l tile drains, whereas those 
t h a t a re shaley, sandy, or have a com-
pact undes i rable soil s t ruc tu re will be 
g rea t ly improved by the thorough in-
corpora t ion of organic m a t t e r to a depth 
of several inches and replant ing . The 
m a j o r i t y of lawns, however , m a y be 
res to red to vigor by inexpensive means . 

Excessive soil acidi ty makes the tu r f 
ex t remely susceptible to d rought in-
ju ry , p reven ts the proper response to 
fe r t i l i ze r t r e a t m e n t , and predisposes the 
grass to ready i n j u r y f r o m insects, di-
seases and o ther adversi t ies. The 
amoun t of lime requ i red will depend on 
the p resen t degree of soil acidity. In 
genera l , 50 pounds of hyd ra t ed lime or 
75 pounds of g round l imestone evenly 
d is t r ibuted over each 1,000 square f e e t 
of su r f ace is usual ly > sufficient f o r 
hea l thy t u r f product ion. A u t u m n is a 
f avorab le season f o r liming, since the 
pene t ra t ion of lime into the soil is aided 
by fa l l r a ins and the successive f r eez -
ing and thawing of winter and spring. 

All lawns should receive an applica-
t ion of a complete commercia l fe r t i l i ze r 
in early fal l , to s t imula te vigorous 
g rowth dur ing the cool mois t a u t u m n 
weather . Even though the tur f be 
severely i n ju red , t imely appl icat ion of 
fe r t i l izer will f r e q u e n t l y res to re the 
tu r f to its normal density. P l an t food 
equivalent to t h a t conta ined in approxi-
mate ly 20 pounds of a complete com-
mercial fer t i l izer , conta in ing 5 to 8 % 
ni t rogen, 8 to 1 2 % phosphoric acid, and 
4 to 6 % potash, should be applied fo r 
each 1,000 square f e e t of lawn sur face . 
Commercial fe r t i l izers analyzing 5-10-5, 
or somewhat similar, a re readi ly ob-
ta ined f r o m dealers in ga rden supplies. 



U n i f o r m dis t r ibut ion of both lime and 
fe r t i l i ze r is highly essential f o r the oro-
duet ion of sa t i s fac to ry t u r f , since these 
mater ia l s move downward bu t no t la ter -
ally in the soil. 

On ex t remely thin or bare por t ions 
of the lawn, the lime and fe r t i l i ze r 
should be incorpora ted with the upper 
••v ers of soil by vigorous raking , and 

the a reas then reseeded with a sui table 
lawn seed mix ture . In genera l . 1 to 3 
pounds of seed are requ i red f o r each 
1,000 square f e e t of a rea , the quan t i ty 
va ry ing wi th the a m o u n t of grass still 
p resent . Lawn mix tu res r ecommended 
by the New Je rsey Agr icu l tu ra l Exper i -
m e n t Stat ion f o r var ious soil condit ions 
and locations a re now carr ied in stock 
by a large number of seed firms and 
dealers. Fo rmu la s f o r the recommended 
mix tu res and a list of dealers will be 
fu rn i shed on reques t .
