Dr. John Blatt, theoretical
physicist at the University of
New South Wales, Australia, is
a distinguished visiling profes-

sor this week at MSU.

Dr. Frank Blait is an asso-
‘clate . professor of physics at
Michigan State.

Book Stealing Explained

Kleptos Among Wanted Thieves

Last year,
worth  approximately
were stolen from the MSU Li-
brary. James Gross explains
why in his essay on “Why Peo-
ple Steal Books "

Stealing of books did not start
here at MSU. It probably begun
with the printing of the fint
books. As long as a few books
were around, they aere realous-
Iy guarded. But with mass pro-
duction, books became objects
of more general Interest and
could more readily be stolen,
states Gross in his essay

The fairly wealthy student,
the poor, and the mediocre, even
the professors—people in every
category of life have stolen
books, he states.

Psyvehological factors play an
important role. In many cases,
Kleptomania is the basic cause
for taking books,
