No capable student shouldvbe kept out of
college because of limited enrollment and
MSI" must do its part whenever possible in
fulfilling this obligation.

Obviously, unlimited expansion is imprac-
tical and impossible. But the fact remains
that someone must educate the students who
want a university education. If no other
institutions are able to service this group,
MSI" must do whatever it can under the cir-
cumstances.

In effect, an enrollment cut actually oc-
curred, however. MSU will not admit all the
students it might if it had'adequate funds.
Enrollment may not be cut, but it is not

'‘keeping up with the number of students
who desire a college education. On paper,
we are expanding; in reality, decreasing.

SIMILARLY, allocations for academic de-
partments could not be cut. Some professors

THE BOARD FURTHER recommended
that Vice President Gordine Sabine reduce
his special projects budget including those
funds set aside for scholarships.

Unfortunately, the,,scholarship office, is
not sacred. Its funds can be cut and the uni-

versity will not suffer immediately.

But the long term effects of such a move
are frightening. _

Sabine said MSU will definitely lose top
high school seniors in financial need because
it cannot offer them scholarship comparable

to those from other institutions.

MSU cannot afford to lose the top people

»~throughout the state. A university needs

the best people available, both on the faculty
and student level, in order to keep its high
standards.

IF MSU LOSES its reputation for aca-
demic excellence through an inferior stu-
dent body, it will be a wrong which is just

as bad as docking professors’ salaries. -

Stay Out of School’s Internal Affairs

The legislators have done it again. This
time two Republicans, Sen. EImer R. Porter,
BHssfield, and Rep. Arnell Engstrom, Tra-
verse City, have opened their mouths and
spilled forth words of doubtful wisdom and
irrelevancy.

_ The two Wednesday accused Wayne
State University of “dramatizing” its need
for money by an unnecessary enrollment cut.
They further questioned Wayne’s cut in
teacher education and medical education
while leaving such courses as fly-bait cast-
ing. badminton and trampoline in the cur-
riculum.

The value of fly-bait casting is question-
able, but there is no reason to believe it
was left in the curriculum at the expense of
medical education. Wayne State, like Michi-

gan State, is simply cutting expenses at
every available point.

As for the "dramatizing” charge, this is
ridiculousrWayne simply could not operate
on a budget 9217,000 smaller than this
year’s. It was ho grandstand move, only an
attempt to balance iiicome against expenses.

How-
ever, we can ask that legislators refrain
from upsetting university budgets any fur-
ther with silly attempts to channel internal
funds, *

The legilature has already proved that
university officials know most about the fi-
nancial needs of higher education.

President Kennedy’s latest speech m the Ca-
nadian Parliament is of great Importance. R’z
importance is related to the fact that it was
delivered after the failure of the Cuban invasion
and before the summit meeting with Premier
Khrushchev.

L The Organization of American States has

demonstrated its weakness both in status and
role when important issues such as the Cuban
one appear. The President ;s tryhig now to have
Canada join the O.AS., so that toe orgamation
might be more effective. The important factor
in this area is that the position of the United
States in Latin America was and still is the
strongest but toe question still remains as to
how long the Latin American countries will ac-
cept this leadership?

3. The economic &&))gra_m_ for Latin America
amounts to about miliioo. This large sum
of money is a heavy burden upon the United
States. At the present time, negotiations are
taking_place in order that several other western
countries assist in helping the underdeveloped
nations. -

. 4. THE POPULARITY of Castro after toe in-
vasion has multiplied. It also indicated that the
assumptions about his hatred by the majority of
the Cubans is not true. This phenomenon is a
continuance of the behavior that existed before
the United States officials and other nations.
The Contact has been with upper or middle
classes that are not linked by the masses. The

- events iff the Middle East between 1852-1958
are another excellent example of this policy.

The prestige and status of the United States
after the Cuban invasion is similar to the Anglo-
French invasion on the Suez Canal, the Russian
intervention_in Hwatg, and the Chinese in-
cidents in Tibet. World public opinion cannot
forgive the big powers when they use their

military influence in order to shut out opposi-
tion in"a weak foreign nation.

The second event that will take place is the
summit conference. This conference should be
a challenging and interesting one. although not
many world problems are expected to be solved.
