H a n n a h  g iv e s  p r i o r i t y  

to  b l a c k s ’ g r i e v a n c e s

P re s id e n t  H a n n a h  invoked  the sp ir it  of 

D r. M a r t in  L u th e r  K in g  T u e sd a y  to im ­
p lo re  the U n iv e r s it y  c o m m u n ity  “ to c o r­
re ct the in ju stice s, the abuses, the p re ju ­
d ice s  that m a r  the im a g e  of o u r  country. " 

“ B u t  there is  no p ro fit  in  re c r im in a ­
tion and  fau lt-f ind in g ,”  he sa id , “ no ga in  

in  condem nation . W e a re  w h e re  w e  a re  
and  m u st  go  f ro m  he re .”

H e  p ledged  to m a k e  the g r ie v a n c e s  of 

b la ck  studen ts he re  “ a m a tte r of h igh  
p r io r it y ”  and  u rge d  the U n iv e r s it y  co m ­
m u n ity  to jo in  h im  in  “ th is  v ita l e ffort. "  

H a n n a h  m a d e  the re m a rk s  in  a eu logy  
b ro ad ca st  o v e r  c lo sed  c irc u it  te le v is ion  
cam pus-w ide , 10 m in u te s  be fo re  the na ­
tiona l te le cast of D r .  K i n g ’s  fu n e ra l se rv ­
ice s  a t  E b e n e z e r  B a p t is t  C h u rc h  in  A tlanta.

H e  d id  not sp e c if ic a lly  m ention  the de­
m a n d s  o f the B la c k  Student A llia n c e  m ade  
to h im  F r id a y  m o rn in g  in  the A d m in is t r a ­
tion B u ild in g , but re fe rre d  to the a d v iso ry  
com m itte e  he nam ed  to s tu d y  them .

H u n d re d s  of N e g ro  and  w h ite  students, 
m o u rn in g  the a ssa s s in a t io n  of the c iv il 
r ig h t s  le ade r the n igh t  be fore  in  M e m p h is ,  
u rge d  H a n n a h  to take  im m e d ia te  ste p s  to 
a ttra c t  m o re  b la ck  students, in stru c to rs, 
a d m in is t ra to rs  and  e m p lo ye s  and  to o ffe r 
m o re  c o u rse s  in  A fro -A m e r ic a n  stud ies.

H a n n a h  a ssu re d  the th rong, w h ich  
ja m m e d  into  the f ir s t  f lo o r  of the b u ild in g  
and sa t  on  the ste p s  and sta irw e lls ,  that 
he a g re e d  “ in  p r in c ip le ” to the ir ob ject ive s 
and T u e sd a y  he p ro m ise d  that a ll of the 
re co m m e n d a t io n s  of the A llia n c e  and  the 
se lect com m ittee , “ and  a ll o th e rs  that 
have  been m a d e  to m e  u n o ff ic ia lly , w ill 
re ce ive  p ro m p t  and  tho rough  co n s id e ra ­

tion.”
But a t the sam e tim e Hannah, talking 

in a deep, measured tone, added;
“ L et us rem em ber that while a univer­

sity is powerful, it  is not omnipotent. And 
as we seek to double and redouble our 
efforts, let us not dissipate our strength 
by abandoning the ground in which our 
strength is rooted.

“ Partisan  only to truth, passionate only 
in pursuit of error, the University must be 
faithful to its own traditions and its own 
ways of getting things done if it is to be 

i truly effective .”

W hile  H a n n a h  m a d e  it c le a r  that the re ­
so u rce s  of the U n iv e r s it y  a re  "g re a t ,  but 
not u n lim ite d . "  he ca lled  the re c o m ­
m e nda tion s of the stu d y  co m m itte e  " p r a c ­
tica l and capab le  of a c co m p lish m e n t  w ith ­

in  ou r re so u rc e s . "
"W e  a lre a d y  know  a g re a t  dea l about 

w hat needs to be done, and  w h at w e can  
d o . "  he declared. " A n d  w e ha ve  a lre a d y  
learned  a g rea t  dea l about w h at w e  cannot 
hope to do, e ithe r becau se  ou r re so u rc e s  
a re  too lim ited , o r  because  o ther so c ia l 
a gen c ie s  can  do them  better.

Som e  of the re co m m e n d a t io n s  of the 
com m ittee  w ill need fu rth e r co n s id e ra t ion  
and st ill o the rs  re q u ire  ad d it io n a l f in anc ia l 
support f ro m  other sou rce s, he said.

I f  you 
w an t to sa y  that I  w a s  a d ru m  m ajo r, sa y  
that I  w a s  a d ru m  m a jo r  fo r ju stice . Sa y  
that I  w a s  a d ru m  m a jo r  fo r  freedom . "

Th e  w o rd s  w e re  taped f ro m  K in g 's  last 
se rm on , in w h ich  he dw e lt on the ine v it ­

a b ility  of h is  ow n  death.

W h en  the se rv ic e  w a s  over, a s  the b ronze 
ca ske t  w a s  be ing  rem oved, V ic e  P re s id e n t  
H u b e rt  H. H u m p h re y , re p re se n t in g  P r e s i ­
dent Jo h n so n  a t the funera l, leaned  o ve r 
to o ffe r a few  w o rd s  of condo lence  to M r s .  
K in g .

New lootings and fires broke 
out in Baltim ore despite the 
presence of 10,000 federalized

troops, and soldiers were as­
signed to ride fire  engines.

However, officials were hope­

Hannah did not specify what 
the suggestions of the panel 
were or how much they would 
cost to be implemented.

He devoted much of the rest 
of his talk to a eulogy of Dr. 
King, using many of the same 
expletives of leaders around 
the nation and the world, in pay­
ing tribute to the apostle of 
non-violence in the civil rights 
movement.

He called Dr. King a “ proph­
et. in the Biblical sense, who 
did not foretell things to com e, 
but exposed to view the naked 
ugliness of things as they are.

“ He appealed to a ll Amer­
icans to look, and to listen to the 
inner voice of conscience, be­
cause he knew that the ability 
to listen to that voice, and to 
act in consequence, distin­
guished man from  beast, and his

highest hope was in man, as his 
deepest faith was in God,” Han­
nah said.

He reminded a saddened Uni­
versity community that “ we 
must return to our tasks. Life 
ends, but life must go on. This 
is the inexorable law .”

“ This University must re ­
sume its  responsibilities to 
those who study and teach here, 
and to those beyond the campus 
who look here for guidance and 
light,” he said. “ One of its 
most pressing tasks will be to 
decide how it can best perform 
its distinctive responsibilities 
to society in these times. "

Robert L. Green, an asso­
ciate  professor of educational 
psychology and a form er aide 
to Dr. King with the Southern 
Christian Leadership Confer­
ence (SCLC) represented the 
University at ceremonies for 
him in Atlanta.
